You've got Janet Tripp of Fredericton, a volunteer worker in
India for Canadian University Service Overseas. But Janet has
much more than this wonderfully mad Bombay visit.

SEX:

Things Aren’t So Bad After All

PALO ALTO, Calif. (CUP-CPS) — Conitrary to popular opinion,
sexual permissiveness has not swept the American college campus,
a Stanford University researcher contends.

Mervin B. Freedman, assistant dean of undergraduate education
and a reseanch associate at the Institute for the Study of Human
Problems, bases his conclusion on a detailed study of an Eastern
women’s college in which 49 students were interviewed for four
years and several thousand students were tested, and on a historical

survey of research on the sexual behavior 'of women undergradu-

ates.

Among his findings:

- three-fourths or -more of
America’s unmarvied college
women are virgins.

- premarital intercourse a-
mong college women is usually
vestricted to their future hus-
bands.

- promiscuity is probably
confined to a very small per-
centage of college women - -
probably a lower proportion
than high school girls.

While attitudes toward sex
are often liberalized in coliege,
“the Pumitan heritage has by
no means passed from the A-
merican scene,” says the Stan-
ford researcher.

“It is probably that the in-
cidence of nonvirginity among
college women has increased
.. litte since the 1930’s.” he
adds. “The great change in
sexual behavior and mores
since 1900 has been in free-
dom of attitude and in petting
. . . It may be, however, that
the incidence of premartial in-
tercourse has risen slowly
since 1930, particularly among
engaged couples . . .

“It may well be that Ameri-
can college students have evol-
ved patterns of sexual behav-
jor that will remain stable for
some time to come,” he says.
“The behavior consists of pet-
ting, intercourse among engag-
»d couples, and early marriage.”

Professor Freedman  says
that ‘few college students can
propound with any conviction
ethical erguments for sexual
abstinence or continence. Ac-
cordingly, they are loathe to
condemn the behavior of oth-
ers. This does not mean, how-
ever, that the feeling that un-
derlay these convictions have
disappeared,” he says.

“Puritan sentiments, inhibi-
tion of appttites and instincts,
are a strong feature of Ameri-
can middle class life. They
have been and are still being

passed from generation to gen-
eration. Consequently, most col-
lege women behave conven-
tionally, even though they may
not adhere to any specific mor-
al code.” <

Among the 49 women stu- .

dents studied in depth, five
limited their experience to kiss-
ing, 33 engaged in petting, and
11 experienced intercourse. On-
ly three of the latter’ group
were ‘“uninhibited” in ther
sexual behavior, engaging in
intercourse when they were
not deeply involved emotional-
ly with men.

When asked how they felt
about their sex life, 80 per cent
of the 49 said they were con-
tent with the status quo.

While there was some tend-
ency for those who had re-
stricted their activity to kiss-
ing or light petting to be dis-
satisfied, they were unanimous
in asserting they could not or
would not seek out sexual en-
counters as such, says Profes-
sor Freedman. “Sexual grati-
fication . . . could emerge only
in the context of a relationship
of some seriousness with a
man

“Ameng the students who
had engaged in intercourse, the
predominant attitude was one
of enjoyment and satisfaction,”
he says.
ly true of those young womei
whose sexual partners were
men with whom they shared a
close relationship.”

As an abstract value, virgin-
ity has little meaning to these
‘women students, he says. But
the great majority of students
draw the line at premarital in-
tercourse for personal or inter-
personal reasons. These include
fear of pregnancy, feelings of
guilt, emotional upset or loss
of self-respect, “and luck of
certainty about the perman-
ence of the relationships.”

“Underlying many of the ex-
planations seems to be an un-
expressed sense of caution cor
inhibition. The explanations
often seemed to be but: vague
surface manifestations of deep-
lying and complex sentiments
that were dimly comprehend-
ed,” says Professor Freedman.
