(Grace Bussel, on which any sum or:sums of money or'interest may yet
remoin dee and unpaid upon Mortgage, Bonds or other securities, the
gaid Thomao Robert Johngon shall be also, and he is hereby empowered
80 to collect the same, and to grant such releases and acquitiances as may
be necessary in the premises, and further, to manage and wind up the
said estate; and in relation thereto to do and perform all such scts and

things agin his digcretion he may think necessary.
