Student Orientation Services
(SORSE) had a miserable summer
under their new identity.

In previous years, SORSE
was known as FOS (Freshman
Orientation Services).

Even so. the program was|
gravely under cut. Many of the|
early seminars in the summer had
to be cancelled and many potential
leaders were never called on.

The number of delegates
who actually attended is estimated
between 1100 to 1200.

A fee is charged to attend
these seminars. The unexpected
low turnout hurt SORSE finances.
