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There was one further point to be noticed. It was
obvious trat, in the event of no agreement being arrived at
in the London Conference, any agresment or arrangement betweoen
the Comaission and the German Govermment ZFor the application
of the Dawes Report would be futile. It was, therefore,
necessary to add to the draft a olause to the effect that if
the Governmentis negotiating in London failed to reach an agree-
ment, the arrangement between the Commission and the German

Government would ipso facto fall to the ground.
