
tion of valuable drawings of medicinal plants, adds muchi to the
interest and utîlity of the course.

In SuRGEry the course is div,ýided into the Principles and Prac-
tice. The duration of the course permits the Professor of this
branch, in addition to a full course of Sui'gical Axiatomy, to ex-
hibit -tpo.n the subject ail the important surgical operatioris. The
lectures upon Surgical Anatomy are illustrated by Quaîn's large
engravings, and in other parts of the course pathological pre-
parations, wax specimens, and plates are exhibiSed. Among the
latter rnay be mentioned, Dalrymple's plates upon diseases of the
eye.

TÉHEoizY AND PRACTICE 0Fr M1ErnIN.-The teachiing in this
department, though încluding both general and special Pathology,
will direct attention chiefiy to, t«he latter: partly because the gen-
eral doctrines of disease form part of the instruction of another
class, but chiefly because the duration of- the course, thoughi long,
is not too extended to be profitably occupied by the illustrations
of the nature and treatment of individual diseases. Or~al instrue-
tion wiIl be assisted by the use of morbid preparations, and by
artificial representations of the resuits of miorbid action. The
pathologrical. plates of Cruverthier, Hope, Carswell, Money, aiso
those of Willis, Rayer, Bateman, &c., vill be employed with the
sarne object.

The course of lectures ou MIDWIFERY and the diseases of -ve-
men anid children, will comprise a minute description of the or-
ganization of the pelvis and soit parts concernecl in pregnancy, ai

parturition, wnith the diseases to wvhich. they are incident. Partu-;
rition wiii secure especial L.otice, and the study of its varieties with
thie modes of management exemplified. The diseases of childien
will constitute the concluding lectures of the course, a'nd those
only will be treated of which appear to, be peculiar te or most <eom-
rnonly observed in the earlier ages of life.

The course will be illustrated by an extensive series of drawi-bgs
executed by au accomplished teacN3 -r of that brandi of educatiori
in this city. Morbid preparations, as wvell as others illustrative of
the different epochs of pregnaney, ýW-ill be exhibited as occasion
demndrs, 'When treating of Operative Midwifery, advantage will
