Nova Scoria PEacues.—We yesterday saw
a five ripe peach eight inches in circumference,
which was grown ia the open air by Mr. David
Ric-, of Bear River, Noge The peach had a
mellow appearance, snd was about twice the
size of the peaches ordinarily brought to this
market, A second sample of peaches 8}
inches in girth and wcighing 5§ ounces, was
yesterday exhibited by Messrs.Logan and Lind-
say. They were grown by Mr. John Troop,
Bear River, which seems to be a famous region
for peaches. Not such a very bad country this
after all.

The fruit here referred to grew quite conven-
ient to ourdoor, aud we had beautiful speci-
mens sent to us from the owners, therefore I
can vouch for the correctness of the statement,
the Peach tree on Mr. Troop's Property is near
our parlor Window.

In additon to the above, Mr. Charles Harris
in this place bas a luxuriant grape vine of six
years growth,ascending three stories in height,
which groduced in one season .four hundred
pounds Isabella grapes ; this years fruit will be
abundant, on the same vine, visitors from vari-
ous parts of the Dominion bave seen the grape
vine and bave expressed themselves in language
of admiration and surprise.

The country bas fine capabilities for fruit
growing, but not attended to as it mignt be.

We bave a fine barvest, thanks to a generous
Providence, potato blight is scarcely known—
fruit is abundant grain is good and well saved.
