Energy Required in Sewing by
Hand and With Machines.

That there is a great difference in
the expenditure of energy required with
different ways of sewing, was demon-
strated recently by scientists. Little
variation ‘was found in hand hemming
on fine handkerchiefs cotton sheets,
8-0z. cotton duck, or army blankets,
but when the speed of sewing was in-
creased, the expenditure of energy
increased . in proportion. Hemming
sheets on a foot-driven machine, which
was discovered to be about six times
as fast as doing the same work by
hand, required six times as much en-
ergy, but the energy, per yard of sew-
ing, was hardly one-half as great.
When an electrically driven machine
was used, the energy required per
hour was not quite twice that used for
hand sewing, and about one-fourth of
that used for the foot-driven machine.
