;HYDRO DID IT—REDUCTION IN 

THE RATES BY CATARACT WILL
BE EFFECTED IMMEDIATELY
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There will- be no "more meter ren­
tals and charges will be based entire­
ly on current used. It is further an­
nounced with a flourish, that there 
will be no floor space charge.

As regards commercial lighting the 
Company officials state that it is re­
duced by 50 or liO per cent and is 
based on the' installed lighting capa­
city.

The former domestic lighting rate 
was 8 1-2 cents per kilowatt. The 
company says that unless anyone ties 
up to contract, this rate will still ap­
ply. They must have a contract, pre­
ferably qf course, a long term affair.

The decision to reduce was arrived at 
some time ago, but as will be noticed 
was not carried into effect until Hy­
dro has been partially turned on tor 
domestic use.

Hydro Electric officials have anti­
cipated a light and are prepared for 
it. They declare that present Hydro 
prices are lower than the reduced 
rate offered by the private company. 
At any rate they submit that Cataract 
reduction is one of the first benefits 
secured from the introduction of 
Hydro and a benefit long déferrred. 
It is estimated that the Western 
Counties Company has over 6,000 
light users in this city.

The crash has come. Tne Western 
Counties Electric Company, has re­
duced its lighting rates. It might be 
presumed tfcat the inspiration to the 
Cataract interests to give Brantford 
lower rates came' from the introduc­
tion of Hydro Electric. In fact it is 
frankly admitted that there is 
libel in making such a statement. 

Here are the new rates:
Six cents per kilowatt hour with a 

discount of 10 per cent for prompt 
payment. This discount is secured 
by those signing a one year contract.

In case a consumer signs a five 
year contract he gets a discount of 
20 per cent.

As reported in the Courier last night, General Manager Coleman 
of the Dominion Power & Transmission Company, was in Brantford 
yesterday, looking over the street railway situation, and it was con­
firmed to-day by civic authorities that the Cataract interests would 
likely make an offer for the railway. In this connection the railway 
would prove of advantage to the company, in that a new source 
would be secured for the sale of power. It is well known that if the 
city secures control Hydro power will be used. -. <

Mayor Spence, when seen this morning, announced the city’s 
attitude very plainly. “This city,” his Worship said, “has had one 
agreement with the Dominion Power & Transmission Company, and 
doesn’t want another. We will fight such a sale at every turn, be­
cause it is not desirable to have Brantford again tied Up hard and 
foot to a corporation which has by its policy here in the past shown 
little if any regard for public interests.”

Yesterday it was decided in the courts that, pending likelihood 
of a sale, the spatter would not be disposed of until February 16. If 
a sale is not made in that time the franchise will become forfeited. 
The city proposes ,to make a move, but what it is would not be 
divulged to-day. There was a conference lasting until midnight last 
night, and the matter will be brought up in the City Council Monday 
evening. It was the opinion of the city guardians this morning that 
no sale of the railway would be effected". If that prediction turns out 
to be true, the chances are favorable toward the forfeit of the fran­
chise, as announced by the judges yesterday. With the franchise 
forfeited certainly no sale would be made, because the city will 
refuse to grant another franchise, but will make a settlement with 
the mortgagees and bondholders and assume possession.

It is regarded that the crucial point of the situation has arrived, 
but what will be the eventual settlement, or even the next-step, is 
ligrd to sa)-.

Redmond also gave this warning: 
“Never again will Ireland allow her­
self to be governed by the old rotten 
system of superiority and ascendency 
If those w-ho imagine they can kill 
the Home Rule Bill succeeded, Ire­
land would never again submit; she 
would be absolutely ungovernable.” 
He expressed the conviction that the 
Unionist party no longer had any real 
objection to the principle of Home 
Rule for Ireland, but was using Ire­
land as a pawn in a game to destroy 
the present Government, and in so 
doing restore to the House of Lords 
the power.of the veto.

NEW YORK, Feb. 7.—A cable 

from Liverpool to The Worlxl, says:
It was found yesterday that a tube 

of radium worth $5.000 had been lost 
in the Royal Infirmary here. It ap­
pears that the tube was fixed with 
bandages to the face of a patient, 
where it was supposed to stay all 
night. In the morning it was gone. 
It was thought that it must have fal­
len out of the dressings to the floor 
and been swept out. The sweepings 
tilled a big cart which was stopped 
in time.

Prof. W’ilberforce, by placing an 
electroscope on the cart was able to 
determine that the radium was there. 
The rubbage was dug out in buckets. 
At the twelfth bucket, Prof. Wilber- 
forcc1 detected thc presence of the 
radium, which was soon found.
