Spirit of the Allied Troops Ensures
Them Ultimate Victory, He States —
Praise For Major Ballachey

We Have

“Phe spirit of the allied troops is
magnificent—it is victorious, and
will bring us victory’” says Captain,
the Rev. C. E. Jeakins, who return-
ed last evening to this city from the
front. That is the one thing which
the Germans lack, and it will b2
their downfall; they systemize or-
ganization, but they have no esprit;
they lack the personal element.”

This was his first :_iaark when
interviewed by a Courier man this
morning. Continuing, he said:—

“The war has wrought many and
wonderful changes everywhere”
continues Capt. Jeakins. “One of
the most wonderfal, and most desir-
able, from my point of view, is the
wonderful manner in whieh our ally
France has found once more her
soul, which she had previously lost.
in England, there was never before

such unity of pur ' as that which
m*‘(-xmmgg%%f"me" length]
and breadth of the country with re-
gard to the war, for the winning of
which the energies of all are expend-
ed unselfishly. England has not
consgeription, she has a form of vol-
untary compulsion which is accepted]
by practieally all. Throughout in
England, in the press and among
public speakers, there is a strong
resolution to have no dealings with
the house of Hohenzollern; when
the war is over, to exclude that fam-
ily from any share in the negotia-
tions which will follow.

“How long will the war last? ’
Everyone has an answer to that
question. Probably twelve months
longer, from present indications. It
will require another winter and
spring at least to see it through.
There is no doubt of it, we have the
Germans now. A short time ago we
had not, but now we have, and every
man at the front knows and realizes
it. We nhave them on every plane
of flghting; on land, in the air, on
the sea and under the sea. But it
will be a long fight yet, fraught with
much hardship and sorrow, but all
to one inevitable end.”

Capt. Jeakins is openly pleased to
he home once more, declaring it
sweeter to him than ever before. He
was with the 58th battalion until
April last, including several months’
gervice at the front, during whieh
time he experienced a world of ad-
ventures; yes under fire from rifles,
machine guns and field guns, was
shelled and bombed from Taubes
overhead, and showered with shrap-

“The spirit of the men is magnif-
icent,”” continued Capt. Jeakins.
«One would wonder how anyone
could accomplish what they have
done. Their spirit is wonderful, and
it will ensure victory for us.”

Capt. Jeakins is enthusiastic in
his praise of the medieal and hos-
pital service at the front, from the
front line trenches directly back to
the convalescent homes. The treat-
ment, the system of organization,
he states, is wonderful, and it is ac-
knowledged by the French and our
other allies that the British work
in these lines is splendid.. The med-
ical service cannot be given too much
praise. The commissariat depart-
ment is also excellently organized.
The active service chaplains, states
the returned clergyman, are often in
more danger than those in the front
line trenches, for they are travelling
about continually from point to
point, and facing dangers every-
where.

“By virtue of the Roumanian suc-
cess in occupying Orsova, all possi-
bility is henceforth denied the Cen-
tral powers of sending supplies to
Bulgaria by water. Besides, as there
exists only one railway across Ser-
bia, linking Sofia with Budapest, it
is evident the loss of the Danube
route is a vital matter.

“It has been by the Danube that
for the last two years conveyance has
