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RESPONSIBLE GOVERNMENT.

A modern despot has been found 
in the person of the Hon. Mr. Letel- 
lier de St. Just, Lieut. Governor of' 
Quebec, who has been guilty ot an 
act of despotism repugnant to all 
lovers of justice, *and contrary to 
all Ihe principles of responsible gov­
ernment. The high handed act. re­
ferred to is that of the recent sum­
mary dismissal qf the DeBoucher- 
ville Ministry, of Quebec, which 
was apparently enjoying the confi­
dence of the people, and which com­
manded a large majority in the Que­
bec Parliament. We notice by our 
exchanges that the measures which 
seemingly provoked this unlocked 
for and unprecedented action of this 
(mis) «representative of the Queen, 
were 1st, a bill relating to the Que­
bec, Montreal, Ottawa and Occident­
al Railway, and 2nd, a tax bill.— 
“ Both the«c measures were of a 
character to require the previous sig­
nification of the consent of the Lieut. 
Governor before they could be pro­
ceeded with. That assent was given. 
Ministers had a right to suppose that 
it was honestly given and that it was 
not a dishonorable trick to commit 
them to what in the nature of things 
must in some quarters be an unpop­
ular policy, simply that he might the 
more effectively play the game of his 
party in Ottawa by handing over the 
Government of the Province to the 
Opposition before the general elec­
tions for the Dominion. Having 
given his consent, uc had no power, 
that is no constitutional power,—for 
His Honor has shown that he has 
power for anything,—to refuse his 
later assent to the measures, or to 
quarrel with his Ministers concern­
ing them.”

It is openly stated that this out­
rageous conduct is not only approv­
ed of by the Premier of Canada, but 
that it was inspired by himself and 
Cabinet, and according to the Star, 
an independent paper, is looked upon 
as a coup d’etat from Ottawa, through 
the Lieut. Governor, to influence the 
Dominion elections, which it is an­
ticipated will be held within three 
months. There is good grounds for 
suspecting collusion between Lt. 
Gov. St. Just and the Dominion 
Cabinet, when it is reported that the 
Minister of Agriculture left Ottawa 
for Quebec, to assist him in “ fighting 
to the bitter end the battles of the 
Party.” If the Dominion Cabinet 
did not wish to “ show their hand” 
in this monstrous violation of Par­
liamentary independence, which is 
without a precedent in Colonial his­
tory, none of the Ministry should 
have appeared qpdn the scene. 
After some delay, a new cabinet was 
formed, which was sworn in on Fri­
day last. It is as follows :—

Joly, Premier and Minister Public Works ;
Buchand, Treasurer
Marchand, Provincial Secretary ;
B- A. Koss, Attorney General ;
Chauvau, Solicitor General ;
Bangelier, Crown Lands ;
Stems, President Council.
The hew Ministry will of course 

be compelled to support the Gov­
ernor’s undignified and despotic 
course, but how, as Liberals (for 
Liberals they nearly all are) they 
can in any way justify such a course, 
we are at a loss to know. What a 
commentary have we here upon 
political honesty. To the Liberals 
we are indebted for Responsible 
Government, which places so much 
power in the hands of the people ; 
and yet what do we find? Why a 
Liberal Governor, appointed by a 
so-called Liberal Government, violat­
ing the fundamental principles of 
that form of Government which 
should be as dear to his heart as the 
apple of his eye, and now forms a 
new Cabinet, composed mainly of 
Liberals, -to maintain him in his 
violation of the rights and privileges 
guaranteed to us by Responsible 
Government. Time will tell to what 
extentj the Dominion Go/’t are in­
terested in this matter. It is sin­
cerely to be hoped, for the sake of 
our country, that they will be able to 
show clean hands in a matter which 
has justly aroused public indignation 
and which is not alone confined to 
the Province of Quebec.

The Quebec Assembly, on Wed­
nesday last, passed the following 
resolutions, by a tote of 35 to 16.

Resolved : “That this House desires to 
reiterate its expression of loyalty and at­
tachment to Her Majesty, Queen Victoria, 
and its perfect submission to the constitu­
tion;

That this House renews the declaration 
of confidence in the DeBoucherville Minis­
try, so often and so decidedly expressed 
during the present session ;

That this House declares firmly and em­
phatically that it has not and cannot have 
confidence in any Ministry which may be 
substituted for the one dismissed, inasmuch 
as such dismissal occurred whilst the Min­
istry enjoyed the entire confidence of the 
large majority of the representatives of the 
people in the Provincial Legislature assem­
bled, unless such ministry to be appointed 
is a strong and efficient one chosen from the 
party represented by the majority in the 
House :

That the foregoing resolutions be referred 
to a select committee, composed of Loranger, 
Mathieu, Wurtele, Tarte, Taillon and the 
mover, to draft an addre s to His Excellency, 
the Lieut. Governor in conformity with the 
said resolutions.”

Is it Right,

We have received the Annual Re­
port of the Secretary of Agriculture 
for the year 1877, which contains much 
useful information, and a large num 
ber of engravings of fancy stock, own­
ed in the Proviuce, as well as repre­
sentations of valuable animals owned 
elsewhere. But in looking over its 
pages « e were surprised to see a num 
ber of cuis of farming implements 
manufactured by firms in Ontario, in 
some instances the names of Provin­
cial Agents being gifen. Of course, 
this is a capital thing for the manu­
facturers of Ontario. Their a« r'cul- 
tural implements are held up as being 
vastly superior to those made else­
where, and the Government appear as

advertisers for foreign concerns, as 
against the manufacturers in this Pro­
vince. It may perhaps be the case, 
that in order to cut down the expenses 
of public printing, the Gov’t, through 
the Secretary of Agriculture, have 
arranged to advertise for and puff up 
these outside concerns, for a certain 
sum annually, said sum to be appro­
priated towards defraying the expense 
of publishing the Report on Agricul­
ture. If the firms named havse not 
paid for the large amount of advertis­
ing space occupied, in this departmen- 
al report, they should certainly do so, 
tor while such information is calcula­
ted to advance their interests, it must 
also be productive ot injury to the 
manufacturers of this Province, some 
of whom perhaps, can produce agri­
cultural implements fully as good as 
those made in Ontario. We question 
the ceurse of allowing such matter to 
appear in departmental reports, for 
provincial manufacturers have obsta­
cles enough against which to contend 
without having to meet also this dis­
crimination in high places against 
their interests. We hope the Gov’t 
will never again pnrsue so questiona­
ble and unfair a course, nor allow it 
to be done by those in their employ. 
One thing is certain, the appearance 
in the report of these machines, so 
fully described and praised, is calcula­
ted to create the impression through­
out the Province, that some one has 
turned up a furrow of very rich soil, 
a furrow from which there will be no 
drainage that will ever be seen.

Brakeman Killed,

A Frenchman named Üubé, brak- 
man oh one of the freight trains be­
tween River du Loup and Rimonski, 
was accidently killed on Saturday last 
abqnt 6 p. m. When nearing Trois 
Pistoles Bridge, he was running along 
the cars to the van, when his head 
came in contact with the bridge, and 
he fell dead. When the train reached 
Trois Pistoles Station, the body was 
discovered lying on a car, a blue mark 
across the forehead showing iiow his 
death occurred. Dubé belonged to 
River da Loup and was unmarried. 
It does seem strange that Ihe Govern­
ment fail to^provide guards at the 
approaches to all bridges and snow 
sheds. The brakesmen would then 
always be warned ot their danger, 
which is not now the case, and as a 
consequence, human life is sacrificed. 
Had Dubé been looking at the bridge, 
the chances arc that his death would 
not have happened. But men grow 
reckless as they get accustomed to 
their work, and do not see their danger 
at all times. It is the duty of the 
Gov’t to see that the lives of their 
servants are not recklessly endanger­
ed, aud we only express the opinion 
of many when we say that the Gov’t 
or the railway authorities arc to some 
extent responsible for some of the 
deaths which occur on the line. Had 
there been a guard near the Trois 
Pistoles bridge, the probability is that 
Dube would not have been killed.

The mother of the 
child was found to be Eliza Allison, 
a domestic in the house, who acknow­
ledged the parental relationship. A 
post mortem examination was held by 
Dr. H. Dawson, who decided that the 
child had breathed, as the lungs were 
inflated. The girl was committed to 
gaol, to await her trial at the Supreme 
Court, which takes place this month. 
There was no evidence to prove any­
thing beyond concealment of birth. 
The infant was concealed in the cellar 
from Friday the 1st inst., until the 
Thursday following, when it was dis­
covered, as before stated, by Mr. 
Matohett, whose suspicions had been 
previously excited.

Ottawa êomsinmiUntt.

Ottawa, March 9,187sT 
The principal topic of conversation in po­

litical circles here and elsewhere in the Pro­
vince of Ontario and Quebec is the unprece­
dented action of the Lieut.-Governor of Que­
bec in dismissing his Ministers. The news 
came, to use an original simile, like a clap of 
thunder from a clear sky. Sych an act on the 
part of a Governor would have seemed natu­
ral enough in the old Crown Colony days, but 
is utterly at variance with the principles of 
Responsible Government. His Excellency, 
as they call the Lieut.-Governor in Quebec, 
despite the Royal decree respecting titles, 
ditto red with his Executive on the propriety 
of a railway bill which had been carried 
through both houses, and refused tojsigu it. 
The Ministry, of course, insisted on thei* 
bill, and the Governor either dismissed them 
or asked for their resignations. There is 
some doubt as to the exact steps which wore 
taken in ousting the Government, which will 
be removed to-day if, as reported, a new 
Government has been formed. The seal ol 
secrecy is ^n the lips of the discharged Minis­
ters now, and will not be removed until the 
new Ministers are announced. But it makes 
little difference whether M. Letcllier de St. 
Just dismissed his Ministers or forced them 
to resign by refusing to act on their advice; 
his course is unconstitutional and arbitrary 
on any showing. It is a revival of irrespon­
sibility. It is Toryism with everything ob­
jectionable that the name implies. Tris Re­
form combination has often been called a re­
vival of the old Tory party, the party whose 
principles Conservatives are charged with 
having imitated, and this conduct on the part 
of a Reform Governor, inspired and coun­
selled by the Reform Government of the Do­
minion, shows that fragments ol the mantle 
which Usher, Mitchell and others rent in 
New Brunswick, Howe in Nova Scotia, Wm. 
Lyons Mackenzie in Ontario, aud PUbineau ! 
and Lafontain in Quebec, have fallen in the | 
Grit camp. When Mr. Mitchell returned : 
from Quebec, where he was the day after the 
revolutionary act was consummated, sick at 
the trampling upon principles of government 
for which he has fought twenty years, lie ex­
pressed his disapprobation of the act fully , 
ami unreservedly, and yet Dyniond of the 
Toronto Globe, with a mendacity that would 
be marvellous in anybody but a Grit journal­
ist, telegraphed his paper that Mr. Mitchell 
thought the Governor’s action wquld Ik* pb- '

pular with the people. No wonder Dymond 
protests against re fere ice being made in the 
House to his connection with the Globe. If 
it was a respectable shqet, and he was in the 
habit of sending it not lung false and slander­
ous, be would be proud to have his connec­
tion with it recognized] iii the House. The 
Quebec House has bee n meet i ng d ay after day, 
while Mr. July has been trying to "get Some 
one reckless enough tot join him in a Minis­
try, and last night passed a vote of confidence 
in the discarded Ministers. This was some­
thing entirely new7 and original in the history 
of Responsible Government. Fancy it.— 
Does it not take your memory back to the 
old days when a Family Compact Gov’t ruled 
New Brunswick without the confidence of 
the House of Assembly!? Perhaps there are 
varieties of Responsible Gov’t, and this is 
the Grit kind. The Gov't people here were 
very jubilant the day after the coup d'etat 
was accomplished. “ We have got tne Que­
bec Gov’t in hand for the coming elections,” 
they cried, dancing around with joy on their 
countenances. “ It is no matter whethef 
Joly is sustained at tliejjpôlls or not. He will 
hold on until after the elections, and will 
throw the whole power of the Local Gov’t 
in the scale with us.” But when the news 
cajnc of the compact iront which the Conser­
vative majority presented, and the voice of 
the people began to be heard at public meet­
ings, and the respectable press of all shades 
of politics began to canvass the Governor’s 
conduct, the Grit chieftains said one to ano­
ther—“ This is a bad business. Have we not 
damaged ourselves morally more than we 
have improved our party’s position material­
ly? \^|ll not the disgrace of having stolen 
the Gov’t do us more harm than the Gov’t, 
which, as everybody Knows, can not stand 
after the elections, can do us good?” They 
felt like the thief who jias escaped the law j 
and still retains his plunder by an uncertain 
tenure—knowing they were to profit but a 
short time by the stolen goods,1 while the dis­
grace of larceny would stick to them through 
life. They are getting up scandal effnards 
now, but will not succeed in drawing the at­
tention of the people away from the ^main 
question by such mean*. The Deboueher- 
ville Government was not the most popular 
that might have existed, but now that it has 
been made a martyr to constitutional rule the 
people will overlook its mistakes and tun; all 
their wrath on the revolutionist party.— 
What would you say in New Brunswick if 
Governor Tilley should come to a dead lock 
with his Council, dismiss them or force, them 
to resign, and send for Willis or Covert to 
form a new Government, while the Assem­
bly voted confidence in King and Kelly?— 
You cannot conceive of such a thing. It re­
quires greater familiarity with Grit practices 
than you arc likely to have for many years to 
come before you can conceive of such an out­
rage on public decency and constitutional 
rights.

The week has been devoted chiefly to the 
discussion on the motion to go into supply. 
The course of the Governmcntjias been free­
ly commented on, their sins held up to them, 
and their repentance recommended. They 
have made two or three spasmodic eflorts to 
show fight but have sunk back with the reso­
lution to endure all. Mr. Mackenzie, safe 
with his mechanical majority at his back, 
consoles himself /or often lashings with the 
possession of power. The Gov’t side of the 
House has shown very little speaking ability 
in this debate. The consciousness oi guilt 
aud the certainty of punishment render the 
Ministers almost dumb, and members at their 
backs who intend being candidates for re- 
election feel that they have enough to an­
swer to the people for without saying much 
in support of this Gov’t. Members who 
know they have no chance of re-election, and 
others who are to receive offices of some kind 
at the close of the Session, have shown them­
selves suflering with “ a diarrhoea of lauda­
tion,” but their outpour will hardly be" of 
much service to the sick men in power. On 
Thursday night Sir John A. Maehonald mov­
ed the following amendment to the motion to 
go into supply :—

“ llesoloed, that this House is of opinion 
that the wellare of Canada requires the 
adoption of a national policy, which by a 
judicious readjustment of the tariff, will 
benefit and foster the agricultural, the min­
ing, and the manufacturing interests.ot the 
Dominion; that such a policy will retain in 
Canada thousands of our fellow countrymen 
now obliged to expatriate themselves in 
search ot the employment denied them at 
home—will restore prosperity to our strug­
gling industries, now so sadly depressed- 
will prevent Canada from being made a sac­
rifice market, and will encourage and de-, 
vclope an active inter-Provincial trade ; and 
moving as it ought to do, in the direction of 
a reciprocity’of tariffs with our neighbors, I 
so far as the varied interests’of Canada may 
demand, will greatly tend to procure for this 
couhtry, eventually, a reciprocity of trade.”

The Knight of Kingston looked well and 
spoke vigorously in defence of the policy in­
dicated in his amendment. He had been 
taunted, he said, with not having a policy, 
but these are the principles which he would 
tight a outrance at the polls.

Yesterday Dymond and Charlton occupied 
all day aud. night, with the exception of an 
hour takciiNjy Masson, in advocating Free 
Trade, and showing the evils ot Protecting 
home industries, the latter closing at 1 o’cl’k 
this morning. Bunstcr amused the house 
for the next half hour, and then a debate 
arose on the Premier’s deman ! that the de­
bate be resumed on Monday, a private mem­
bers’ day under the rules, because he consi­
dered it a motion of Want of Confidence.— 
The Speaker ruled every time with the Gov’t, 
Sir John declaring the decision a blow at the 
independence ol Parliament, and the House 
adjourned at'3 o’clock. The Gov’t tactics 
are adopted for the purpose of choking off 
discussion, as members must close the debate 
soon or see their bills sacrificed for want of 
time.

In the Railway Committee, yesterday, the 
bill to hand the Canada Southern Railway 
over to the New York Central Was discussed 
at length, all the points objected to being 
mere Retails. The Chairman said the only 
parties who had a right to object were the 
shareholders, the bondholders, and the gran­
tors of bonuses. This view was silently as­
sented to by the Prime Minister, who appear­
ed to think the bill all right. Mr. Mitchell 
asked if the Prime Minister did not see that 
this bill proposed to give Vanderbilt, the 
gréât railway monopolist, the link he requi­
red so as to have the shortest route to Chica­
go. This would enable him to get the west­
ern trade which now conics over the Great 
Western aud Grand Trunk, aud finds an out­
let by the St. Lawrence river aud the Inter­
colonial Railway. This would not only des­
troy the hope of making Halifax a grain ship­
ping port, but would give Vanderbilt’s roads 
and New York the carrying trade for the 
Maritime Provinces, which the Intercolonial 
now enjoys. He wanted tp know if the 
Gov’t proposed to lend their aid to Vander­
bilt’s schemes, by allowing him to capture 
the Canada Southern, and thus cripple the 
growiug traffic of the Intercolonial, The 
bill was laid over for lurtliei consideration.
