Which They Could Put
Into The Field:

—

Con-tanc rumorsinf war prep-
arations o the part of Russia and
Japan hav : turned the ¢yes of the
civilized world eastward. These
two nations, one of which has
figured prominent]y in all the
modern history of Europe,and the
other of wiich has but recently
awakened i{rom a hibernating
sleep of c:~turies, are the two
powerful poiitical factors in the
eastern de: clopment, and both are
scexing snoremacy in the portion
of the ¢inne which they would
deminate.

Close students of eastern poli-
tics have predicted that before the
vexing quescions were settled the
two nations would clash over the
complicaticns which the questions
have pro ucwl. That such a
thinis is 1ossisle the continued
rush of miiizary preparations on
the part of both nations enly ser-
ves to illustrate, Thé news col-
umns of the daily press tell us,
and reiteraie the story day after
day, that ihc Japanesé Govern-
ment is issning rush ctders to the
firms of shipbuilder+ who are con-
structing ncw vessels for the Ja-
panese navy,nd the same thing
is true of the Russian Govern-
Each day seems to bring
the two powers nearer to the final
arbitration of arms than to a peac-
ful diplomatiz settlement of the

uestions causing the controversy.

apan is yet resentful over Rus-
sia’s meddling with ner settlement
with China 'wherety she would
have secured Corea had Russia
not prevented such a settlement
of the war i which Japan was
victorious.

That t&eir victory over China
had much 1o do ‘towards raising
the Japs’ estimate of their powers
is certain, Lat should -the good
opinion of themselves produced
by that conflict carry them :to a
clash with {lussia the estimate of
their powers would probably have
a rude shock, unless they could
make allianc:s which would over-
ride the preponderance which
favors Russia’s naval and military
resources.

In view of the possibiiity of
war betwecn these two nations, a
comparison of- their naval and
military strength is not without
interest. On land both« countries
could put encrmous armiesifi the
field, but Russia’s military
resources in: the number of men
which she cauld muster for ‘war
if they were niseded is so much
greater than thé best that Japan
could do, th::t a comiparison seems
farcical. The total-strength of
the army wkhich the Czar could
put m the {ield: should ‘oceasion
require it would be 74 times.great-
er than any which the Mikado
could muster to meet it.

The tota! force available for the
military service of the Czar, in-
cluding the active service, th= re-
serves and men for the national
defense, is  2.798,000. /To meet
ithis force Japan could imtster
{not more than 373.720. Even
{these figures, great as the com-
iparis»n i3, do not give the full
jextent of: Russia’s adyantage.
{For the war/(f -the - present day
jthe trained «nd organized - troops
are surperior to_:he new levies,
| which lack®not only the training
1and organization, but the e nip-

d o

iments to fit them for the fiel
well. In this cla&s Russia has
‘still greater advantage than that
ishown in the grand total of the
forces of tlic two nations. In
:what she classes as hor active ser-
| veg — that is. men throughly or-
ganized, disci;!ined and equipped
—she has th: enormous number
of 1,269,000, while in the same
class Japan has but 78,540,

In naval - rength the compar-
ison is not newrly so one-sided, al-
though the ilussian navy is far a-
‘head of that of Japan in both
men avdshins. The numbey of
' Russian shiys is 3} times greater
i than that of Japan, Russia havin
240 vessels of all clases, to 70 for
Japan. But such figures express
a greater adventage than Russia
passesses, for her navy is not as
modern as tist of Japan, and, be-
sides, she hus a greater ‘propertion
of light boats of the torpedo glass
than Japan has. . Of ‘the boats
now being built both nations have
almost an eq1al number, Russia
having 39 anc Japan 36 now un-
der construetion.

Houck was
well known in Kansas City, where
he operasted on and off for 20
vears, ma<ing the city a sort of
way station on his trips east and
west.

The lasi. time Houck was there
he hal just returned from a Euro-
pean trip. He produced papers
tand letters to show that while he
!w:—w in London he was feted and
:dined by some.of the upper crust
of Englisl: society. He bad pass-
ed there as a wealthy and travel-
ed American. He had letters, too,
from Secretary Olney, Scecretary
Carlisle and other leaders of the
American political world which
recommen led him in the highest
terms not only to the American
representatives abroad. but to any
friends of the writers who might
meet’ himm. And these letters
were genuine. Their authenticity
could not be Joubted. Houck had:
a way of getting entrance into
the exclusive clubs of Washington,
Philadelphia, New York and oth-
er cities, and in his role of ‘gentle-
man of leisnre’ he had so imposed
on men of high standing in the
notion thas they thought him all
he represented himself to be and
gve him the letters of introduec-
tion that helped him to fleece the
aristueracy of Europe.

Houck invented the three card
monte game before he became of
age, This is a tiick with cards
i that has flceced more people out
of money than any other gane
ever practiced. The trick is play-
led with three aces, two black ones
‘and one red. It is always played
iwith a asnfederate to helo, or
‘stall,’ for the game. The opera-
: tor takes three cards between
his fingers, showing them to the
victim, and then shuffles them
about anf drops them face down
upon the tabte, offering to bet any
amount’ of money that no one can
pick out the red ace.

At this point the operator turns
his heal & moment to spit or t
speak to some one in the crowd
behind him, and in that moment
the cenfederate picks up the red
ace card, shows it to the victim,
‘erimps’ the corner of the card and
slyly lays it down again. appar-
ently “all unseen by the operator.
The operator again shuffles the
three cards and throws them upon
thetable tace down. Ther» lies
the card with its crimped corner.
The vietim supposes, of course,
that it is the red ace and bets and
picks it up to find that it is a
black one, and he has lost his
money.

" The operator, when he picked
up and shuffled tihe cards careless-
ly the secnd time,/ with a deft
movement of His fingers re-
moved the crimp in the red ace
card and pnt a similar erimp ina
black ace card. That was all
there was in the trick. Houck
worked it for years in hotels, on
billard tables, at fairs and circuses
and on railroad trains and .steam-
