One-Sided Woman.

The woman who given her entire atten­
tion to any one pursuit does so at the

Treatment for Mosquito Bites. •

These torments, in some localities, ren­
der what might otherwise be a compara-, 
tively happy existence, a miserable fail­
ure. Some infants and children suffer 
terribly from the poisonous stings. I 
once saw a case where an infant three 
months old received a sting at the outer
comer of one eye. The eye closed with 
the swelling, and suppuration set in ; and 
after careful attention it was healod, but 
much anxiety was felt about the eye for 
à time. In spite of careful screening, 
one will often find its way into the chil­
dren’s room at night, and being unmo­
lested, will do serious damage.

Fortunately all do not suffer to the 
same extent from the poison, but I have 
seen a child's hand swelled to twice its 
natural size from three stings on the hand
and wrist. If the bite is fresh, an appli­
cation of listerine will sometimes neutra­
lize the poison altogether. Applications 
must be made gently, as rubbing will 
spread the (toison and thus cause a larger 
swelling and a more inflamed condition. 
A thick cream made of ivory soap and ap­
plied at once will remove the itching, 
then as there is no scratching the bite 
soon disappears. For some serious bites 
that are some hours old and are “angry" 
and swollen, make a bath of half a pint 
of* hot water and one teaspoonful of snl- 
eratus; bathe gently, as hot as the flesh 
can stand. Keep it hot and repeat often; 
if on the hands let the child play in the 
water and it will soon disappear. Try iu 
every way possible to prevent their be­
coming stung, and save them the discom­
fort and suffering. Very often extreme­
ly dangerous conditions arise from blood 
poisoning by these summer pests.
