Public notice is hereby given that the fol­
lowing regulations are promulgated as gov­
erning tbe mode of disposing of the Domi­
nion Lands situate within 110 (.one hundred 
and ten) miles on eaoh side of tba line of the. 
Canadian P acide Railway "

1. Htfntil#m-tàar and final aurv- 
said foivm hra Seommade weft of 
Rivet, fcnd for A6"i*irpoee of Ikse ^Regtila- 
tiontf, the line of the said railway shall be as­
sumed to be on the fourth base westerly to 
the Intersection of the said base by the line 
between ranges 21 and 22 west of the first 
principal merldan, and thence in a direct line 
to the confluence of the Shell River with the 
river Assinibeine,

2. “ The country Jytng cm each side of the
line of railway shaft be-’Respectively divided 
into belts as follows :

“ (1) A belt of five miles on either side ot 
the railway, and immediately adjoining the 
same, to be called belt A;

“ (2) A belt of fifteen miles on either side of 
the railway adjoining belt A, to be called belt 
B; - ...........>
“(3) A belt of twenty miles on either side 

of the railway, adjoining belt B, to be called 
boRC;

“ (4) A belt of twenty miles on either of the 
the railway, adjoining belt C, to be called belt 
D; and

“ (6) A belt of fifty miles on either side of 
the railway, adjoining belt D, to be called belt 
E;

3. “ The Dominion.lands in belt A shall be 
absolutely withdrawn from homestead entry, 
also from pre-emptieq, and shall be held ex­
clusively for Sale at six dollars per acre.

4. “The lands in belt B shall be hlsposed of 
as follows: The even-numbered sections 
within the belt shall be set apart for home­
steads and pre-emptions, and the odd-num­
bered sections shall be regarded as railway 
lands proper. The homesteads on the even- 
numbered sections, to the extent of eighty 
acres each, shall consist of the easterly halves 
of the easterly halves, also of the westerly 
halves^*the westerly halves of sueh sections?)" 
and the pre-emptions on such even-numbered 
sections, also to the extent of eighty acres 
each, adjoining such eighty-acre homesteads, 
shall consist of the westerly halve» at the 
easterly halves, also of the easterly halves 
of the westerly halves of such sections, and 
shall be sold at the rate of $2.60 (two dollars 
and fifty cents) pet acre. Railway lands 
proper, being the odd-numbered sections 
within the belt, Will be held for sale at five 
dollars per acre* --. »

6. “The even-numbered sections in belt C 
will -be Set apart for homesteads and pre­
emptions of eighty acres each, in manner as 
above described; the price ed.-pre 
similarly to be $2.60 (two dollars 
cents) per acre ; the railway, lands to 
of the odd-numbered sections, and -to be 
dealt with in the same manner as above pro-

fifty cents) per acre. •-
6. ‘'The even-numbered sections In belt D 

shall also be set apart for homesteads and 
pre-emptions of eighty acres each, as provi­
ded for in respect of belts B and C, but the 
price of pre-emptions shall be at the rate of 
$2 (two dollars) per acre. Railway lands to 
consist, as in the belts B and C, of the odd- 
numbered sections, and the price thereof to 
be attire uniform rate of $2 (twd dollars) per
T‘-fc*»*WtfcSfc£detertption and area* 
of homesteads and pre-emptions, and railway 
lands respectively, to be as above, and tbe 
prices of both pre-emption and railwi

8. “ The terms of sale of pre-emptions 
throughout the several belts, B, C, D and E 
shall be as follows, viz.; Four-tenths of the 
purchase money, together with interest on the 
latter, at tbe rate of 6 per cent. [ 
be paid at the end of three years

to bo paid in six 
equal annual instalments fhnh find after the 
said date, with interest at the rate above.muN

9. “ The terms of mde of railway lands to be 
uniformly as follows, viz. : One-tenth in 
at the time of purchase ; the balance in 
equal annual instalments, with interest at the 
rate of six per cent, per annum on the balance

rfor pre-emptions of
way lands proper, shall be In cash, and not in 
script or bounty warrants.

10. “ All entries of land shall be subject to 
the following provisions respecting the right 
of way of tiie Canadian Pacific Railway or of 
any G.ovemment, colonization railway con­
nected therewith, viz.

a. In the case of the railway crossing lands 
entered as abomestepd.the right ot way there­
on shall be free to the Government.

b. Where the railway crosses pre-emptions 
or railway lands proper, the owner shall only 
be entitled to claim payment for the land re­
quired for right of way at the same rate per 
acre as he may have paid the Government for 
the same.

11. “ The above regulations shall come Into

the right a Great Variety of Views on the St. John, 
Torique, Mnuimm, Restioouche and 
Magagadavic Rivers for sale: also. Views 
of most of the Public Buildings in the Prov-

opera'
over tbe lands included in the several belts 
mentioned, excepting as relates to the belts A 
and B, in both of which, up to the said 
homesteads of 160 acres each, but no 
entries will, as at psesent, be permitted.

12. “ Claims to Dominion lands arising from 
settlementygtsr the date hereof, in territory 
unsurveved at the time of such settlement, and 
whisk®*,!*: embraced within tbe limits 
affected by the above policy, or by the exten­
sion thereof in the future over additional terri­
tory, will be ultimately dealt with In accord­
ance with the terms prescribed above for the 
lands In the particular belt in which such settle­
ment may be found to be situated.

13. “ All entries after the date thereof of 
unoccupied lands in the Saskatchewan 
Agency, will be considered as provisional until 
tel railway line through that part dfteeler- 
rltories has been located, after which the same 
will be finally disposed of in accordance with 
tee above regulations, as the same may apply 
to tee particular belt in which such lands may 
be found to be situated.

14. “ The above regulations it will, of 
course, be understood will not affect sections 
11 and 29. which are public school lands, or 
sections 8 and 26, Hudson’s Bay Company 
lands. a

“ Any furtl er information necessary may be 
obtained on application at the Dominion Lande 
Office, Ottawa, or from the agent of Dominion 
Lands. Winnipeg, or from any of tbe local 
agents In Manitoba or tbe Territories, who are 
in possession of maps showing tbe limits of tee 
several belts above referred to, a supply of 
which maps will, as soon as possible, be placed 
In toe bsbds of the said agents for general dis­
tribution.” t v.u
