II in Holiness held u Publie Coiihî* 
lory recently in the Sain Region of the 
Vatiean, adjoining the Staline Cl>n|**l. 
for the pur|>ose of presenting the 
< anlinalatial llats to their Kniin 
envc* M.msigiimt Cxaeki and Bimi 
vhi, who were created Canlinali* at the 
Secret Consistory held lant year. Their 
Kmilienee* arrived at the Vatican about 
halt'-paM nine o'clock, and having entered 

| the Satine Chapel, took the usual oath 
I in the presence of the Camvriong* of the 
I Church and the princiiml Cardinals. In 

the meantime His Holiness had entered 
the Hall of the Paramauti, surrounded 
by all the noble* of the Papal Court and 
attended by I lie Cardinals, Patriarchs, 
and Bishops now in Borne, the presidents 
of the different colleges, and numerous 
ollivials connected with the Vatican.

1 Having Ui’ii vested. His Holiness took 
I his seat on the .Sn/oi and
j was rurrivd to the throne. Then the 

solemn ceremony commenced. First,
| the Cardinals rendered homage to the 
I Tern|smil Head of the Church, the choir 

meanwhile chanting appropriate hymn*
! and (iloria in r.rrrlst*, atterwanls the new 
! Princes of the Church, Ctacki and 
; Bianchi, were conducted into the hall 
l and presented to the Pojie, whose hand 
j and cmiss-vniblazoned *li|i|K*r they kiasud, 

receiving from liim in return the lvis* of J Peace. They then placed themselves 
j among the Cardinal*. Again returning 

to the throne, the Po|ie pixe*ented to each 
the <'animal's Hal with the accustomed 

I form and ceremony. His Holiness then 
rose, and gave his Pontifical blessing to 
all present. Prvuvded and followed by 
the Sac ml College, by the new Cardinal* 
and aliove-nfeiittonetl )>enonage*, again 
Ills Holiness mounted the Setlia 
ria and returned to tlie Dueal Hall, and 
tlienee to the Hall of the Paramauti, 
where lie divested himself of the sue rod 
insignia, and retired to his private u|mrt- 
Iiivnt attended by his Court. The Cardi- 
nain returned in procession to the Sistine 
Chanel, the Pontifical Chaplains chanting 
the /V I hum. Then* the newly-created 
Canliuals again reeetvvd the Kiss of 
Pence from their colleague* in rotation.
'lliv Kngli*h-*| waking element at the 
Consistory wa* represented in the person* 
of Curdinal Howard. Mgr*. O'Brien, 
Stackpool, Campbell. Cn|>ei. and Host let, 
with the Cainvrivra Grissell, Winchester, 
Br.kly, and Baker-Gahh. 'Flic Private 
Consistory wa* then held in the 
Consistorial Hall, when His Holi­
ness, aeon-ding to eustom, elo*ed the 
mouths of the new Canlinuls, conferred 
the oftice of l ameilengo of the Sacred 
College, for thi* year, on Cardinal Mar- 
tinelli, and after a brief alliK-ution nomi­
nated the Bishops for the Polish, Swiss, j 
and Italian and other vacant Sees. His 
Holiness then ojiened the mouths of the 
now Cardinals, conferred on them their 
rings and titles, and granted the sacred 
pallium* for the churches of A’ar*viu. 
Mold low, Seville, Burgos, and Piki. 
The Holy Father, after the private 
Consistory, received m private audience 
the two new Canlinuls, after which lie 
gave the mchet to the new Bishops who 
were present at the Consistory, address­
ing to them a speech full of benevolence.

ommeiieed by saying that he always 
felt great joy in these solemn vervinuniv*, 
monies, hut in this Consistory he ex- 
lwrienuod a greater satisfaction ; it is, 
truly, a great day for his heart, liecau*e 
that alter numerous ditticulties he had, 
at least, liven able to give the Bishojis to 
the Cliun hvs ut Poland and Hussiu, so 
long buffering from the want of pastors. 
The Holy Father revalled the joy that all 
the members of the Sac*ml College felt at 
this news. He then turned to Mgr. 
Mermillod. saying hoxv happy lie was in 
naming him *Bisliop of Lausanne and 
Geneva. The greatest hope <if the Holy 
Father is that this nomination will has­
ten the religious pacification in Switzer­
land. Cardinal Cxaeki was Ihmti in 183-4. 
at poryck, in Luccoria. He belong* to an 
ancient, an aristocratic Polish family, re­
lated to the tklescalchi’s of Koine. He 
passed his youth as a simple gentleman, 
moving in the highest society, acquiring 
those exquisite and courteous manners 
for which he has lwen always so distin­
guished at home and abroad, and which 
have, no «lotiht, contributed greatly to 
his success its a diplomatist in later years. 
Signor Cxaeki came to Koine with the in­
tention of entering the Church, and was 
immediately selected by the Pope to till 
an im|M>rtunt |io*t, for which Ins talents 
and knowledge of languages pre-eminent­
ly fitted him. Cardinal Angelo Blan­
chi was tiorii iu ltonie in 1817 ; 
he fuissed through his early studies 
in a brilliant manner, and soon 
devoted himself to the study and 
mastery of the spirit and ceremonies of 
Pontifical Liturgy, on account of which 
he was nominated Master of Ceremonies 
at the Papal Court .and afterwards attache 
to the Congregation of Ecclesiastical 
A flairs. Later on he was made a ('harje 
tf Affaire» to the Swiss Confederation, lie 
having acquired a reputation for unusual 
ability in such matters. On his return to 
Kome he liecame Secretary to the 
Bishop’s Congrégation, and in 187D was 
ordained Nuncio to Madrid by Leo Xlil.

St. Patrick's Day was observed with 
great solemnity and rejoicings at the 
Irish College, mid at the Irish Franciscan 
Monastery of SS. Isidore and Patrick, 
where a High Mass was sung by Mgr. 
Grassclli, O. S. F., and the panegyric of 
the saint preached by Bishop lied Icy, 
O. 8. B., who delivered a most touching 
sermon on the love of God, and appealed 
to his hearers to give liberally for the 
support of these good religious, who, by 
their life of prayer and poverty, did so 
much for tno Church and for us. The 
service of the altar was performed by the 
student, while the Father Guardian, as­
sisted by the monks, did all in their 
power to provide seats for the largo 
iiumlier of worshippers.

But, conceding all tins, lie thought the

He would back up the bon. member for 
Murray Harbor. Indeed, he would go so 
far as to advocate ihe taxing of all the 
Church property on the Island. He 
thought there should be no exemptions of 
the kind. In some parts of the United 
States these exemptions involve a great 
wrong to the publi ; and, though in this 
case the matter appears to lie trifling, the 
principle at stake is a very serious one.

Mr Mi Lkan (J. It.) contended that the 
Hospital waa not a denominational institu­
tion. If it were, he did not think it 
should be taxed. There can never be more 
than two or three charitable institutions of 
the kind in the Province, and, Catholic or 
Protestant, he thought they should be 
exempted from taxation

Mr. Faik/VHahsoN admitted that the 
Institution is doing a good work, and that 
the nursing of the Sis’ers <»f Charity is 
Excellent. But he understood that It was 
not maintained wholly bv the hand of 
Charity. He had heard that the Dominion 
Government allowed it so much per week i 
He thought also that the Legislature should 
bo cautions about exempting the Hospital i 
fnuu City taxes.

Mr. Svllix an sud that the Dominion |
Government I mil agreed to pay only a small j 
Biiui per week for each sick mariner treated 
iu the Hospital, and 'hat, so far ns he knew, 
not a single sick mariner had yet been 
received within its walls since the arrange­
ment was made. In a small port like this
the number of sick mariners is very small I McMillan, Ye 
indeed. Probably there would not be » 
case for a year or even for three or four

Mr. McLbod end that he was in fsvor of 
the clause as it stood in the Bill. The 
Cit^ Council have not the power to exempt
the Hospital from taxation They must | 
levy and collect the rate upon all profiyrty j 
not exempted by the Legislature. True, | 
they can, as they did last year, refund the | 
money ; but, under the law, a single citizen, 
disposed to be cranky, might, by taking 
action, prevent them from doing so. The 
Institution is open to all Protestants as well 
ai Catholic* ; an 1 fo l mg as exemptions 
from taxation are made at all, he did not 
think it right to tax i Charitable Institution 
such as it is.

Mr. Pkkhy said that the Hospital did a 
largo amount of good, not for the ci'y alone, 
but for every sectnu/of the Province ; and 
he thought that instead of carping over a 
proposition to exemst it from taxation, the 
Legislature should if»sist in maintaining it. 
The H<«pital is triaiutained by the charity 
of the people of the Province at large ; allow 
the city to tax it, and the jieople at large 
have to make up the amount which the city 
takes from it.

Mr. ProWkk said he was sorry his senti 
mente had been misinterpreted. He freely 
admitted that the Hospital is doing a good 
work. But, small as the matter may ap- 
|>ear, there is a great principle involved — 
the principle that the State shall not give 
grants in aid of I>enoniinational Institutions. 
That principle, it is veil known, is main 
tamed by n majority of the people of the 
Island; and it should not, either directly «>r 
indirectly, be infringed upon by the people s 
Legislature. He thought the Legislature 
should leave the taxing of the Hospital op­
tional with the City Council.

Mr. Blakk contended that the Hospital 
ia not a denominational Institution. When 
it was established a Committee of Ladies of 
every denomination waa formed to manage 
it; and that Committee is in charge of it 
still. It's doors are freely thrown open to 
ill Mcmltera of every denomination are 

treated alike within its walls. Is it then, a 
Denominational Institution I W hile 
Churches and Woollen Fact «fries, and Boot 
and Shoe Factories arc exempted by the 
Legislature from taxation, he thought there 
should be no hesitation about exempting 
the Charlottetown Hospital. It is not 
proposed that the exemption shall apply to 
property other than that strictly necessary 
to the carrying out of the chantable objecta 
of the Institution. He hoj»ed there would 
be no division about the matter.

Mr. Fbhuvson strongly upheld the clause 
as it stood in the Bill. He read from the 
evening paper an advertisement of a Bazaar 
in aid of the Hospital signed by the follow­
ing la lies - members of_every denomination 
in the City, viz : - Mrs. Pope, President ;

He 
enlarged upon the advantage to the whole 
Province of an institution in which the 
physicians of the city meet together to con­
sult over difficult cases, and iu which the 
best of nursing is given.

Mr. McDomalii remarked that this is the 
only institution of the kind in the Province; 
it is a benefit to the whole province ; and

Mr. Perry said this is a very small Bill 
indeed. The Government are tinkering 
with the Education Act with little advan­
tage to the country The pr-'vision that 
the decision of the Board of Education 
shall be final is wrung and should be 
opposed, for the Board are composed of 
partisans The examiners should certainly \ 
be able, and required..to visit all the schools 
twice a year ; and the provision that they 
shall remain in office is a provision in the 
interest of friends of the Government. 
The Government have not attempted to 
meet the demands of the people for the , 
repeal of the supplementary clause, which 
operates in favor of the rich and against 
the interests of the poor Very radical 
changes are required in the Education Act. 
The outlay under it now reaches about 
$100,000 a year. This expenditure must 
be curtailed. The schools should he re­
duced to one grade. It is not Ihe duty of 
the State to educate for the Professions.

Mr Fkrouson said he had not the 
slightest doubt that if the Government hod 
brought down a Bill abolishing the supple­
mentary clause, the lion, member for 
Tignish would have opposed it strongly. 
In 1881 Mr. Perry demanded the 
introduction of a Bill to abolish the Legis­
lative Council, and denounced the Govern­
ment for not introducing it. When such a 
Bill was introduced in 1882 he made an 
hour and a half long speech condemning 
it, and a|M»logised for the weakness of his 
effort, pleading that it was hard to make a 
long speech against a Bill of which he ap­
proved. He would, no doubt, act in the 
same way if the Government proposed to 
rtqwal the supplementary clauses of the 
Scliod Act He (Mr. Ferguson) did
not think there was a strong feel­
ing in the country in favor of 
abolishing the supplementary clause. With 
respect to the'Board of Education having 
the right of the tinsl decision, it was 
in accord with the highest opinion, 
and the classes of cases which will come 
before the Board are not of a political char­
acter. The Bill authorizes the Superin­
tendent of Education to examine witnessei 
on oath and take measures to get at the facta 
In each of the Inspectorial Districts, there 
are over 200 schools, while there are only

vision to examine the Inspectors. But 
that was the only provision of the Bill 
he could support. The Government have 
no right to prevent an houest farmer from 
appealing from the decs.me of the Board of 
Education to the Courts of the land.
They are partisans and are not likely to 
deal equal justice to tlieir supportera and to 
their opponents.

On the 
whole, he thought that the proposed Act 
would prove damaging and injurious to the 
Public Schools of the Provinc»*.

Mr. McLzon contended that nothing was 
t** l»e fearvd for the Education Act from 
the amendments prep*wed. As to the 
seulement of case» connected with the 
operation of the Education Act, it is well 
known thxt the Supreme Court is, to a large 
extent, governed by legvl [Hunts; but the 
Board of Education will look at all the 
facts, without regard to technicalities, and 
give an unbiased judgment. It is notorious

i The intervention of the Legislature to pre­

' Board of Education is a step in the wrong 
direction. It will certainly work injustice 
in many cases.

Mr. Farquharson said the Ute Govern­
ment gave the country a very good educa- 

j lion Act, though in some points it might 
have been amended. The late Government 
provided for three inspector». The present 

| Government reduced the number to two.
The clause resecting ap[*eals should be 
well considered. Who would not like to 
hate an appeal ? He thought the Govern­
ment were making a mistake To be de­
prived of an sppeal u a very great hardship, 
and is quite inconsistent with the Institu­
tions of our free c-mntiy. He thought the 
supplementary clause should be repealed, as 
operating unfairly to.thtTjSturer districts.

Mr. MuLean (J. R ) contended for the 
right to appeal from the decision of the Board 
of Education. He would like to »ve the 
supplementary clause repealed. If the full 
amount were, in the first instance, paid by 
the Government, a great deal of expense 
*nd trouble would l*e saved the country.
In his opinion, ihe hours of teaching should 
be lessened. es|>ecially in the summer, for 
children become languid and listless by 
long sitting iu the schoolhottse. Iu the 
country, as well as iu the town, there should 
be no school on Saturday

Dr. UlLLl.t agreed with the last speaker 
that the hours are too long; and he thought, 
also, that too many branches are taught. 
The study imposed i»» the schools, weighs 
too heavily upon the delicate brains of 
children. He argued that to overwork the 
brains of a child tends t > lessen the mental 
powers when maturity ia reached; 
Saturday should in his opinion, be a 
holiday in all the school». As to the 
supplementary clause, it bad not been 
petitioned against, and he thought it had 
better be left alone. But he a| proved of 
the provision of the Bill that, in cases of 
dispute, there should lie m* appeal from 
the decision of the It-*ar<l ot Education. 
Many people rush In * dlessly into litigation 
to th* ir own injury ai d !•<**, and they 
should he protected against themselves in 
casts such us arise in school districts. The 
decision of the Hoard "f Educ it ion iu the 
cast- tried in Prince County last year waa 
against a political friend of the Board ; and 
there could be no doubt that the Board 
would do right, rvgardlen of politics. The 
Superindent is necessarily conversant with 
matt* rn appertaining to his office, and ia 
better able to examine into and settle diffi­
culties relating to schools than persons who 
are not so conversant.

Mr. MvFadykn had no doubt that the 
Got ernnieut thought the amendments wise; 
but he could not aiip|H>rt them. He was, 
however, prepared to vote for the repeal of 
the supplementary clause, mid thought that 
greater satisfaction would be given if the 
teachers received the whole of the salary 
from the Public Treasury. He thought 
preventing an appeal from the Board 
of Education to the Courts of the land, a 
l*>ng stride in the direction of despotism. 
The Inspectors should lie efficient and the 
schtHils should be visited twice a year In 
hie opinion, the school hours in the country 
might be shortened.

Mr. Beer complimented the junior mem­
ber for Summeraide (Dr. Gillis) on the 

I excellent suggestions he had thrown out.
■ But in his opinion the provisions of the 

Bill before the House could not properly 
l*o teriqed amendments of the Education 
law. On the contrary, they will injure it. 
The right to appeal should certainly be per­
mitted, and if the two Inspectors could not 
examine the schools twice a year, then In-' 
specters should be appointed, as provided 
by the Education Act, passed by the Davies 
administration. As to the examination of 
the Inspectors, he thought that should have 
been done long ago ; and hu would like to 
know why the hon. iiiuiuIkt for Murray 
Harbor, who a lew years since, strongly 
op|M*sed the examination of the Inspectors, 
had now changed his views.

Mr. Prownr said his remarks on the oc­
casion referred to, were, if he remembered, 
aright,to the effect that thir duties being very 
different the same qualifications are not re­
quired in teachers and inspectors. By their 
suspicions of the Board of Education, the 
members of the Opposition make little of 
their own standing iu society. ‘ Evil be to 
him who evil thinks.” The Opposition 
would not, without the slightest evidence 
to support the statement, say that the 
Board could not lie trusted, if they were 
trustworthy themselves. Alarm has, not 
without cause, been expressed on account 
of the large and increasing sum the Pro­
vince is every year expending on Education. 
It is to be hoped that the people are re­
ceiving value for their money. But the 
pro|M>»al of hia colleague and others to add 
some $20,000 a year more to the expense of 
education, seems rather impracticable. If 
the Opposition were in power to-day, how 
would they settle this difficult question T 
Experience had taught him that it is 
not > wise to legislate ahead of public 
opinion ; and there has been no general 
expression of opinion with respect to the 
quest ion,though the people are takingjgreeter 
interest in education then ever before.
