Dynamite in London.

Three tlarming explosions of dyna
miie occurred in London on Saturday
fternoon—one at the Tower of Lon-
don, and two at the Parlinment
Buildings. The explosion at London
'ower was the most successful which
bas yot been made. The famous old
bailding was crowded with visitors at
the time of the explosion. The attack
was made on that portion of the build-
ing known ae the White Tower. It
was fairly filled with visitors at the
time, and most if not all of those who
are known L0 have been hurt were mov-
ing about in the Tower at the time of
the explosion. The White Tower was
almost completely wrecked by the foree
of the explosion, and the roof was
blown clear off the structure. The
police, the mowment they realizad the
nature of the explosion, effectually
barred all egress from the Tower and
groands, suljscting every person whom
they succeeded in detaining to a rigid
search, upon the theory that the attack
was perpotrated by some person
persons inside the premises.
