Pittsburg, Feb. 3—“It is a crime for_ a
negro to wave his hand at a white wom-
an, at least I consider it so, and will act
accordingly.” Captain of Police Mitray,
of Pittsburg, who has cHarze of what ‘s
known as the “Hill district”’ - which: is
now in a state of terror over attacks .on
white, women by negroes, made this re-
mark in the. police ceurt this morning
when 126 negroes, - arrested lasf .night,
were heing given a hearing, There were
probably 200 colored people in the little
police court, friends of those who had
heen' arrested, and the remarks of the
captain caused a loud outery and.for.a
time it looked as.though there would_be
a clash.

Captain Murray some days since came
out with a statement that. the only way
to stop negro depredations _jn Pittehurg
was to “hang a féw of .them off-hand.’
About one-third of tha negroes arrested
last night wero sent to prison tor short
terms, one-third discharged, .and the re-
mainder held for further investig:itiqn.
