STRIKERS OFFER
T0.RESUNE WORK

But Conditions Named by Union
Presldent’s are Not Satisfactory’
«to President Hays

Torénto, ‘July 27.—The visit of W.
G. Lee, presideént of thé Brotherhood
of leway Traidmen, and - A. B.
Garretson, of the Order of Railwa)
Conductors, seem'_s to have changed
the entire situation regarding the

strike Persistent rumors 6f an ap~
proaching ‘settlement are in circula~
tion. "The fact that both these leaders.
visited Toronto .and discussed the
situation with ‘the leaders here, then
attendéd a secret mession of:-the strik-
ers, and afterwards went to Montreal
to consult with Vice-President Mur-
dock is regarded as significant.
Expect Sewzecment.

It is generally agreed here that de-
spite-all the reports to the contrary,
there will be a conference with Pre-
sident Charles M. Hays and a settle-
ment ‘of some kind will be reached.
‘When; the strike was declared. it was
supposed -that the local leaders were
strong-enougit to carry the fight to a
successful «¢nd and there was no. in-
tention of czlling upon the leaders in
the United- States because of the feel-
ing in Canada that they should not
interfere with Canadian affairs.

The progress made since the strike
was declared has been anything but
satisfactory, and it is understood that
the men themselves demanded. the
presence of the heads of the order. It
was intimated today that if the.train-
men did not reach a settlement, one
would certainly be made for the con-
ductors, who are the greatest losers by
the fight. The conductors are in the
minority and when the strike vote was
taken the irainmen outvoted the old-
er men, thogygh having very little at
stake excep’ the satisfaction of a
fight.

Montreal, July 27.—Tonight the
Grand Trunk gave out a statement
to the effect that President Lee and
Garretson had  offered to send the
striking conductors, trainmen and
yardmen back to work on_the terms
offered by Pregident Hays when the
sirike was declared.. The statement
r-ads:

“A_ conference was held this after-
noon betWweén Lee and Garretson of
the “striking  unions and President
Hays and Vice-President Fitzhugh for
the G.T.R. The representatives of
the men stated that the striking em-
ployees would bé "all’ sent back to
work 1if they should be ‘taken back
just ‘as they were before the ‘strike
started, to their old positions, and
if the pay was given which was of-
fered by the Grand Trunk when it
accepted the report of the board of
conciliation.

“It was proposed that then the
question of when the new rates should
go into effect and other matters should
be  arbitrated.

“The answer of the Gramd Trunk
to this was_that they would not do
such a thing. It was stated thdt there
was no feeling on the part of the man-
agement "agalnst their - former- em-
ployees, but they could not guarantee
them their old ‘position or the other
conditions - demanded.” The union offi-
cials"were told that if the men wished
to go back to work, all who had not
been guilty of misdemeanor since the
strike started would be given em-
ploymen as fast as places were open-
ed for them.” ’

Montreal, July 27.—President Gar-
retson of the Order of Railway Con-
ductors and Lee of the Brotherhood
of Trainment came to Montreal to-
day. and called upon President Hays
of the Grand Trunk with a jyiew of
settling the strike.

‘“We met Mr. Hays,” said Mr. Gar-
retson, “and laid before him that a
friendly settlement -was possible by
honorable means. We were favorable
thereto, but if there was no such
possibility we would fight to a finish.
President Hays’' reply was not direct
except to say that hé did not see how
anything could be done at this-stage:
If he had anything further to. say,
he would let them know by wiring
them' to Toronto of" Thursday.”’

In éxplanation of his visit President
Garretson said: ‘“We made no. sug-
gestions to any great extent as to the
means of a settlement. We made it
apparent that our mission was friend-
ly because we took into consideration
the hardships placed on the public
who were dependent on the Grand
Trunk services and for no other rea-
son.””

Mitls Will. Resume.

Oftawa, July 27.—J. R. Booth’s
lumber mills. which- were. closed down
at the beginning of the Grand Trunk
strike because the yards could not
be cleared. will be in full operation
tomorrow. Fifteen hundred men have
been idle. At the suggestion of Hon.
Mackenzie' King,. strikers mannped the
freight, trains to_move the lTumber out
of the ‘yards. They state thay this
action is pos to.be construed as'giving
way, .bat gyuply to reduce as far as
they .can, the evil effects of the strike
on public business.

SIR WILFRID MAY BE
THE FIRST PASSENGER

On Western Hundred-~Mile. Section of
Grand Trunk  Pacific—Good Pro-
gress Is Made—Entire Road May
Be Completed Before Schedule
Time,

Sir. Wilfrid Laurier, in his present
tour through Western Canada, had
the pleasure of riding on the first

passenger train into #ort William of
the great transcoatinental line in
which he takes so deep- an interest.
When the Premier reaches Prince
Rupert next month, to the most west-
ern and northern point in his tour, he
will probably be the first passenger
over the westerly hundred-mile sec-
tion of° the Grand Trunk Pacific.

From Prince "‘Rupert and. terminus
the ‘Grand Trunk Pacific trains can
now run nine miles to the great bridge
over the Zinardi Rapids, the piers
of which are built and the steel now
being  put on. The' bridge ‘will be
cpripleted for trains: by the time of
Sir Wilfrid’s. visit on August 22n. Be-
yond that the track will be laid to the
end of the 100-mile section, and t#e
Premier will be taken on a ride to
that: point. Of this’ first section there
iz fifty miles on the level.

The second section is. 140 miles.
Nearly the whole of this is graded
and track laying is under way.

From Winnipeg to the  westward
930 ‘miles  are .in:. operation. This
brings ‘the line to Edson, on Wolf
Creek, which is the end of the prairie
section. - Of the 840 miles from Wolf
Creek to Prinee :Ruperiy. the wbole
of 'the ‘grading is ‘done to Yellowhead
Pass,

The tracklayers are making good
headway on the west side of the Pass,
but. the rockwork is heavy and they
have completed but fifty miles. This
leaves about 450 miles of roadbed to
be made bhefore the gangs from the
East shake hands with those from the
West. The work is right up to sched-
ule time, though the contractors have
been hampered by a scarcity of labor.
They obtained an easement of this
condition, however, by action of the
federal government en July. .20, by
which laborers are free to enter Can-
ada without the money consideration
and without coming direct to Canada
from their native land. Asiaties,
however, are still barred.

H.igh' wages are offéred and with
radditional labor the road may be
completed before schedule time at the
close of 1912.

LIND FOR GOVERNOR:

Former Governor Named by Demo-
cratic Convention in Minneapolis—
Not Known Whether He Will Ac-
cept—Connty Option Not in Plat-
form.

Minneapolis, Minn., July 28.—John
Lind will be Demoecratic candidate for
Governor of Minnesota, unless he puts
into effect his threat to decline the

nomination. Despite the protests of-
fered by the former governor even
to the last' hour, he was. selected-as
the standard bearxer of the party by
the delegates at the Democrat: state
convention this afternoon.: The mom-
ination of-Lind for governmor was
uneertain up. to late in the afternoon
session.. Many of the delegates had
given up hope, of nominating him be-
cause of his many protests and his
views on county option.

The platform adopted contained no
mention of the county option issue
which Mr. Lirfd is known-to favor. It
is ‘not known ‘whether Mr. Lind will
accept the nomination. He is travel-
ling ‘in ‘the east. If he will not, it
will undoubtedly be left to the state
central committee to select a .man
for his place. Up to the time of
nomination the names of Major. Jas.
C. - Haynes, ‘of . Minneapolis, former
“Mayor Lawler, of St. Paul, and John
Jenswold, of Duluth, were mentioned
as possible candidates.

Topeka, July 26.—In an address
here last might United States Senator

tor: Aldrich forced an increase in the
cotton - tariff schedules when the cot-
ton manufacturers of- the country
were not asking for i.. Senator Bris<

made’' to boom the stock market.

‘It is interesting to know,” declar-
ed Senator Bristow, “why Mr.
rich insisted upon . increased ' cotton
duties when the millers and manu-
facturers testified in the hearings be-
fore the ways and means committee
that: they ‘were not needed. But an
examination of the stock issues of the
United States for the year 1909 fur-
nishes the reason.

“These increases were not made for
the protection- of any ' legitimate
manufacturing enterprises in the
United States, but to boom the stock
market. Last year there were is-
suéd  $90,000,000 -additional _cotton
and. .wool. stock, $74,000,000 that had
been previously authorized but not is-
sued; and $26,000,000 of new stoeks.

“How much of this stock represent-
ed  actual investment I am not advis-
ed, but I am under . the ''impression
that these increased’ duties on- cotton
gools-and the maintenance of the ex-
cessive duty on wodllens would " give
at least a temporary impeétus to-busi-
ness in- these stocks on the market.
So the increases, therefore, driven
through by Mr. Aldrich, wére in the
interests of the stock gamblers and
speculators and not in the interests
of legitimate manufacturing enter-
prises.

“The duty on cotton goods, valued
at more than seven cents per square
yard, was increased on‘an average of
twenty to twenty-ﬂve per cent.,, and
in the face of the testimony of H. P:
Lippitt, representative of the Cotton
Manufacturers’ Association ' off New
HEngland, before the ways and means
co ittee that the cotton manufae-
turers™did- not want "any lncreased
schedules. All they asked was that
thé duties be not increased but remain
thé same.”

TELFORD, MiP.P;, ISSUES WRIT.

Member for Ledue Takes Action Ag-
ainst Calgary Herald for $10,000.

Calgary. July 27.—An aftermath of
the newspaper controversy anent the
Alberta and Great Waterways Rail-
way was brought to light this morn-
ing when 'R. T. Telford, member~for
the constituency of Leduc, reached
the city and announced that he ‘was
here to issue a writ against the Herald
newspaper here for $10,000 damages
for libel.

The alleged libel is contained in an
editorial of 25th, headed: ‘“The
Piper Wants HIS;"” in which the sen-
tencé, ‘‘the unbiased convictions of
the honorable. member for Ponoka
will ‘be reinforced by another $500 if
necessary, all this to prove that every-
thing ‘iz fine' and dandy along the
watérways,” is used.

ELEVEN MEN KILLED:.
IN AN EXPLOSION

Cache of Dynamite Explodes at Con-
struction Camp on the Transcon-
tinental with Loss of Life.

Quebec, July 27—News was receiv-
ed here today of another fatal acci-
dent on . the Transcontinental railroad
about 126 miles west of La Tuque.
The accident, which caused.the death
of ‘ten or eleven workingmen, hap-
pened at Donovan and Downie camp.
Several injured men were conveyed
to La Tuque hospital.

It appears that one of the men was
in the act of opening a tin of powder
with an axe when'an explosion took
place and set fire to a train of powder
leading inte a ‘cut in whiéh 'a large
quantity of: dvnamite was stored and
in"which fifteen men were working
atthe time. A terrible explosion took
place. Two men named O’Reilly and
Wilson: were- blown a long distance
away, parts of their bodies being pick-
ed up in all directions. The other
victims were picked up and carried to
the camp hospital Beside those killed
outright, ten received serious-injur-
ies. -Three of these will probably not
survive.

"CARELESS COOK STARTED. FIRE.

And  Burned the Camp-—Surveyors
Had to Walk Thirty Miles.

Calgary, July 26—Out of the fire-
blackened prairie, thirty-five miles
from the nearest town; which hap-
pened to.be Bassano, a Chinese cook,
who. answered.to the name -of “Jim,”
had the scare of his life last Saturday
when five enraged members of a sur-
vey party threatened to lynch- him,
and were only stopped by Engineer |
Rath, who was in charge-of the partys
and whao stood. in front of the China-
‘man: with a .club and threatened to
knogk-down the.first man who touch-
ed ! him.

The -story, as told by the members
of | theparty, who returned to the
city. yesterday, is that the cook started
a fire that destroyed all their belong-
ings and-gave them a hard eighteen
hours' work: .They had been working
all summer on the irrigation surveys
and *‘had reached. a point- thirty-five
miles northeast -of Strathmore last
Friday. The cook had been .all along
cautioned about being careful with
his fires, but on Friday .he carelessly
emptied some hot ashes on the. dry
prairie, and in a. minute a brisk fire
had started. Beside.the celestial only
one man was.in the.camp, a leveller,
who had been. ill; and” had been left
behind for the ‘day. The cook did not
call this man at first, but tried to.put
the fire out alone, and .it was not
until it was entirely. out of -control
that-he called for help. The leveller,
seeing that the camp .was.in..danger,.
rushed' into 'the engineer's tent, and
brought out the plans-and records. of
their year’'s work, and- as it subse-
quently turned .out,- this was.all, that,
was ‘saved:

In' the meantime, the other mem-
bers of the party had seen-.the fire
and  returned to: put it out. . From
Friday ‘afternoon until well on inte
Saturday morning ‘they worked, and
the flames had laid 'waste a tract ten
miles 'square- before they finally got
them under control. Then they re-
turned to camp, and it was here where
the lynching almost: occurred.

Tired out after their work, the men
returned to the camp, or. to.where
the camp was, for when they reached
it there was nothing to be seen but
a hedp of ashes: It was then that
they learned that the'cook had started
thé& fire, and with the thoughts of a
thirty-mile ‘walk ‘béfore them, with no
food or water, after eighteen hours’
fighting the fire, ‘the. men - became
almost unmandgeable.” A rush was
made on the terrified cook, who at
best would have received a severe
beating . had not' the  engineer in
charge maintained order:' with his
club.

The party then walked to Bassano
and took the ‘train-into Calgary, ar-.
riving here yesterday to outfit again.

FRENCH FREB MASONS'
. PLOT AGAINST PRIESTS

Investigation at Montreal Reveals Start-
ling Plan Alleged to Have Been Ap.
proved Whereby Eucharistic Congress
Was to be Turned Into Huge Scan.

Montreal, July 28,—Some startling

evidence was heard this afternoon by
“the committee of aldermen who werc
appointed: by the. city council to in-
vestigate the truth of a plot organized
by French Free Masons, of this city,
to ruin thé . Eucharistic Congress,
which meets here in September, Ac-
'cording to -the evidence the lodge
room was tapped and witnesges swore
to what was. said and done.

C. A.. Mellette, on being sworn, de-
“clared that he was present at a meet-
ing of the Emancipation Lodge an
the night of February 11th last. Some
twenty or thirty of the members were
present. Amongst the questions taken
up.and discussed was the Eucharistic
Congress. A member unfolded
before the meeting a plot, first stat-
ing that he had a plan whereby the
whole . Eycharistic Congress could be
"destroyed and- turned into a huge
scandal.

The plan of eampaign was sithply
that as there were to be thousands
of priests in. the city in attendance
at the congress, and as local accom-
medation for. the proper housing of
such a large number of ecclesiastics
would be limited, it would be an easy
matter to inveigle several of the
priests to houses of ill-repute under
the guise of directing them to respect-
able boarding houses. Photographers
had been secured so that' clergymen
placed unwarily in compromising po-
sitions would be snapped, and damn-
ing evidence thus obtained.

All the members present seemed
enthusiasticiover the projeet but one,
allegedxfo be Mr. Frang, .who ob-
jected, ‘termed the whole plan as
fraught with danger to all members
of the lodge if once discovered. Spe-
cial' mention was made of Grand
Champs, inspector of police, who was
to see that offenders were arrested.

After some discussion a committee
was named to look into the project,
said committee being composed of
Messrs. -Grand Champs, Larose, A. L.
Beauchemin and Franq.

Under cross-examination  witness
stated that he was present in the room
whence he heard the conversation.
