The debate waS resumed
at half past three in the afternoon
and was continued “till ‘six o’clock,
when -the: house adjourned till eight
o’cloek ‘on the premier’s motion The
evening  sessian lasted &Il 11.15.. At
ten o'clock when a motion to adjourn
was made by the leader of the opposis
tion it was greeted by a .chorus of
nays from the government side of tne
house, and it was decided to continue
the session till at least eleven o'clock.
The holding of an evening sitting sO
early in the session evidences the gov-
ernment’s intention of endeavoring to
finish up all business before Christmas’,
that odjournment m#y not be neces-
sary. -

7. M. Tweedie; junior member for
Calgary, had the difficult task  of
making  his maiden speech in reply
to Premier Sifton.-'That the premier’s
announcement of his‘railway “policy
has utterly non-plussed the opposition
was evident from ‘the ¢hange of front
by the first lieutenant of Mr, Michen-
er. Argument failing him to reply
effectively to the Premier’s utterances,
Mr. Tweedie fell back on the time
worn tacties of vituperation and abuse;

*In opening his address, Mr. Tweedie
declared that he appréciated the pre=
mier’s imputation of righteousness to
the seven members of the opposition.
it was perfectly true that the Con-
gservative party had a monopoly cf
righteousness in the province of Al-
berta ,for it stood for rule by the
people and not by such an autocrat as
had carried on the government of the
province for the last twb years.

Then the junior member for Cal-
gary, for lack of argument’ to meet
the premier’s masterly exposition of
policy during the debate on Tuesday,
launched cut on a tirade of invective
punctuated by desk pounding. In ane
swer to the premier’s assurance that
one millipn dollars was to bé spent
by the government in providing good
roads, and four million dollars in'im-
proving and exténding thé ‘telephcme
service, he declared that even were
the money voted for the punpose that

did not imply that it would be 80
spent. The premier might confiscate
the monies for apphcaﬁon to an en-
tirely different project. This had
been dane with the $7,400,000 A. &
G. W. bond mcmey. In this case an
improvident bargain had been broken,
but none the less the money should
have beéen devoted to the construction
of a road to Fort McMurray that
faith. might be kept with the bond
helders, >

“Hell Born” Ideas,

The premier had ridiculed the “Hea-
ven born’’ ideas of the opposition Jead-
er with regard to the raising of money
without the incurring of corresponding
debt; But the'ideas of tHe prime min-
ister on ‘such mafters were not ccn-
ceived in Heaven, but were hell born
and fated to make the province of
Alberta ridiculous in the eyes of the
financial world. The premier had
formerly been chief justice of, the
province.

It was to be regretted that the gov-

bull\ sales act urged by the merchants
of the province whereby a man who
supp'}ied gnods to anyone throughout
the country had a lien on those gocudls
till paid for, had not been mentioned.
Nor had mention been made of legis-
latiofi regarding educdtion., “The con-
trol of educational affairs, Mr. Twee-
die contended, should be placed in
the hands of one minister alone.

C. M. O’Briélvs Speech.

C. M., O’Brien, member. ‘for Rocky
Mountain ,and the third party in the
house " (Socialist), caught the speak-
er's eye when Mr. Tweedie. had coh-
cluded his speech ,and continued the

debate. Mr. O’'Brien held the floar for}

a full hour taking advantage of the
apportunitfy to give an’ exposition of
Socialistic principles which govern
the party to which he professes ad-
herénce. Mr. O'Brien ' criticizéd = the

speech from the throne on the groundf

that it- was capitalistic. in its .Bcope
and expression, .No reéference = had
been made to the labor trowbles dur-
ing the coal strike in the Crow’s Nest
Pasg nor of the privation which was
oceasicned by the ceold spel¥ of early
November.. He assured the govern-
ment that there would be ng opposi-
tion from him-on the good roads pol-
icy. But at the sanne time he was con-
vincea that the roads would be built
not in the inferests of the fanmer but
of ‘the capitaﬂxst
At,torncy-General Mitchell.

The Hon. C. R, Mlmheu rose to ad-
dress the House at 5.10, continued
speaking until adjournment was
made at six o’clock and resumed the
debate when the houSe met again at
eight in _the evening,

Mr. Mitchell declared that the gov-

ernment was prépared to take cogniz-
ance of the third" party in the House
and first directed his dttention to’an
uttérance of Mr. ‘O’Brien. The state-
ment' made by the member for Rocky
Mountain that the cost of ' living hed
soared altogether out of proportion to
the income of certain —classes” had
caught his attention, There might be
obscure economic reasons for this,
but one thing was certain that an ef-
fort had recently been made hy the
friends of the gmernment in the
federal arena and by the Liberal
members of the Alberta legislature to
lower the cost of the  nécessities of
life by reciprocity with the United
States in natural products. But these
éfforts ' Had ‘been’ thwarted: by the ef-
forts put forth by ‘dnother 'party in
another sphere agssisted by the séven
members of the opposltion in"the Al-
berta legislature. In thig effort made
by the Liberal members of the legis-
lature the third party was no doubt
in accord iith the government.

* Mr. Mitchell congratulated the op-
position on the accessign of three
more. members. to their number, and
expressed the hope that the Conser-
vatives might have still further addi-
tfong to their ranks ,for one factor of
good = government was that there
should be a substantial opposition in
the leglsﬂuture

. A Wall of DeSpair.

1t "was ‘Tegrettable that the pleasing
and self-confident manner of the
leader of the opposition at the start
of the debate had so sdon given way
to a wail of despair-and an eruption
of glittering generdlities. The opposi-
tion had given absoliitely: no specific
instances of how the government had
failed to safeguard the interests of
the 'pedple pvhile derlaring: that they
had been faithless to their trust.

1t Was apparently the purpose of
the opposition to prejudice the minds
of the people against the govern-
ment at any cost. At least this was
{o be gathered from the tactics they
had adopted. For this reason the
leader of the npposmon had moved
his. ill-advised ameniment before
knowing what the ‘program. of the
Governmernt really was iInstead of
waiting until the Premier had ampii-
fied' the speéch from the throné. The
amendment was''an empty ' one and
showed the spirit of the ' epposition.
They were ready to move an amend-
ment ;to: any motion the g'oxernment
might bring forward.

An - Extensive Program.

The speech from the throne, Mr.
Mitchell declared, outlined such a
program as no provimcial legislature
in Canada had yet entered upon.

EFrom the point of view of political
expediency, Mr. Mitchell admitted,
the. Government might have done bet-
ter to have adopted a policy of giving
oiit its-program from timé to - time
throligh ‘thé newspapers. Then the do-
ings of ‘the Government would have
beén trumpeted abroadand misihiter-
preted 'in all kinds of ways. But the
govertment was not afraid ‘. of Being
stampedéd into’ any sueh action which
héwever expedient from a political
standpoint could not.be-in the best
interests of the country as® a whole.

The opposition admitted "the prin-
ciple that'the province should eontrol
its natural resources. Of the' attitude
of the people of the province. on this
question there could be no reasonable
doubt. The premier of Canada, more-
over. was known to be cominitted to
the prmclple of " provincial centrol,
and the' province would secdre thid
control - from the Dominion = govern-
‘ment unless the seven ‘Conservatives
of the Alberta opposition- saw fit'te
use their political influence ‘with' the
Government at: Ottawa to prevent a
Liberal administration from doing
what they jealously wished to do
themselves. IMrst and last the atttor-
ney-general had always stood for pro-
vinelal control of natural resources.

Public Accounts in Good Shape.

Mr. Mitchell spoke of the excellent
condition of the public accounts and
expressed his delight at thé varied
program for railway donstruction
submitted by the Government., Coming
from the southern portion of the pro-
vinee he was preépared toisdy that the

‘nmonth was entitled to all that it was

getting' in the way of railways. The
Worth® of the north country was now
beyond dispute.”

Thé leader of the oppogition in
criticizing the goveérnment for failing
to Keep the ‘railway companies in
check had quite overlooked the Rail-
way Aet of the ‘province, applying to
all railways given ‘government  sup-
port. Thisg act provided that no toll
should Qe charged by any company
until its bylaws had been approved
by the mmxsfer of railways. The same
act foroed the compdnfes to safe-
guard" "all crmsﬂngz to mdintain pro:
pér ‘fences and gatés, ensured the
payment of fair ‘tates of' wages and
provided for the QCquismon ‘by the

Leth-]
bridge owed its distinction in secur-
ing the World’s Dry Farming Con-
gress of 1912 largely to the efforts
put “forth by thé provincial depart-
ment of agnieculture which did every-
thing that properly could be done to
bring the congresg to Alberta.

Special attention was given by Mr.
Mitchell t the recent revision of the
program - of public ' school studies, a
subject as important in a way as the
construction of new railways.

The Evening Session.

Continuing the debate at the even-
ing session the attorney-general set
forth in some detail the changes and
imprevements which the government
proposed to make ‘in the"program of
studies. - Having referred to the new
course in civics® the minister dwelt
upon  the necessity for fostering the
love of agriculture and rural life and
outlined the course of studies .in this
and -other related subjects ‘which will
be included . in the - public : school
course. He declared that, in his
opinion, this coutse should be supple-
mented by more adyanced work in
special high schools, to be followed by
more advanced work in schools of
scientific - agriculture. The minister of
agriculture, he declared ,was in full
agreement with - him in this matter,
The goverpment ,he said, hoped to be
able, in the néar future, to formulate
a policy which. would meet present
requirements and expressed the hope
that the farmers and settlerg of the
province would recognize that the
government had made an earnest ef-
fort to meet the needs of agriculture.

Work for \eg!e(ted Children.

The work done' by the department
of ‘dependent and delinquent children
was also set forth by the minister,
who said that, in the estimates, thé
government would ask for ' increased
support for this branch of public
service. He declared thit he knew of
no branch of the public service which
had been more economically managed
or: was mere productive of wgood. to
present and future: generations than
this department. During the jpast year
556 cases of neglect had been investi-
gated and dealt with. Of this<number
322 were male and 234 femals, repre-
senting sixteenl different religions-and
25 nationalities. 212 were ' adopted
into foster homes and 223 placed un-
der supervision; one had been deport-
ed; 132.were of one year and under,
the balance up to 14 years of age av-
eraging about 20 for each year.' Be-
gween theé ages of11 and 12 fifty-one
came under care of the department.
After this age. there was g gradual
decrease in the number of cases. Of
the children placed in foster homes
98 per cent. Had been well placed and
made’ good records. Of the cases of
juvenile’' ¢rime dealt with 381 were
cases of theft, 87 of mischief and 29
of - vagrancy.” 502 had given eatisfac-
tory results under case. and 61 had
proved unsa;t»i;v.ﬂactory; 48 had Dbeen
lost” trace ‘of and 5 had died. It was
haped - to make provision. eventually
for the- establishment of ‘an industrial
Sehool.

In the latter part of his speech the
minister showed himself to be in good
fighting form and ridiculed most ef-
fectively the inept efforts of the lead-
er of the opposifion and his support-
ers to dispdrage the program of work
set forth in:thé ' speech from the
throne and theéir resuscitation of the
time-honored but wholly unconvinc-
ing claim that whatever of go6d was
to be found-in the speech  was the
product of their own pecular genius
stolen from them by the government.

Will Rosnme 1ts Sitt.iug Again on
January Tenth—Little Business
Was Discussed—Debate on . Dis-
missal of Government = Officials
Was 'Continued.

Ottawd, Dec. 7—Parliament ad-
jqurned at six o'clock until January
10. . There was a slim attendance of
members when the House met, many

having left for their homes -already.
Proceedings were largely confined to
the answering of questions and a
continuation of the debate on the
dismissal of public ser\anbs which
commentced yesterday,

Of" the “four speakers today ,three
were oppesition members. Hon. Wm.
Pugsley protested against the dis-
missal of the members of the Cana-
dian section of the waterways com-
mission. He said that if Mr. Foster’s
idea 'was right and there should hap-
pen to be a change of government in
the .course of thHe next three or four
years, the present members of the
commission would feel that 'they
should send in their resignations.

W. 8. Middleboro ‘said that he
hoped” the day would soon come
when the members would be relieved
of patronage relating to public ap-
pointments.

Commission Hears Evid
in 'Quebec.

Dec. T7—Although the
greater part of the investigation of
the commission into the working of
the leasing system cf machines by the
United Shoe Machinery company of
Canada today was taken up with the
filing of exhibits In the form of leases
and other documents there were a few
interesting moments w.en . W.
Knowlton, general manager of the
campany, took the stand.

Mr. Knowlton gave further testi-
mony that an understanding existed
between the Canadian customs and
the United Shoe Machinery company,
of Boston, of which the Canadian
gompany is merely a subsidiary. He
testified that machines imported by
his concern fram the Miller Machinery
Treeing Co., of Brockton, Mass,, en-
tered at ‘a customs valuation of $68,
whereas outside purchasers paid $110
for the same in the States. He told
cf a ‘general arrangement made in
1905 with the customs authcrities
whereby Goodyear department leased
machines were billed at their leased
values, minus one-third, and metallic
department machines at their insur-
ance values.

Mr. Knowlton also testified con-
cerning the financial standing of the
United Shce Machinery Co. of Can-
ada, admitting that not only had that
company paid no dividends as yet
but that it was also $297,000 in deht
to the Boston company. His testimony
further showed that there were from
225 to 250 leases cf his company's
machines in the Dominion.

SERlﬂUS SITUATION IN -
‘HiGH COST OF lIVlNﬁ :

Veterinary Director Genéral Ruther-
ford Sounds Grave Note of ‘Warn-
ing in Decline of Live Stock In-
dustry - - in_‘Canada—Meat Being
Shipped in.

Ottawa, Dec. 7—Dr, J.“G. Ruther-
ford, veterinary director general and
live stock commissioner, in-his annual
report to parliament ¢ health ‘of:anis
mals branch. of depurument of agri-
culture, issued today,: sounds a grave
rote of warning as to the fawgre  of
the live stock industry in the Do-
minicn, which incidentally throws
some interesting light on one of the
causes of the high cost of living, so
prominently before householders in
the last few years Dr. Rutherfcrd
states in plain terms that the produc-
tion of meat in this country is not
keeping up with the demand, that the
meéat export-trade is diminishing and
bids fair to disappear altcizether and
that imports of meat from th® United
States, the Antipodes and Argentine
are becoming. a bigger factor every
day. The report points out that until
very recently it*had appeared as if
Canada would always have an abupd-
ant supply of live stock of all kinds,
not only for her own use, but for gx-
port as well.

In fact it seemed that the principal
difficulty would be to find a profitable
market for gn ever-increasing and
practically limitless surplus. Ciroum-
stances have, however, brought about
a great and very gerious change in
the live steck outlook. Although many
of the newcomers in Western Canada
are on the land and therefore in a
sense- agriculturists, eonditions .are
such that but few of them are devot-
ing any attention to animal hushandry
and experience indicates that a c¢on-
siderable time is likely to elapse. be-
fore they are compelled by a gradual
exhausticn of the soil to turn to mix-
ed farming and a systematic produc-
tion of commercial live stock. For
some time, therefore,”a majority of
these people will themselves be con-
sumers instead of prcducers of meat,

“The continued augmentation of our
urban population,” says the report,
“due to the extraordinary commercial
and ~ industrial activity, has also
largely increased ccnsuming compared
with producing public. Further, hab-
its and tastes of the pewle have alt-
ered with time and prosperity brought
about a hizk_xer standard of living, re-
sulting in a greater per capita con-
sumption ot meat. It is certainly some-
what remarkable that in view of these
conditicns, general production of live
stock throughotut the country as a
whole, instead of showing the distinet
advance which might reasonably have
been expected, dppears to have scarce-
ly maintained a normal rate of in-
crease.

Live Stock Export Trade Decreasing.

“As a consequence, the Canadian ex-
port trade in Iive stock and in meats
is rapidly decic 1g in volume and
bids fair to shoertly altogether disap-
pear. Not only is this the case, but
imports of meat are increasing from
day ta day, from -the United States,
from, Argentine and from far away
Australia and New Zealand.” For a
number- of mutton from the
Antipodes has been competing with
that from Washington and Oregon in
British Col b.a; an ocecagicmal (car
load being :hxpped as far east as Al-
berta.  During Tlast winter, however;
frozen mujton as well as fruzen rab-
bits from Australia, had been  landed
at our Atlantic seaports and sold to
Canadian consumers in Tcronto and
Montreal,

“Canned meats, principally beef,
from Argentine, are also being im-
.ported and although quantities hither-
to brought in are small, trade is said
-to 'be profitable and fo show prcmise
of rapid extension, shipments hav-
ing ‘been made from Buffalo and Chi-
cago to Toronto and Hagiilton.

“These somewhat remarkable trade
features have been made the subject
of careful study and I have deemed
it ‘my duty to lay the sit‘uation as
above set'forth before You as I feel
that it is of great importance to the
genaoral “‘.‘""‘\to of the country, and
one in' wileh the public of Canada
will very ndaturally ‘expect your de-
partment to take an intelligent interest
and if possible devise.ways and means
lik€ély to be effective’in bringine avout
a satisfactory state of affairs.”
