Story of the Ilifated
Volturno’s Captain.

Special to The Evening Telegram. 1
NEW YORK, To-Day.

Capt. Inch of the Volturno sent hisj
story of the catastrophe by wireless |
last nighit from {He Kroonland, onl
which he is being brought to this port,
to officers of the Uranium Line here,
Narrative is as follows: At 6.05 am.,
Oct. 9, lat. 49.12 north, long. 34.51 west,
fire was reported in hold number one
by the chief ofiicer. At 655 a.m.
flames burning through number one
hatches, setting fire to forecastle.
Slowed ship down and kept before
wind, 'which enabled us to put steam
“axtinguishers in operation, also three
fire hose from deck connections.
“Flames gaining rapidly, reaching
height .of foremost lighiy imprisoning
watch below, who were burned to
defith. ¥n forecastle a series of ex-
plosions now occurred, wrecking the
saloon hospital amidships, the compass
and steering gear being also dam-
aged by explosion. 1 gave orders to
get help by wireless as soon as flames
burnt hatehes, it seemingly being im-
possible to save the ship. I had boats
provisioned and swung out. Ship was
rolling' ‘heavily. Boats numbers thir-
téen and five were smashed, but num-
ber two lowered to water with cabin
passengers and stewardess in charge
of chief officer Miller. After this boat
left the ship she capsized, throwing
athe occupants into the water. She af-

of the crew got back into the boat, the
chief officer being cne of them. Num-
ber six boat was lowered and got away
safely filled with passengers in charge
of fourth officer Langsell. Number
seven boat in being lowered caught
under stern of ship, the boat' being
sompletely wrecked, Meanwhile the

thief engineer, two seamen and my-
self fought the fire and apparently sub-

dued the flames. I gave orders to send
no more boats away as I had received
word from the Carmania that she was
hoping to be with us by 11 am. Life
belts were served out to each passen-
ger. Passengers now became cabmer
and food was served out to them At

' fire in bunker on account of gasses.

Water tight doors were closed and
water was poured down number two
hateh on fire, but fire was gaining all
the time. At 11 a.m. the Carmania ar-
rived and lowered a boat, but could
not reach ship on account .of high
seas. 1 asked Carmania to look for
number two boat.

The steamship Seydlitz arrived and
lowered a boat which could not
reach us. About 3 p.m. the Carmania
returned and tried to reach the ship
with life rafts but all drifted . past
our bow too far away. Several steam~
ers arrived by dusk; the Kroonland
put over boats which: made four at-
tempts to come alongside, but were
swept away each time. At 9.20 p.m
the saloon and chart house was flam-
ing, deck, bridge, and all before the
funnel were blazing flercely: the
pumps and dynamos were stopped
for want of steam. The Marconi ap-
erators worked with aceumulators
until 11 p.m. when the magizine
bridge blew up carryving the ariel
away; several boats . by this time
were lying off the ship and they in-
duced the passengers to jump into
the water and were rescued by
boats. By midnight the weather“was
overcast and squally; operations sus-
pended it being too dark for boats to
see. The fire meanwhile worked
through the women's steerdge in the
after part of the ship. but we kept
this knowledge from passengers who
weére quiet, thmughout the rest of the
night. T chief engineer, Marconi
men, scnmen and myself spent the
night making small rafts in ease of
fire whi¢h may burn through the

deck beforg daylight. At 515 ain.
the first Woat arvived. The weather

and sed having moderated, hoats were

enabled to come aionvsude the ship
which enabled passgengers to embark
quickly. All'steamers laying arourd
the ship sent boats, and now we were
enabled to load three boats with pas-
sengers at once. The' pasengers left
in a very orderly way; there was/no
panic, but the women broke down
crying when help was alongside. All
were off the ship by 8 am. About
400 passengers were taken -off; 1
searched the ship myself and found
no one on board so decided to aban-
don her, as number three hatch was
well aflame by now, so with remain-
der of the crew enibarked on Kroon-
land. Nething at all hds been heard
of the two -missing . boats; passing
vessels were asked fo keep a look
out for them. 1 'wish to express
our heartiest thanks - and gratitude
to the eaptains of the ships who stood
by, also.to officers and crews who
¢ame- to our = assistance, for their
bravery- and endurance in endeavor-
ing to ‘come alongside the ship; also
passengers of - the Kroonland for
their ‘kindness to rescued passengers
engineers, and myself, fitting us out

- and ddinrg everythmg for us. Follow-

ing aré the names of the stedmers
