Public curiosity has been greatly 
excited by the extraordinary case 
in the police court on Saturday. Nt>- 
thing transpired ill court in explana­
tion of the strange proceedings at 
Morton Lodge ; and beyond the sur­
mise that they probably arose from 
a difficulty between Mr. Stone* and 
the Provincial Government, the gen­
eral public could glean nothing 
definite. A further sitting of the 
court on Saturday afternoon, and the 
production of Mr. McKellar’s letter, 
«lid little more than confirm this 
surmise. It is not often that nego. 
tintions for the sale of a farm cul­
minate in a police-court, and when 
the parties to the negotiation are 
amongst the most prominent men 
in Ontario it is all tho more strange 
and regrettable that such an un­
seemly incident could not have been 
avoided. The facts of the case are 
about as follows:—

Our readers are aware that the 
< intario Legislature at its last session 
authorized the Ministry to purchase 
Mr Stone's farm of Moreton Lodge. 
In pursuance of this, a preliminary 
agreement of purchase was drawn 
up in April last, by which Mr. Stone 
undertook to sell Moreton Lodge 
farm to the Government for $75.- 
OiH): to furnish satisfactory title: to 
give possession of the house on the 
!-t May last, and of tho farm on the 
1st December next. The offer of 
Mr Stone was only open to the 1st 
of Match last, whereas the House 
did not give final authority for the 
purchase until after the date. This 
enabled Mr Stone to obtain some 
further concessions from the Gov­
ernment, one of which was that he 
should retain possession of the farm 
until the coming December, and 
have the benefit of this year's crops. 
Some delay then ensued in procur­
ing a proper title, partly in conse­
quence of documents being required 
lium a person in England; and it. is 
only lately that this obstacle was 
got over. Then another difficulty 
arose. The farm was understood to 
contain 55fJ acres at the time Mr. 
.Stone offered jt for sale ; but he 
had bought it in several parcels, and 
when an accurate measurement came 
to be made, the acreage was found 
to be 5$3. Mr Stone put-in a claiiji 
for compensation for this additiqnal 
dd acres ; Mr. McKellar replied that 
the Government bought tho whole 
farm, r.ot a certain number of acres; 

Mr. Stone would not give way, and 
the matter again hung fire. As Mr. 
McKellar was very anxious to com­
mence operations, lie conceded this 
point >o far as to grant Mr. Stone 
:;d acres from the farm, to be taken 
from what part of it Mr. McKellar 
thought proper. This was agreed 
to by Mr. Stone. Shortly afterwards 
deeds were sent up for signature, 
.specifying the piece of land taken 
oil. Mr Stone refused to sign them, 
because the 33 acres hâd not been 
taken oil in a square block, but in 
:m irregular piece, resembling die 
letter L. Mr. Stone communicated 
with Mr. Moxvat on the subject, and 
made an appointment to meet him 
to day (Monday) and brinfg about a 
settlement. Meanwhile Mr. McKel­
lar was in London at tho Provincial 
f air, and knew nothing of Mr Stone’s 
communication with his colleague, 
('n his way home he called at 
fludlph. and learned of Mr. Stone’s 
rejection of his oiler. No doubt im­
patient of more delay, Mr McKellar 
appears to have decided upon strin­
gent measures, and sent up two men 
from Toronto to take forcible posscs- 
fl.on of the farm, under the terms of 
the agreement of April last. Mr. 
'Stone at once had the two agents 
arrested : and our readers know the 
re't.

This we believe to be a fairly ac­
curate statement of the matter at 
issue, and our readers can form their 
own conclusions upon it. Mr.'Stone 
and his attorney, Mr. Lemon, also 
Mr. Stirton, M. 1'., and Mr Gow, M.
1'. 1\. left for Toionto by the early 
train this morning; and we sincerely 
hope, lor the sake of the town, that 
the)* will bring the matter to an ami­
cable settlement. We withhold fur- 
tier comment till we learn the re- 
B«dt of to day's interview.
