The Contest In South Oxford.
The Woodstock Review, speaking 

of the election m South Oxford on 
Thursday says :— 

u The electors seemed to take but 
little interest in the contest, and 
When the returns are all in it will 
probably be found that only about 
naif the votez s turned out to record 
their votes. A feeling manifested it­
self in the Biding against a Toronto 
lawyer, and by judicious fomentation 
m the absence of Mr. Edgar vastly 
assisted tûe Colbnel. The political 
leanings of the candidates are of 
course precisely the same, and the 
member elect, if be carries out his 
pledges, will accord the Mackenzie
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administration cordial support.1
The Hamilton Times closes a capi­

tal article on the contest with the 
following sensible and timely .re­
marks :—

“There are two verÿ important 
lessons taught by thiscontest. One 
is that a, gentlemen—a Reformer— 
may receive the endorsation of a 
Reform Convention in a thoroughly 
Reform Ridmg, and yet lose the 
election. The other is that a Re­
form candidate, in a Reform Riding, 
may be strongly supported by the 
party press and yet be defeated. 
Mr, Edgar received the nomination 
from a Reform convention, and was 
generally supported by the Globe 
and the Oxford Reform, journals, but 
the Reform electors refused to ac­
cept him, giving, in preference, their 
votes for one of their own people, 
though he had no convention at his 
back, nor no newspaper to help him. 
The lesson thus taught—and it is 
one we are glad to see taught—is 
that* the people are the slaves of 
neither conventions nor newspapers, 
tut are competent, while careful to 
keep their principles intact, to carry 
out their views in their own - way, re­
gardless of either political Wire-pul­
lers or newspaper writers.”

The British Telegraph System.
It is admitted on all hands that 

the purchase of all the telegraph 
lines in Britain by the Government, 
and working them m connection 
With the Post Office, has been an im­
mense boon to the country. The 
lines have been extended, rates 
have been lowered, and much great­
er facilities afforded to all classes, 
and especially to the press. It 
seems, however, that this enterprise 
is not a paying concern, for we learn 
by a return recently laid before Par­
liament that the financial result from 

. the time the telegraph came under 
State management to the com­
mencement of 1873 shows a defic­
iency of receipts adequate to meet 
expenses and interest of nearly 
$600,000, and this calculating the in- 
terest at three per cent. A t present 
it is difficult to com? at correct 
figures as to the actual expenditure, 
because the telegraph being worked 

in conjunction with the Post Office, 
some of the expenses connected 
with the former are charged to the 
latter. Were a complete separation 
possible, the deficiency in the tele­
graph department would be even 
greater than is given out. The 
above is not a very encouraging ex­
hibit, and shows either extravagant 
management, or the expenditure of 
a large amount m order to perfect 
the system, the profits of which have 
yet to be realized.

The Senate Again.

While in CoimrHtee 
the Whole on Friday they amend­
ed the clause in the new Election 
Bill, which adopts as the suffrage in 

j Prince >Édward Island for Dominion 
I Elections the register of voters for 

the Legislative Council, but only 
until voters’ lists shall bo provided 
for voters m elections to the Legis­
lative Assembly. The Sena- 
tors' amendment makes the 
electoral vote for the Assembly’ in 
Prince Edward Island, as well as 
the other Provinces, the basis of the 
franchise in elections to the House 
of Commons, thus abolishing the ex­
ception sanctioned by tlie#‘ Lowèr 

] House. The amendment was carried 
by the casting vote < f the chairman. 
This interference in the latvs affect 

I ing the franchise by life members, 
I appointed by the Crown, is, to say 

the least, unseemly, and will direct 
I anew the attention of the people to 

the constitution of this Upper 
Chamber, which will eventually lead 

I to such changes as are how demand- 
I -ed in order to give a more represen­

tative character.

I Conservatives have earned for them 
■ selves the dishonourable appellation 
lot charter sellers, and to that we 
■must now add the equally dishonour­

able one of letter forgers.
