Big Lumber Deal

Spokane, Jan. 1.—What is said to
be the biggest cash lumber deal ever
negotiated has just been closed here
by the payment of $6,000,000 for
100,000 acres of virgin timber, esti-
mateh to contain more than two and
a half billion feet of lumber. The
purchaser was the Monarch Timber
company and the seller was the Wil-
liam Howard Land & Lumber com-
pany.

)3) If the settler has his residence
upon farming, and owned by him in
the vicinity of his homestead, the
requirement. may be satisfied by re-
gidence upon such land.

Before making application for pateat
the settler must give six months’ no-
tice in writing to the Commissioner of
Dominion Lands at Ottawa, of his in-

tention to do so.
