In connection with the dis-
trfdbution of these Badges, an Ottaws dis-
patch of recent date gave a list of penal-
ties for abuse of the honor badge system,
The penaities are remarkadly severe. ''he
metheds of making application for the
badges are as follows:

The following imstructions .are Issued
for the guidance of applicants for war
service badges; in MiNtary District, No.
13, {n conformity with military orders:

5 - "A"—For men honovably dis-

C.E.F., or after less than six months’ scr-
vice, provided the discharge was bydrea-
son of some disability due to military
service.

Class “Cv—For those Mhoneradly dis-
charged after less than six menths" ser-
vice in the C.E.F.,, or who have velun-
teered to enlist and have been refused ©s
medically unfit.

IN AIR SERVICES

MAJOR-GENERAL MAURICE TELLS OF GREAT

London. Oct. 26.—In the course of
his weekly talk with the Associated
Press today, Major-General Frederick
B. Maurice, chief director of military
operations at the war office, said:

“It is no discredit to the British alr-
men that they did not bring down a
single Zeppelin, while the French air-
men brought down five in the course of
the Zeppelin visit a few days ago. Neo
Prench airman would think of com-
paring the task which they had of at-
tacking the Zeppelins in broad day-
light, when the airships were at the
end of a long flight, and partially crip-
pled. with that of the British airmen
in finding them and attacking them
in the night while the invaders were
still fresh.

“Incidentally, it may be sald, the
British air service, since the beginning
of the war, has brought down 16 Zep-
pelins under conditions far more diffi-
cult than those under which the French
were so successful the other day.”

The Bombing Machines

Discussing the work of the airplanes
on the western' front, he said:

‘“During September our bombing ma-
chines made 226 raids, dropping on
thé Germans 7.886 bombs, representing
135 tons of explosives. In the same
period the Germans dropped almost
exactly 1,000 bombs on the British.
Now, bombing -is only a part of our
air operations. By far the most Im-
portant work of the airmen is the
direction of the artillery.

“During September we made 7,984
‘shots’ at enemy batteries and aerial
observations, and silenced them In
1,813 instances. During the same
period the Germans only succeeded
in ranging on 743 of our gums.

“While most of the belligerent armmies
have certain air heroes, whom they ad-
vertise immensely and from time to time
announce the total of their victories, the
British have not had this system. Our
airmen agree that, although they are in a

service which appeals to the imagination
of the general public, they are in no more
dangerous or more vital work than their
comrades in the trenches, and they don’t
wish their deeds noticed in any different
manner from that adopted in the case of
their comrades in a less spectacular
branch of warfare. And the number of
planes hrought down by our leading fight-
ing men exceeds the record of any similar
STOUD.

“During September we engaged and
brought down 274 enemy planes, and this
figure errs on the side of conservatism
for our headquarters never allows airmen
credit for a victory unless the fall of an
enemy i{s corroborated from either an ob-
server on the ground or another airman
in the vicinity.”

Great French Victory

%ommenﬁng on the French victory
along the Chemin-des-Dames, which he
characterized as a ‘“very brnillant and
very successful plece of work,” General
Maurice said: %

“Just as the Germans tried to create
dissension or ill-feeling between the Brit-
ish and the colonials by circulating reports
that the British were foreing the colonials
to bear the brunt of the fighting, so they
have lately been trying to create a mis-
understanding between the British and
French by alleging that the French were
doing nothing, leaving the brunt to the
British. Yesterday’s victory, which is the
fourth French attack this year, is a good
answer.

“Of course, ft is true that the British
have had more of the fighting o doen the
western front this year than ever before.
Put the reason is apparent. Remember
that in the first months of the war we
practically exhausted our Httle old army
and we had to spend twe years creating
a new cone. With the beginning of this
year our new army was ready and we
went into the Hne with the idea of bear-
ing the brunt and relleving the French of
part of the burden which they had to
bear exclusively while we wers getting
ready. )

“The French and commanders
mmdarstand each other thoroughly and
thers I8 no jealousy or misunderstanding
on either side.”
