London Wins Intermediate Cham­
pionship of Canada.

Defeated McGill by a Score of 14 
to 5—Other Rugby Games—W. 0. 

Hockey Association Meeting.

FOOTBALL.
CAPTURED THE CHAMPIONSHIP.

Montreal, Nov. 24.—-London 14, Mc­
Gill 5. London, intermediate cham­
pions of Canada.

For the first time in the history of 
the game, Ontario defeated the Quebec 
champions on their own grounds. The 
red, white and black is triumphant, 
end old McGill's colors are trailing in 
the mud.

The plucky fifteen from the west did 
the trick this afternoon, and did it in 
a style that emphatically proved It the 
better team. McGill was outgeneral­
ed and outplayed all through, and al­
though they battled fiercely, they 
never .had a chance to win out. It was 
a battle of the v. ings, and London's 
line was the better.

Referee Lash was a little late in ar­
riving, but the game was finally got 
under way at 3:10. Capt. Gibbons won 
■the toss and kicked off with the wind. 
McGill opened up fiercely and last, 
following up the ball until it was 
dribbled over London’s line for a rouge 
before one minute had 'passed. London 
then settled down to steady work, and 
by persistent dashes through the cen­
ter carried the ball to the McGill line, 
and Taylor shoved it over by a tan­
dem play for a try. The referee miss­
ed his signals, and Taylor did not get 
a chance to kick. Score, 4 to 1.

McGill's kick-off was 'blocked, and 
London kept the collegians In the cen­
ter of the field. On an exchange of 
punts. McGill secured a free kick for 
disregard of the five-yard rule. Lon­
don was .penalized seven times during 
the first half, the referee drawing the 
five-yard rule pretty fine. There was 
no further scoring, and the half ended 
4 to 1 in London’s favor.

McGill had the wind In the second 
(ha!f, and as it had considerably in­
creased It gave them quite an advant­
age, had they been able to avail them­
selves of it. They tried to fake a 
kick-off, but London got the hall and 
sent Hobbs and Taylor through for 
gains until the ball was within ten 
yards of .McGill's line. Then Hobbs 
got around the end end made the sec­
ond try for London. The kick was a 
hard one, and was not converted. 
Score, 8 to 1.

McGill kicked off, and Taylor return­
ed well. McGill booted the ball back, 
and the London halves fumbled. La- 
batt slipped on the frozen ground, and 
the McGill wings got by on a long 
dribble, and fell on the ball for a try, 
which was not converted. Score. 8 to 5.

This was' McGill’s last look-in, for 
the London team kept possession of 
the ball for the remainder of the game. 
By persistent line-bucking the ball was 
brought to McGill's quarter, and on a 
beautiful team play Hobbs got clear 
around the right wings and galloped 
over the line. The McGill wings al­
lowed him to touch the ball right be­
tween the posts, and Taylor kicked the 
goal. Score, 14 to 6.

London worked the ball down again. 
Billings, of McGill, played off-side de­
liberately in order to force a free kick 
for London, and the referee sent him 
to the bench. London got a free kick, 
and Gibbons made a short punt fol­
lowing up himself and running fifteen 
yards, but the referee called him back 
for some unknown reason. McGill got_ 
the ball, but It was only far a mo­
ment, as on their first scrimmage A1» 
Bice dove through the center and 
grabbed it from the McGill quarter. 
It was all over then, and although the 
Quebecers fought hard, they could 
make no impression on the London 
line, and time was called with the ball 
40 va.rds from London’s goal.

The little crowd of London support­
ers cheered d*lldly as the champions 
of Canada marched off shouting the 
old "Trees and Flowers" yell.

And the 5- 
yari rule was a never-failing bone of 
contention. Nor were the referee's de­
cisions always received without com­
ment. More especially when he ruled 
Billings off far ten minutes for being 
deliberately off-side. Billings tried 
Gleeson’s old trick of getting off-side 
in order to be penalized, in order that 
Ms side could secure the ball. But he 
was not as cute as the foxy old Otta­
wa College captain. If he had simply 
rushed behind and collared Hobbs by 
the neck, London would have got the 
fiee kick and McGill had -possession 
of the ball.
