Ottawa, Aug. 3.—The naval depart­

ment declared there is no foundation 
for the report that the Niobe was sent 
for political purposes into dangerous 
waters. The fact is the Niobe was on 
her regular summer tour of Canadian 
ports on the Atlantic Coast. The boat 
had finished her Quebec cruise, having 
called at several ports, and the Nova 
Scotia cruise had been started. The 
call at Yarmouth was on the schedule. 
It is understood here that the Niobe 
was caught in the typhoon which a 
short time before had hit New Eng­
land with a force which sailors 20 
years on the coast say was beyond 
their experience. This was compli- 
cated by fog, which could not be seen 
through, and a disturbance of the 
strong currents of this coast added to 
the difficulties of the boat’s position. 
Reports indicate that the pumps can 
easily cope with the leak. As soon as 
the weather steadies the Niobe will 
go to Halifax for repairs. She will 
be towed, and not proceed under her 
own steam.

If it is not check- 
ed early in the season there will be no 
potato crop at all, as the insect multi­
plies rapidly and will eat the leaves 
and stalks of the potato plant clear to 
the ground.
