A Solemn Moment.
The most solemn moment of the 

long meeting was when the coffin was 
borne to the centre of the hall to the 
sonorous music of the “Dead March in 
Saul." A ’small procession repre­
senting many branches of the army’s 
activity, including men and women, 
and a detachment of officers from the 
foreign branches, carrying the flags of 
their respective countries, preceded it. 
Immediately before the body a 
brigadier bore aloft the crimson flag 
which the general raised at Jerusalem 
and under which he died at Hadley 
Wood. Following it marched the offi­
cers from Canada, Sweden, Germany, 
America, Switzerland, France, Den- 
mark, Norway, India and Australasia.

Then came the new general, Bram­
well Booth, with his wife, each wear­
ing the uniform of a commissioner; 
Mrs. Booth-Hellberg and grandchil­
dren of the late Salvationist, Adju­
tant Catherine Booth, Capt. Mary 
Booth, Capt. Miriam Booth, Sergt. 
Bernard Booth and Cadet M. Booth- 
Tucker.

The coffin was covered with a flag, 
and on it rested the general’s Bible 
and cap. The slow progress along the 
rentre aisle occupied more than ten 
minutes, during which time the Im­
mense audience remained standing 
and all the Salvation soldiers were at 
salute.
