Parliament as Whole Must
Finally Decide Action of
Canada.

FACE DELICATE PROBLEM

Do Not Expect Policy Will Be
Announced for Days.

Special to London Advertiser.

Ottawa, Sept. 18.—It remains for
the cabinet of Hon. W. L. Mackenzie
King to decide whether Canada shall
accept in the invitation of the imper-
ial government to participate in the
war impending in the east. But it
will rest with parliament ultimately
to approve or veto whatever decision
is reached.

The responsibility is primarily up-
on the administration for the fram-
ing of a policy in the circumstances.
It is inconceivable, however, that
such policy, unless negative, shall be
put into effect' without consultation
in parliament of the representatives
of the people throughout the whole
of Canada.

8o far Premier King has declined
to disclose the nature of communica-
tions from Great Britain anent the
new crisis,

Cabinet was summoned to meet in
council at noon today. No precipit-
ate decision for several reasons,
however, will be reached, and it is
almost improbable that any an-
nouncement will be made for some
days to come. Should the decision
be. momentous in character an-
nouncement of it will be first made
to parliament.

Await Developments.

Following the shock of the opening
news regarding the situation, there is
an inclination in official circles this
morning to await further develop-
ments and teo study national and in-
ternational opinion in connection with
Britain’'s action hefore reaching any
decision as to the attitude which this
dominion should take.

Morning dispatches, for instance,
indicate that there is far from being
an unanimity of opinion in England
itself, as to the wisdom of Lloyd
George's decision, and that Australia
and South Africa are inclined to care-
fully weigh the facts of the situation
before embarking in another war.

Moreover, it is impossible to fore-
cast the nature of possible develop-
ments in the situation toward amic-
able settlement through negotiation.
It is, of course, probable that an in-
timation on the part of the dominions
of the empire that they were ready to
tuke whatever part is consistent with
their responsibilities and dignity
might go far toward bringing about
such a settlement.

Views Differ

on the situation, however, is a most |
delicate one so far as Canada, with|
her divergent views, is concerned.!
And any promise the dominion could |
make at the present would necessar-!
ily be of the most general and non-
compromising character; the problem,
in fact, is one of the most difficult
which the new premier has been
called upon to solve since entering
office.

The ability of the dominion to se-
cure on short notice a contingent of
troops worthy of her traditions is un-
questioned. The force, if raised,
would necessarily be voluntary i
tharacter, though all commissioned
men in the late war are on the reserve
of officers.

Ministerial Alliance Wires a
Resolution to Premier
of Canada.

BEGIN WINTER PROGRAM

Rev. McCullough Presents
Plan for Organizing Social

As a proof of the deeply-rooted
conviction of the local ministerial
oliiawce that the Dominions should
~ander all possible assistance to the
Motherland in the present crisis with
Turkey, a resolution, drawn up by
that body in session Monday morn-
Ing, was wired at eleven o'clock to
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, premier
of the Dominion.

Deeply Grieved At Prospect.

The resolution read: “The Min-
isterial Alliance of London. represent-
ing all Protestant churches, in ses-
sion this day. in viewing the alarm-
ing situation in the Near East and
the call of Britain to her colonies
for help, desires to place itself on
record as deeply grieved at the pros-
pect of another war; nevertheless as
bLeing firmly convinced that C:uiadu
should respond to the call of the
Motherland for help in the hour of
ber distress.”

Dr. W. Beattie, of the First Pres-
byterian Church, who spoke previous
to the drawing up of the resolution,
has but very recently returned from
England, and was able to speak auth-
oritatively on the present attitude
there. -

“Information is still meagre.” he
said, “but the people of England are
tense with a great anxiety. The
onrush of the Turks was to them
completely unexpected, and presaged
a situation of alarming portent for
the empire.

“The British are involved in the
Dardanelles situation, not as they
hold their own dominions. but as
custodians for the allies, to protect
the right of the league of nations to

This, in his opinion, would mean
radical changes from the system of
management in existence at present.

May Be Discussed.

‘While E. S. Little, who is a mem-
bter of tie special committee selected
by the fair directors to approach the
city with a view to conferring on
making the fair a municipal under-
taking, stated Monday morning that
this cominittee will not wait on the
Tity council in regular session Mon-
day night. Mayor Wilson states
that the question may be discussed
at the meeting informally.

Director Little points out that
there is no urgent necessity of wait-
ing on the eity council at once, and
the committee desires a respite after
a busy week at the exhibition. In
fact he believes that this approach to
the city council will be made through
No. 1 committee, and hence no action
will be taken until that body meets
next week. i

“The matter may be brought up
informally at the city council meet-
ing tonight,” said Mayor Wilson
Monday. “The city is willing to help
out on this thing. It would mean
many changes from the present sys-
tem though. It would mean a change
of charter for the Western Fair As-
sociation, a change in election of the
board of directors, and control by
the city council.

City Willing.

“The city is willing to do all in its
power to make a success of the fair,
and I think the county of Middle-
sex will do so also, if requested, be-
cause the relations of the city and
county are friendly at the present
time.”

Ald. J. T. May, who is also a direc-
tor of the fair, is of the opinion that
no action will be taken by the city
council Monday night. Regarding the
proposal to place the fair under mu-
nicipal auspices, he says: “Nothing
can be done Monday night, because
we must go slow on this thing.

He stated, however,
that the official message had not con-
tained sufficient information to form
the basis for a decision by the gov-
ernment and that additional informa-
tion was being cabled for. He could
not say whether or not that informa-
tion would have arrived in time for
consideration when the cabinet meets
again later in the afternoon.

Whether or not His Excellency the
Governor-General will return to the
capital at once is not known. No

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AN RUSHES WARSHIPS T0
~ HELP DEFEND CONSTANTINPLE
FROM INVASION OF TURK HORDES

Most Formidable Armada Ever Assembled in Dardanelles
—Australia Offers to Send Contingent to the Scene of
Conflict—British Munitions Factories Are Ordered to
Work 24 Hours Daily at Full Capacity—Hindu Mos-
elms Asked to Pray for Success of Turkish Arms.

Constantinople, Sept. 18.—The entire British Atlantic fleet is
being sent to reinforee the Mediterranean squadron for the pro-
tection of Constantinople and the Straits of Dardanelles.

This undoubtedly will create the most formidable armada of
warships ever assembled in an area of like size, embracing the
most modern dreadnoughts, battle cruisers, destroyers, submar-
ines and aircraft earriers.

British officials here feel confident that if the allied land
forces are not sufficient to check an attack on the Dardanelles by
the Turkish Nationalists the combined fleet, together with French
and Italian war vessels, will be more than adequate.

There is an increased feeling of security among the popula-
tion of Constantinople as a result of Great Britain’s energetie
measures. The highest military authorities declare the Turks will
not commit the folly of opposing such overwhelming forees.

The allied commanders here are meceting today under the
presidency of Brigadier-General Sir Charles Harrington to discuss
measures for the defense of the capital and the straits. The meot-
ing is expected to bring out the complete unity of the British,
French and Italian forces.

It is now ascertained -that only 20,000 Greek soldiers remain
under arms out of the army of 250.000. These are in Thrace,
