gines remarkably powerful for her size. 
After a successful career in running mr 
S nthern bloc kade, she was eventually cap- 
tured st Mobile, cotton laden, when the 

Union forces took that city Subsequently 
tho Virgin was brought to New York, and 
was transferred by the Naval Department to 
that of the Revenne, but after she had en- 
tered the service of the United Stat * she 
was found unsuited fer her work, and she 
was sold at auction to Mr. Isaac Roberts, 
a son of Mr. Marshall (). Roberts, of New 
York, but was subsequeutly transf ed to 
Mr. John F. Patterson, of New York She 
was then fitted up as a privateer and block 
at le runner, in the interest of the Cuban 
insurgents. She was a very desirable veasel 
for that purpose, not merely on ac out of 
her small draught of water -only eight feet 
when loaded with 400 tons of cargo which 
gaveher unusual facilities for runningelose in 
shore on the Cuban coast < hi July 20,1871, 
Cen.

Both 
these cargoes were obtained in Venezuela, 
and the Virginius, although she has con- 
tinued to fly the American flag, has not 
been in an American port since 1871. 
During her filibustering career she 
lay for some time at the port of Colon, where 
she was closely watched by the Spanish war 
vessel Pizarro, but received the protection 
of the American Minister to Colombia, on 
the ground that her papers were regular, 
and that sho could not be molested for an 
unlawful voyage, after the unlawful voyage 
had been definitely completed. At the time 
of her capture she was under the command 
of (‘apt Joseph Fry, a native of Louisiana, 
and a graduate of the Annapolis Naval 
Academy, who was engaged in the running 
of the blockade during the rebellion.

I am 
accustomed to this, and to find it otherwise 
would surprise me, for the newspapers have 
everywhere re-echoed my successes, so that 
wherever I go—and where have 1 not been? 
—I only find enthusiasts. Indeed, I may 
say that I know how to pronounce the word 
bravo in all the idioms in creation. Eh bien! 
It is always a happiness for me to appear 
before the public, and 1 am as moved and 
affected and joyous about it now as when I 
first appeared.

" Violetta that night wore five hundred 
thousand francs worth of diamonds, almost 
all presented me by the publics of St. 
Petersburg, Moscow and Vienna.

" That entire evening was one continued 
ovation. The applause recalls compliments 
which live in my memory, and as I write 1 
recall above all this phrase, which came 
from a Frenchman:— ‘I applaud you, 
madame, in the name of Paris.’

" Paris! Ah! yes; how happy shall I feel 
to be there again, in that city where my 
fame was first made—that city which will 
always be my true artistic home.
