Nicaragua also takes part by sending 
a warship from New Orleans to Puerto 
Barries, the sea terminus of -the Guat­
emalan nation, to intercept Cabeiria, 
should hei try to escape in that direction. 
The revolutionists are recruiting all 
along the way of their respective line 
of marches,, as all foreign planters are 
dissatisfied with the oppressive ruling 
of Cabeira. British and Americans 
similarly disaffected. Guatemala is re­
ported honeycombed with sedition, so 
high runs popular sentiment against 
President Cabeira, who for a long time 
has had to make his public appearances 
with an armed guard to protect his per­
son.

Former President Heads Revo­
lution Aided by the Neighbor­

ing Republics.

Mexico City, May 28.—Advices re­
ceived this afternoon from Tapachula 
and Tonala, in the Mexican state of 
Chiapas, show that a revolution is on 
against the existing administration of 
President 'Estradra Cabeira of Guata- 
mela. It broke out yesterday, and 
Guiatamela yas invaded from four 
points by as tuauy bodies of armed men 
all equipped with the best modern 
rifles.

General (Manuel Lerando Barilas, 
formerly president of Guatamela, with 
200 cavalry and a stock of 700 rifles, 
crossed the Mexican border at a point 
near Motozink, and is aiming at Quet- 
zatlenge, a large town garrisoned by 
Guatemalan regulars. Barillas has 
great coffee estates in that neighbor­
hood, where he is popular, and whence 
he was driven four years ago by Presi­
dent C-aUeira. It is said that Quetzat- 
lange will be taken without much resis­
tance. Barillas successfully evaded the 
search of the authorities. He will re­
cruit new men on bis march across the 
mountains, the people being loyal to 
him, he says. General Jose Leon Cas­
tillo captured Ocos yesterday without 
much opposition being shown. He took 
that point with 500 men and was re­
ceived with enthusiasm by the people. 
The steamer Empire State left Safi 
Francisco on May loth with 500 des­
perate fighters and recruits and some 
5,000 rifles. General Castillo was a rival 
candidate for the presidency seven 
years ego against Cabeira, but alleges 
that be was counted ont, and he has a 
tong series of scores to settle with the 
Guatemalan president.

City Barrister Points Out the 
Advantages in Corporation’s 

Favor.

A FAREWELL TO SIR HENRI JOLY

Mayor Morley Instructed to Ar­

(From Tuesday’s Daily)
At yesterday evening’s meeting of 

the city council, the following letter 
from the city barrister, re the city’s dis­
pute with the Ksquimalt Water Works 
company was read:

■Gentlemen—CEte the city’s disputé with 
the Esqulmalt Water Works. I beg to re­
port that the decision In this case of Mr. 
Justice Duff has been now delivered and 
Is adverse to the city. . .

The effect of the decision Is that the 
Public Act (Water Clauses Consolidation 
Act) does not affect the rights given hy 
the private Act of the Esqulmalt Water 
Works Company. One result Is that the 
city’s private act (Victoria Water Works 
Act, 1873,) Is still in full force and effect, 
notwithstanding the Public Act of 1897. 
The Esqulmalt Water Works Act of 1892, 
whereby the company derived Its right to 
appropriate the waters of Goldstream, 
provides* that'the company’s right shall be 
“subject, however, to any grant of rights,

privileges or powers arising i 
visions of the Corporation 
Water Works, 1873.” The same act also, 
by section 9, declares “Nothing In this 
act shall be construed as in any way lim­
iting or derogating from any grant or 
privilege- accorded to the corporation of 
the city of Victoria, under the provisions 
of the Corporation of Victoria Water 
Works Act, 1873.

Gentlemen—Gn the 18th of last Septem­

ber the owners Of? property abutting on 
the inner harbor had a conference at the 
city hall with representatives of your hon­
orable body, and of the board of trade, 
with a view to stating a case before the 
royal transportation commission In favor 
of the Improvement of Victoria harbor.

In due course this matter was laid be­
fore the commissioners, who have report­
ed strongly In favor of making this a na­
tional port, and placing It In a position to 
offer such facilities for the transportation 
of merchandise, both by land and water, 
as should ensure. In all human probability, 
not only a considerable development In the 
trade of the port, hut also of those lndus-i 
tries for which Victoria Is so admirably 
situated.

The Victoria Property Owners’ associa­
tion Is in full sympathy with the vast 
Importance of the movement advocated 
by the owners of property abutting on the 
harbor, and respectfully begs to ask the 
council to i urge the government to make 
suitable provision in the estimates for this 
year for the active commencement of this 
work as a national undertaking.

The proposition as endorsed by the Joint 
committees may be shortly stated thus:

1. To excavate the. harbor below the 
railway bridge to 20 feet deep at low wat­
er within a certain area, defined on the

ledge, the balance of material being used 
for the reclamation of the foreshore of 
the reserve.

2. The excavation of the upper harbor
