MILLIONS IN COPPER

An Immense Amount of Money in This 
Business

As recently as 1888, says the Copper 
Handbook, the 1906 edition of which 

by Horace J. 
Stevens, of Houghton, Mich., the value 
of copper produced by the mines or 
the United States was only $83,833,954 
and for 1904, only two years ago, was 
$105,629,845, the year being the sec­
ond in : the history of the country in 
which the value of the copper out­
put exceeded $100,000,000, yet at the 
present moment, the copper mines of 
the United States are producing cop­
per to the values of $200,000,000 
yearly and the Lake Superior copper 
raines alone are making copper worth 
$150,000 for every day in the year, or 
at the rate of more than $1,000,000 
weekly. So great has been the growth 
of the industry, and so rapid the In­

in price of the metal that the 
production of three counties of the 
single state of Michigan is as great 
in value as the entire copper produc­
tion of the United States as recent­
ly as 1897—bnly nine years ago—and 
double the value of the entire copper 
output of the United Stated in a year 
as comparatively recent as 1889.

Figuring copper at an average price, 
throughout the globe, of 20^4 cents per 
pound, which is a trifle below the av­
erage quotations, the mines of the 
world are making copper at the rate 
of exactly a million dollars per day, 
for every day in the year, including 
Sundays and holidays.

Compared with copper, the value of 
the gold and silver production of the 
United States is as a minor fraction, 
great as' is the output of the precious 
metals, and rapid as has been the in­
crease in production of the money 
metals by the mines of America. An­
other fact of deep interest is round in 
thè surprisingly large percentage of 
the gold and silver output of the 
country that comes as a by-product 
from the copper mines. The vast 
and rapidly increasing value of the 
copper product of the United States, 
which makes more than half of the 
copper produced in the world, is a 
most significant development.

SUFFICIENT GAS

Manager of Company Talk» of Trou­
ble» and Improvement»

The Victoria Gas eompapy'e plant 
hae been augmented to a sufficient ex­
tent to provide for the increased de­
mand without difficulty. Daring the 
recent cold snap those Victorians who 
use gas for lighting and heating pur­
poses often found It hard to obtain 
enough. The manager explains this 
by pointing out that the pipes became 
slightly frozen, thus interfering with 
the flow. There also was some trou­
ble In generating the amount needed 
to meet the requirements of patrons. 
Now the capacity of the plant has 
been enlarged, and be assures 
public that there will be no cause for 
complaint in the future. It Is quite 
likely that the company will spend a 
considerable sum of money in the ex­
tension of the mains during the spring 
ahd summer months. The manage­
ment belleVBs that were these run 
through some of the outlying resi­
dential districts the supply of gas 
which then would be available to 
them would be accepted as a boon.

Wednesday the dredge King Edward 
began work throwing the first few 
yards of mud from “Riley’s reef’ in 
James Bay, Into the hollows of the 
Empress hotel grounds. After the 
long pipe line, extending 2,000 feet, 
had been connected the arm of the 
big dredge was lowered and the rotary 
cutter began to revolve, churning silt 
to be drawn into the big centrifugal 
pump, which forced It through the 
long pipe into the flats. Not more 
than an hour’s work was accomplish­
ed yesterday. Soon after the first 
mufi was thrown through the piping 
One of the connections p.t the curve 
where the line is elevated on the bank 
at the south side of James Bay to 
cross under Government, street, near 
Belleville, came apart and a small 
fountain of mud spurted until the 
pump was stopped. The connection 
was. quickly adjusted and the work 
continued. Yesterday about ten per 
cent of solids was thrown, and when 
the leaks are packed today it Is ex­
pected that at least fifty per cent of 
solids will be carried into the hotel 
grounds. With shorter lines of pip­
ing as much as sixty per cent could 
easily be thrown, but with the 2,000 
feet and a raise of 24 feet necessary 
to bring the line up the grade from 
the pontoons on the bay to the hotel 
grounds, it is considered that not 
more than fifty per cent of solids will 
be transferred. The work will be 
carried on nine hours each day, and 
it Is expected that the 60,000 yards of 
filling will have been carried to the 
hotel grounds within three weeks at 
the most. The work Is being done by 
the crew of the dredge. One man is 
stationed near the end of the pipe, and 
a semaphore signal has been erected 
there. When the dredge Is pumping 
too rapidly he pulls down the arm, 
with the result that work is slacken­
ed by the engineer on board, the op­
erations being regulated In this man­
ner. Meanwhile others of the dredge’s 
crew watch the long pipe line, ready 
to signal for stoppage should breaks 
occur. A large number of people 
watched the operations yesterday.

A large party of students of miner­
alogy from McGill University will 
probably visit British Columbia dur­
ing the summer months.
