A MAGNIFICENT STEAMSHIP SUNK

Total Lioes of the Oregon off the
Coast of New ¥ork.

The steamer Oregon of the Cunard line,
collided with an unknown deep laden three-
mpsted schgoner on the 14th, at 4.20 4, u1.,
when between Fire [sland light and Shenni-
cook, New York, striking the steamer on the
port side, immedjately under the dining
ealoom, breaking a large hole in ber side
under water. Capt. Ovllier was below, and
the chief officer in cbarge was on the bridge.
One of the passengers states that the hole
was 80 large that one could drive a horse and
wagon through it ; aleo that when the yes-
sels collided, it sounded like the reportof an
ordinary canon. There were 185 first cabin,
second and 339 steerage and 255 crew,
who at 12.156 p. M. all were safely tranefer-
red ta the steamer Fulka. Capt, Oollier was
the last man to leave the ebip.

The Oregon was built by John Elder &
Co., at Glasgow for the Guion Line, and
launched January 26, 1883, She arrived at
New York on the initial trip Oct. 14th, 1888,
making the run from Queenstown to New
York in seven daye, eight hours and three
minutes. At that time she was the most
magnificent, the most powerful and fastest of
the translaotic veesels, with the exception of
be Ktrutia of the same line. Sbe retained
er record for the fastest epeed. In August
1884 she made the run from Queenstown to
New York in six daye, nine hours and forty-
two minutes, this being pearly twenty-four
hours shorter than her firet trip, and the
fastest on record. On her return trip to
Queenstown, she made the run in six days,
eleven hours and nine minutes. The dimen-
sions of the Oregon were 520 feet in length,
64 feet breadth of beam, 407 feet depth of
hold and 7,250 tons gross mensurement. She
was fitted to accomodate 840 saloons, 92
second cabin and 1,000 steerage puesengers,
The fittings of the Oregon were unusually
fine. The grand ealoon was capable of dining
the whole of her 340 cabin passengers at one
time, and it was placed in the fore part of
the vessel. She consumed 30 tons of coal
every 24 hours,

Hence, although be has always been commit-
ted against allowing the action of the Lords
to dictate 8 dissolution, he is now reluctantly
compelled to assent to make that the basis of
a0 early move. It is said that Mr. Gladstone
intends to deal with all tbyee branches of the
subject—QGovernment, land, and social order
—in ono single great and comprehensive
weasure, The bill will not be introduced on
April 1, the date which lord Granville
thoughtlessly aesizned for the ministerial
declaration, for Mr. Gladstone is semsitive
about the Tory gibes already heard on the
sppropriatenees of the choice of date, It will
come either immediately before or after
April 1. Liberal prophets put the totul vote
in favor of the bill at 382, which contem-
plates 40 Liberal mutineers, but I fancy that
this number is more likely to be 50, not
counting the absentees. The Tory vote will
scarcely rise above 200, The Scotch and
Welsh Liberal vote will be practically solid
for the bill, judging from the expressions one
bears from them. Lord Ilosebery bas done
much to secure this end by making the Edin-
burgh Scotsypan, of which he is a part gwner,
a stiff home rule paper ; but the Tory Welsh
landlords and parsons have done even more

course in regard to church prosecution, The
bill is expected to reach the Lords some
time during the last of May or the first of
June. It is expected that Lord Spencer will
tele charge of it, and meake a great speech
explaining the reasons which converted him

The Tories say that
not twenty Peers will vote for the bill. It
is an open question whether a dissolution
will follow that first rejection in the Lordas
or the second, but the belief of my informant
jo that thie session in either case will not Jast
1ongpr than July.
