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Strikes and Short Time.

From both Great Britain and the United
States come news of strikes, short time and
lower wages. In the former country the
tronble comes because foreigners are cur-
tailing their purchases, and in the latter
becanse home ~ customers are doing the
same; while in both countries producing
capacity has of late years been enormously
increased. There is a slackening of demand
in Canada, too; but what nonsense it is to
argue that free trade here would create
more employment. Suppose that stoves,
machinery, cars and locomotives were all
admitted free from the States, would that
create work for Canada mechanics? It
would createmore work in the States, but
not in Capada.

The iron shipbuilding yards of the
Clyde, for many years back so busy and
full of work, are now discharging men by
hundreds. Within a few weeks more than

five thousand men in these yards have been

thfown idle, not because of any dispute
about wages, but simply because there was
nothing for them to do. In the cotton
trade the present prospect is no better; in

Lancashire the talk is all of reduced profits,

Jower wages, and short time.

We hear news of the same kind from the
United States. There the large steel and

" ‘iron works, which are mainly kept agoing
by, the railways, are contracting opera-
tions, because they cannot force people to
buy what they don’t want. There is
nothing for it but to wait until demand re-
covers, and men with money to spare
choose to invest it. Over the border
it is believed by some good judges
of the situation that a turn is not far off,
and that the very low prices now ruling
for iron and steel will induce large invest-
ments at an early day. There are exten-
sive buyers now watching and waiting for
bottom prices, and when they think bot-
tom has been touched they will come into
the market, and things will mend from
that time forward, This isa view that
has some strong points in its favor.

Such being the general aspect on both
sides of the Atlantic, we should say that
the present is a bad time for strikes. On
this side the prospects are good for an
early recovery, but meantime the/work-
men’s unions .would be well advised to
leave strikes alone, and to work along as
best they can with what the times afford.

A lloims Emigration Agent.

The Winnipeg Times recently drew at-
tention to the case of a certain Mr. H. C.
Lea, who was reported by an English
paper, at Burton-on-Trent, to be represent-
ing himself as a Dominion emigration
agent, and to be holding forth induce-
ments as follows :

1 intend in the month of March, 1884,
to personally conduct a party of 300 immi-
grants to Canada by the Beaver line of
steamers Zfrom Liverpool to Quebec, re-
maining with them until comfortably
settled: the party to consist of capitalists,
bricklayers, masons, carpenters, joiners,
ahd domestic servants. While in this
country you are working for wages which
are scarcely sufficient to keep you, and em-
ployment is getting more difficult to find
in consequence of-the rapid increase of the
population (over one thousand every
twenty-four hours), there is on the other
side of the Atlantic room for all. The fol-
lowing will give you some idea of the
wages paid : Colliers from 12s. 6d. to 30s.
a day; farm laborers from 25s. to 45s. per
week, with board and lodging; domestic
servants, 50s. to :80s. per month; brick-
layers, 16s. 8d. to. 30s. per day; and other
wages xg proportion.”

The Winnipeg Times very properly de-

Mr. Lea is not employcd by the dominion
government, but.very probably he is em-
ployed by some steamship companies or
_parish boards of guardians in England,
whose object is to make a boom in assisted
emigration.  As we have before endeavored
to show, such customers as he are worth
watching.

Assessments and Exemptions.

To the Editor of the World.

Sir: More than fifty years ago a similar
law to that which now sanctions the exi
tence in this province of the union of trades
was adopted in England, and it has never
been disturbed. The reasons which justi-
fied its enactment at that remote date are
identical with those which forced a dupli-
cate of it on thisside of the Atlantic. And
had the measure been promptly imported
here doubtless many of the members of
existing associations would have been
spared many of the cares and anxieties
which they must have experienced before
they combined and attained their present
lawful and equitable recognition. Repre-
sentatives from the class of artizans are as
fitted for public positions as are those of
all other classes. All they require is ex-
perience, but they will never get it with-
out making a start for it, The nature of
their vocations in general precludes them
from seeking municipal -positions, where
their value would be more directly felt by
the electorate; still there must be many of
them who could spare  from :their
workshops the occasional hours - of
one or two afternoons which -are
exactel by the respective ' com-
mitices of the city council. As to this,
howes er, they are the better judges. But
beyoud dispute, they have become a power
for good in the land from the simple fact
that they are looking after themse ves,and
by so doing must look after others. who
hitherto have lived and flourished largely
at their expense and without making an
adequate return. So long as combinations
are not political organizations they cannot
be deceived ; but by becoming such they
will open the door to demagogueism and to
its terrible consequences.

The tendency to perpetuate existing, or
to create additional l;ﬁss distinctions, or
privileges, is as rampant as ever ; and it is
a source of regretful surprise that the in-
fluential and intelligent masses who are
incessantly railing against the iniquity and
injustice of the present system of taxation
do not take active measures for its anni-
hilation: The most startling piece of
effrontery which has been displayed in our
council chamber for a long time was the
recent motion of an alderman to admit
Brockton, Rosedale and Riverside to the

ights and liberties of this city on condi-
tion that, in addition to the honor to be
conferred on them by such an al-
liance, the general ratepayers should
be compelles té pay the greater
rt of the taxes on the cow pastures; pad-
docks and gardens within the limits of
those respective places until they shall be-
come so valuable by means of surrounding
improvements that it would be folly on the
rt of their owners to withhold them any
on%er from the market. That is the lit-
eral meaning of the resolution in gnestion,
as our past experience of a similar iniquity
which was strangled-by the council of
1880, but which it is now attempted to
produce, can prove. j

It is a simple proceeding %o prevent a
wrong when the public have notice that
its preparation is being contemplated, but
it is a difficult matter to remove one after
its growth had been tacitly acquiesced in
by the inaction of those who were,and are.
most seriously affected by it. So the time
has now arrived when all,not some,but all
invidious exemptions should be blotted out
of vur statutes, so that pleasant laws may
not any longer prevail for the richer
classes “alone, and trying ones only for
others who are not beneath the softening
shadows of the former. The boom has
broken—and the pent-up hopes, which
spring from well known and in certain in-
stances lamentable causes, of a t
many speculatorsand victims of misplaced
confidence have emptied into the
basin of disappointment, and their ven-
tures can only be preserved, if at all, by
the balance of economy. Hence may we
expect for one year at least to find domes-
tic expenses considerably reduced through-
out the province, and more particularly in
this city; and as a co uence the usual
average stock on hand of manulacturers,
traders and others will likewise become di-
minished. The people know what that
means, and in their idle hours they will
then feel what a burthen it is to pay their
own share of the municipal taxes, and what
a wrong it is that, by the laws of the prov-
ince, they are also compelled to pay in ad-
