This circumstance indicates that the trouble
between the Jew bankers of Earope and
the Russian government will not be easily
settled, and that the latter may for some
time to come find it diffioult to obtain the
sipews of war just when these are most
wanted, We are not to suppose that wand
of money slone would suffice to prevent
Rusia from going to war, if war
ghe was determined to have. The
government would simply'set its steel-plate
presses to work, and issue its own paper to
any amount, as it did du.ing the Crimean
war., That money would mot pay for

United States, but every Russian sunject
would baee to take it, or do worse, For,
be it observed;-the czar has no press, or

sconomy that dareinterpose objections, or
lesture him on the evils of & government
paper currency. ~

But Bleichroder himself is a Jew, why,
then, does he appesr willing to lend to the
Czar, when his kindred the Rothchilds'
pefuse? It might be replied, probably be-
cause he lives in Berlin, is deep’y iater-
ested in German affsirs, and wishes to be
very careful about offending Bismarck,

A good deal of money belonging to
thrif y Germaos is invested in Russian
gecurities already, and the holders are
geriously troubled at the prospect of an
Afghan war, which would quickly put the
value of this proper y of theirs down to a
wery low point, One account describes
them as being so loaded up that, should
war occur, a financial panic in Barlin wonld
be one of its speediest results, Doubtles,
Bismarck has his eye on this poasible
gom ce of trouble for himself.

Another d:flicalty there is which Russia
may have to face. a pretty serious one too,
though so very little has been said about it
in the papers. Among the many wild
tribes of Central Asia that Ruasia has con-
quered, there are some of such temper that
they will not stay conquered, unless under
terror of superior force near at hand. Any
considerable reverse to the Russian arms
in Afghanistan would almost certainly
bring on an attack in the rear by ma
thousands of hostile semi-savages, who,
though often defeated before, are not yet
wholly subdued. For Russia the diffi :ulty
ef raising money is a certainty from the
start; while the contingency of & Tartar or
Turkoman iosurrzction in the rear is one
which her milifary authorities dare not dis,
regard.

through Herat. This British trade goes
largely into Russian territory, to the
injury of Russisn manufacturers.

The Two Oarsmen.

William Beach was born in Addlestone,
Surrey, September 6, 1851, and went to
Australia- when only four years of age, He
began to row in small boats when ne was
in his teens but did not attract attention
until three years ago, when he first stepped
into an outrigger and began to show the
local oarsmen of Sydney that mauscle
counted big in aquatic achievements. His
laborions life as farmer and blacksmith
had hardeved his frame and made him al-
His training was poor
at firat, but latterly he got into the hands
of Tom Kelly, an ex-professional, and was
backed by J. G, Deebje for local contests.
These shrewd fellows made up their minds
that Beach was a much better man than
Trickett or Laycock, and they kept him in
training for nearly a year acd- a half for
the great race with Hanlan for $2500
and the championship of the world.
The course over the Paramatta is
three miles and 330 yards, Beach
rowed up to the siarting point in
magnificent condi ion, his muscles s:anding
out in bunches and his ruddy brown . color
denoting perfect health. Hanlan, who
had been giving exbibitions and having &
sociable time for weeks, was less bardy at
the decisive moment. The betting was two
to one in favor of the Toronto man. For
the fi st mile the men kept well together,
Hanian drawing ahead less than two
lengths. Suddenly Beach set his muscular
machinery in motion, and by a terrific
spurt rapidly drew np, rowing past him
amid tremendous excitement, lan’s
friends were dumbfounded. They looked
to see him recover the lost ground but he
was geitle. His stroke bad ccme down to
32 at a mile and a ha'f, with Beach
siowly forging past at 36. A  Han-
lan ceased rowing for a moment
and then pulled over into Beach's
water and held up his hand to claim a foul.
This was prompiiy disallowed. After get-
ting clear, B:ach dashed away with great
vigor and won the race by six lengths in 20
minutes and 28 seconds. On Feb. 28 he
rowed Thos. Clifford, whom Hanlan had
previously beaten eamsily, and had no
trouble in disposing of him. e

Therace that Beach has now won makes
him beyond doubt the champion of the
world, and would seem to imply thaat Han
lan has at last msta better man. There is
sometalk of the Australian visi i,g Eogland
and poesibly America. If he does, Hanlan
will doub:less give him another tussle f.r it
under more pici eir t: a8
