Forty Non-union Men Poisoned—One Man 

Dies—An Inquest to Be Bold.
Wilkksbarre, Fa., Dec. 11.—O. W 

Guerley, a non-union telegraph operator, 
who was taken to the hospital yesterday, 
died last night after suffering with all the 
symptoms of arsenic poisoning.

Guerley wee taken sick on Thursday even­
ing, aud reported off duty owing to whet 
he thought woe a severe attack'd colic.

About midnight he became so weak from 
the excruciating pain he suffered that word 
was sept to Superintendent Ester of the 
Lehigh Valley, who had the sick man taken 
to the hospital in \ company ambulance.

Here tbs physicians found him suffering 
from whet they believed wee arsenical 
poisoaing, end endeavored by every means 
in their power to save him, bat be sank 
gradually until Friday night, when be 
rallied for a short time and was able to 
talk.

He said he could not imagine where lie 
oouid have eaten any food that was pois­
oned, but that on Thursday afternoon he 
etc a veal cutlet at a restaurant, and a 
short time afterward was first taken ill.

During the week some 30 to 40 of the 
non-union men who boarded at the same 
restaurant suffered from severe cramp» in 
the etoinach. The coroner ordered en 
autopsy, whioh revealed distinct traces of 
poisoning.

The stomach had almost been eaten away. 
They will make » careful diagnosis of the 
ease, and give their evidence at the inquest 
to-morrow.

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Ryrie Bros.someTuberculosis In Animal.
Editor World: The question of the pre­

vention of tuberculosis in man and animals 
is the most important subject which at pre­
sent should engage the attention of medical 
•nd veterinary science. The revelations in 
Saturday’s World regarding the many coses 
of tubercnlotie which have occurred daring 
the post few months at the Agricultural 
College in Guelph may be somewhat 
start ing to the general publie. There ia 
nothing surprising, however, in these re­
velation» to those who have given this sub­
ject any attention. In fact there is con­
siderable probability that over 10 per sent, 
of all the cattle supplying milk to Toronto 
are tubercular and that the milk end meat 
from consumptive cows are being constent- 
ly sold throughout the cities and towns of 
this province. Other countries are in the 
same, or worse, condition, for this is 
tne mt st prevalent disease on the 
face of the earth. In Berlin (Germany) 
of all the cattle slaughtered in 1890, 4.5 
per cent, were tubercular, lu Saxony in 
1889 of 34,975 cattle inspected 3986, or 11.4 
per cent., were tubercular. Frequently 
whole horde of expensive thoroughbred 
cattle are affected with the disease, for it is 
a contagious disease. Iu March last al­
most an entire herd iu the township of 
York was said to be affected, and the mat­
ter was under investigation by our local 
Board of Health, As a number of these 
cattle were proved to be diseased and the 
balance were suspected also of being tuber­
cule.1 it would be iuteresting to know what 
has since become of these anime!». And now 
as to the remedy. In a paper reed 
lost summer before the Ontario Medical 
Asepciallon on the “Prevention of Tuber­
culosis in Ontario,” my views on the sub­
ject were fully discussed (anyone specially 
interested can obtain a copy of the piper by 
addressing me).

Briefly in reference to cattle they are a» 
follows: The public should be secured 
from danger from tubercular milk or meat 
by means of a rigid and systematic inspec­
tion of all cattle, and specially qualified in­
spectors should be detailed for this work. 
The notification of the health authorities 
by owners of infected animals should be 
made conpuleory.

All tubercular animale should be con­
demned and killed after having been valued 
and paid for by (be Government.
