His 
name, more than that of another man 
in Canada except Sir Donald Smith and 
Lord Mount-Stepben, had been identi­
fied with the financial growth of the 
Dominion. After leaving Renfrew, 
Ont., be entered the firm of Stuart, Mc­
Intyre & Co., dry goods merchants of 
this city. The history of this firm typi­
fies the history of Montreal for the last 
forty years. It was first known ae the 
house of Stuart, McIntyre & Co. The 
leading partner. Mr. Stuart, was an 
Edinburgh merchant, who extended and 
finally transferred his business to Can­
ada. -The second member was Mr. 
Robert McIntyre, patron of his young 
friend, the subject of this Sketch.

From the status of a rather poorly paid 
clerk in a comparatively humble coun­
try store, young McIntyre, with the pro­
gress of the firm, the development of his 
own force of character and the acquisi­
tion of an immense fund of commercial 
knowledge, rose to a complete mastery of 
one of the best business houses in the 
metropolis.

But it is Mr. McIntyre’s career as a 
railway contractor and manipulator that 
appears with greater force to the sense 
of tlie romantic with which the major­
ity of men regard the biography of a 
great financier.

Quicksilver,
Washington, June 19.—The Senate to­

day added a new paragraph to the Tariff bill 
putting a tariff of 3c per do* on eggs.

It is stated it has been practically decid­
ed by those in control of the Tariff bill in the 
Senate that there is to be further revision 
of the sugar schedule. It is understood 
the sugar schedule, as it will finally be 
adopted, will place a duty of 40 per cent, 
ad valorem on raw sugars and end there.

The discriminating duty of 1-lOth of a 
cent against all countries paying an export 
bounty on refined sugars will be eliminated 
from the bill, as it is claimed that the 40 
per cent, gives ample protection to the re­
finers, to say nothing of the differential 

[that is allowed them. The sugar schedule 
will &lso be further amended so as to make 

i it go ihjto effect when the other parts of the 
1 bill go into effect—immediately upon its 
I passage.

The Wool Ached ule to Be Changed.
Another change will also be made in the 

wool schedule. As agreed to, the rate on 
the finished product in men’s clothing is 
fixed at 45 per cent., while the duty on 
cloth entering into the manufacture of the 
same grade of goeds is fixed at 50 per cent. 
This is a distrimination against the manu­
facture in this country that will be remedied 
by increasing the duty on the finished pro­
duct to SO per cent.

The Marquis 
of Ripon, Secretary of State for the Colon­
ies, presided. Sir George, in replying to a 
speech of welcome, made a warm defence 
of the principle of Home R&le. A 
recognition of the magic force of self- 
government, he said, might re-unite 
ib the indissoluble bonds of brotherhood all 
sections of the English-speaking people.

as they had ever been known in the 
United States and Canada. It was the 
terrible depression of the seventies 
which led to tlie embarrassment of the 
Mackenzie regime. The difference be­
tween Mr. Foster and Mr. Abbott be­
came more pronounced ; the road was 
deeply in debt and its business had 
fallen to a minimum. The condition of 
the C. C. R was desperate.

Then it was Mr. McIntyre first proved 
his prescience and power as a man of 
affairs and a financier. He joined the 
party of Mr. Foster and won. About 
two years later Mr. Foster died and Mr. 
Mclutyre assumed jjis contracts for the 
continuance of the road. He saw far 
into the future. The little “one-horse’* 
C. C. R was to become one of the 
■mightiest railways the world has ever 

That was his guiding faith. Im­
mediately be undertook its extension 
from Pembroke, Out., westward, as 
folk thought, to Lake Nipissing, but, as 
he had determined, away across the 
prairie and the Great Rockies to the Pa­
cific Sea. He had almost completed his 
contract with the Mackenzie Govern­
ment, and the rails were being laid to 
Collander, Ont., named after the birth 
place of Mr. McIntyre iu the old land. 
At this junction carne the federal elec­
tion of 1878 and the Mackenzie Govern­
ment “toppled to its fall.”

Sir Johu Macdonald pushed the C.P.R. 
policy to the front and times began to 
revive. The Canada' Ceutral, including 
the Brockville and Ottawa, began to do 
a “roaring trade.” The tide had turned. 
Mr. McIntyre was at the head of the 
road. He held the key of the West. He 
had bought the road from the English 
creditors of the estate for a round mil­
lion dollars. He sold to the Canadian 
Pacific syndicate for t(ree millions. 
Meantime lie had gone to Eugland to 
consummate tlie deal for the purchase 
of the C.C.R Iu London he met Sir 
John Macdonald, Sir George Stephen 
(now Lord Mount-Stephen, the Hon. 
Jolm Henry Pope, Minister of Railways, 
and Malcolm Cameron, floating

THE NEBULOUS SCHEME OF THE C.P.B. 
With these gentlemen he sailed home to 
Montreal, and on tlie return voyage the 
great enterprise took definite shape. It 

on reaching Hochelaga from this 
trip Uiat Sir Johu Macdonald made that 
memorable speech, in which he express­
ed the hope that he would live to drive 
tlie last spike in the trans-continental 
road, or look down from heaven on its 
completion. For the consummation 
of this wish, the Premier relied on the 
experience and enterprise of Mr. 
Duncan McIntyre. Mr, McIntyre was 
a strange compound, with much of the 
Carlyle brusqueness in his manner. 
He "really knew only two classes 
of people—thk people who were ready to 
admire him, who were his personal 
frieuds, and the people who “bucked” 
against or thwarted any of his schemes, 
whom lie counted as his enemies to be 
fought to the death. In his financial 
dealings Tie believed thoroughly in the 
advantages of system and the elimina­
tion of the element of chance, when 
possible. Through the early days of tlie 
building of the Canadian Pacific, he was 
credited with having steered the finances - 
of the concern thsougli many a danger­
ous eddy and generally with a profit to 
himself-and his co-directors. He had 
the placid contempt that all good busi­
ness men have for schemes of visionary- 
minded ïmeu. He brought all bis 
intelligence to bear upon any financial 
scheme in which lie was interested, and
ran tlie risk very often of displeasing 
associates by holding fast his matured 
opinion. His mind made up, he had 
the Scotch stubbornness to resist being 
niove<( from liis position. He was am­
bitious, and nearly every step taken by 
him in liis career as a business man was 
with a view to strengthening liis public 
position in tlie world. He got in on 
the “ ground floor ” at the organi­
zation of tlie Canadian Pacific Railway 
Co. in 1880 and in the year 1881 it 
obtained power from tlie Dominion Par­
liament to issue stock to the amount of 
$20,000,000 in addition to the original 
$5,000,000 of founders shares, and thus

Some property 
was transferred to him and held in trust. 
He says he made a tender of the balance, 
less his fees, before leaving Toronto. Hie 
client was not willing to allow the fee and 
there the matter reel».

He says he will subpoena witnesses and 
prove hie innocence before Commissioner 
Fairchild.
