From Hamkow it is
reported that a day had been fixed for
attacking the foreigners, but as that
kind of thing had been going on for
the past three years no particular at-
tention was paid to it until news came
that a despatch had come from Pekin
ordering a reduction of 20 per cent.
in the pay of the Wuchang garrison
and the discharge of a ' considerable
number of soldiers for the sake of econ-

12) of all foreign ladies and children,
as well as of the girls in the American
mission boarding house, from Wu-
chang to the concession. Whether, ow-
ing to these precautions or to some

In Kiukang also a feeling of uneasi-
ness prevails. .

In Wenchow things are not dissimi-
lar.

Mohammedan /Rebellion.

The Mohammeda,n/ rebellion still con-
tinues to defy the resources of the
Chinese authorities, Troops are being
sent up the river by steamers from
Hanghow to the scene of disturbance,
but as they are a rabble of the same
quality that made such a miserable

| stand against the Japanese in the re-

cent war their ability to quell the re-
bellion is very doubtful

It is stated that the Mohammedans
have now completely invested Lan-
chow, the capital of Kansu.

The Japanése Prince-Imperial is
slowly mending, but many months
must elapse before he is restored to
full health.

The details.of the investigation con-
ducted at Kucheng in the presence
a commission, consisting of “two Con-
suls, British and American, and other
foreignets, have been published.

Trial of the Culprits.

The commission reached Kucheng
on.Aug. 17, and by the 20th the pre-
fect had received telegraphic instruc-
tions from the Viceroy telling him to
do exactly as the Consuls wished. Ac-
cordingly, the examination of the pris-
oners commenced on Wednesddy, the
21st; or rather -their re-examination,
for before being brought up to give
their evidence in the presence of the
foreign commissioners, they had al-
ready been questioned by the Chinese
Magistrate.

It was conclusively proved that not
more than 100 Vegetarians were pre-
sent at the murdering and burning.
Some 200 set out from the association’s
fﬂstgesses in the hills, but a numbecr
of them dwindled away en route. Very
few .of them seam t0 have known ex-
actly what was in contemplation. They
went along in blind obedience to their
leaders, but were ready enough to
stab and plunder when the occasion
presented itself.

Indeed, thé general program of the
Vegetarians in the Kuecheng district
is violence. The principle of their
procedure is to take the place of the
duly constituted authorities, and to
substitute a reign of force for the con-
trol of legal tribunal.

Even the Kucheng Vegetarians pro-
fess to be nothing more than an anti-
cpium society.

Several of the prisoners recently ex-
amined said that they had entered its

the opium vice. In practice, however,
the regular custom of the leaders is
to settle by force disputes that would
otherwise go before the law courts,and
an instance is on record of their
openly entering the yamen of a magis-
trate and compelling him to delease
scme of their associates whom he had
arrested. i

There can be no doubt that the culp-
able perfunctoriness of the local au-

tarians was ultimately responsible for
the Kucheng tragedy. Magistrate af-
ter magistrate had paltered with the
law-breakers, and when ' at last two
hundred soldiers were sent, they lay
iractive in Kucheng while their pre-
sence was ascribed by the leaders of
the Vegetarians to foreign interfer-
ence.

The murderers of the missionaries
appear to have facilitated their own
apprehension. by openly boasting of
what they had done.

At Kuecheng the proverbial cupidity
of the penurious of the Chinese was
excited by the promise of large re-
wards—as much as $900 were paid for
the apprehension of one of the lead-
ers—and it is said that two cartloads
of silver were distributed from - the
magistrates’ yamen in connection with
the arrests.

His motives are a mystery, but
the evidence shows that he went among
the Vegetarians telling their fortunes,
and that he made a point of warning
tkem that they must choose between
killing the foreigners or being done to
death by them. *
