Altrough 1t i8 a matter well known
to ycu, venerable brethren, Wo think
4t opportuns to recall the origin and
pecessity of these Instltutlons, the frult
ot ‘Our solicitude and your loving care,
In order that all may understand the
thought that dnspired them, and the
Teliglous, moral, and charitable deslgn
to which they were directed. After the
Tuin of the temporal power of the Pope,
the Church’s elements of life and ac-
‘on, its natural and secular tnfluence
in public and soctal arrangements, were
gradually taken away. By progressive
steps  which were systemized they
closed monasteries and convents; by
the confiscation of eccleaiastical goods
thoy dissiputed the greatest part of
the patrimony of the Church; they im-
posed military service on clerles; they
fetler the lberty of tho eccleslastical
minlstry by arbitrary and unjust ar-

by Ing  efforts
they sought to remove the rellgious
and Christian impress trom all the pub-
Ho dnstitutions; they favoured the dls-
sentlent forms of worship, and whilst
the most ample freedom was granted
to the Masonic sect, odlous intolerance
and vexatlons were reserved for that
religion ulone which hae always been

the glory protection, and strength of
the Ltallans.

We did not fail to ratse Our voice
agalnst theso serious and repeated at-

thought that, golng back from the efe
feots to the causes, and profiiting by
the bitter lessons recetved, they would
return to the Christian standards of
socfal order by which natlons are re.
stored, If they are not to be allowed to
perish, and that therefore they would
hold In honour the principles of Justice,
probity, and religlon, to which are to
e mainly attributed even the material
welfate of the people. We thought at
least that, In looklng for the authors
and &ccomplices of these outbreaks,
they would seck them amongst those
who oppose Catholle teaching, and,
through naturallstn, and sclentific and
politieal materialism, stir up eveny kind
of Inordinate cupidity amongst those
who, under cover of sectarlan gather-
ings, conceat evil deslgns, and take up
arms against order and the security of
soclaty.  And Indeed there were not
wanting even in the camp of the enemy
some elevated and Impartfal minds who
understood, and had the pralseworthy
courage to procladm publely the true

ground for thelt unjustifiublo ostractsm
of those socletles, We dosire that this
mi d: nding shonld be

once for all.
