Il. PUBLIC ScHooL LEAvING EXAMINATION.
-The changes with respect to the Leditng Ex-
amination. are as follows :

(1) The subjects of the Fifth Form may be
taught in any school. irrespective of the num-
ber of teachers on the st or " grade of cer-
tificate which they nay hbld. Pupils may

write a the Leaving Examination without
havlng passed the Entrance Examînation.

(2) The examinations will be conducted-by
the Board of Examiners having chage 0f the
Entrance Examination, and will b1 d for at
the same rate per candidate.

(3) Physiology and Temperance are compul-
sory' and the axarnination in this subject wll
, "the grund covered by the new text-
book.

(4) The subjects of Eucild and Algebra will be
included In a small text-book which will be the
basts f the examination and will be ready
about Igt Octobar.

(5) Agriculture, Botany, and Physics are
optional subjects: the course in each to be
determined by the teacher, subject to the
approval of the Inspector.

(6) The HIgh School Reader will be used for
Reading and Literature. The Public School
Arttbmectic will ha eniarged ta, admtit of greatar
pracice In Commercial work, but no change
wIll be made in Its price. The additional exer-
cises will be required for the Fifth Form. The
taxt books in t he other subjactà3 wil hab those
authorized for Public Schools.

(7) Candidates who obtain Public School Leav-
ing certificates shall be entitled to admission
into the classes In Form II. of a High School in
all the subjects of that examination, and the
Commercial course for the Primary should, if

oible, be completed hfore they enter the
Righ School. Candidates who f ail et the Leav-

in Examination but who obtain 25 par cent. of
the marks for each subject, wlll ha admitted to
a High School.

Ii. HIGH ScHOOL PRIMARY EXAMINATION.-
il) The course prescribed for the Primary Ex-
amination wit the Science option mnay ha
taugbt tn any Public School, subject to the ap-
proval of the Trustees and the Inspecter.

12) The amount of school work prescribed for
the Commercial course bas been reduced and
the detatîs of the course nmodtfied, espectally in
Drawing. The examination of all candidates
will be conducted by the Principal of the High
School and the High School teacher In charge
of such subjects, but a written examination
will be required, in addition, on papersprepared
by the Departmeut. For 1894, any four of the
books of the High School Drawing course will
be accepted, In the case of candidates for the
Primary Examination, in lieu of the prescribed
books of the new course, and any two books in
the case of other pupils. The work done in
Book-keeping in the b ank books hitherto used,
will also ha accepted for 1894.

S3) The whole of Euclid Book I. is now pres-
cribed and will form the subject for examina-
tion In 1894

Minor details of the proposed changes will be
found in the Uegulations, to which your atten-
tion ts respectfully directed.
