Labor is honorable on other grounds, It
contributes to the prosperity of the country,
and whatever conducea to » natlon’s welfare
s most worthy of commendation. It fa net
the office or oocupation that dignlfiea the
mén, but {t Is the man shat dignifies the
office,

' “Honor sud shame from no condition rise ;
Act well your pary—thera all the honor lies,”

Cinolnnatua lsnt dignity to agricultore by
working at the plough. Chaliguls, by an in-
famous life, degraded his crown and fmperial
purple. .

De Tocqueville could not pay & juster and
more beansiful tribute of praise to the genius
of our country than when he wrote, In 1825,
that every honest ooocupation In the United
States was honorable, The honoat Induatrl-
ons man {s honored amoog ms, whether he
worke with his hands or with kis bralos, be-
oause he iy indlapensable to the natlon’s pro-
gresa. He ls the bee in the secisl hive ; he
is the benetactor of his race, becaunse he is
alwaya producing somethiug for the common
‘weal,

“ (od blesa the noble workinﬁ men
‘Who rear the cities of the plain,

Who dig the mines and build the ships,
And drive the commerce of the main.
God blasa them ! for their swarthy hands

Have wrought the glory of our lands,”

HOW LABOR IB HONORED IN THEIS COUNTRY,

Abs an evidenos of the esteem In which the
thriity son of toll Is held among ue, we eee
from daily observation that the humblest
avocations of life are no bar whatever to the
highest preferment In the Commonwealth,
when talent and ability are allled to patlent
industry. Franklin was a printer, Presldent
Lincoln's youthfal days were spent in wield-
ing the axe and in handling $he ploagh on his
father's farm. President Johnson in hia boy-
hood was apprenticed to a tallor. Grant
wan the 2om of a tanner, and Garfisld once
drove a oanal-boat. The examples are gliven
not to excite a feverish ambition in the heart
of the laberer or the artisup, but to illustrate
the troth that no stafn is affixed to the low-
leat pursnits of life,

In honoring and upholdiog Iabor, the na-
tion is strengthening its own hands as well as
paylog a tribute to worth, For a contented
and bappy working olasa i» the best safe-
gaard of the Rapublic, while ll-pald and dis-
contented laborers, llke the starviog and en-
alaved populace of Roma In the time of Au-
guatus Casr, would be a comstant menace
_ and reproach to the country,

IMPORTANCE OF ORGANIZATION,

Labor han {ts sacred rights as well ar its
dignity. Paramount among the rights ot the
laboring clasees iz thelr privilege to organize,
or to form themselves Into societios for their
mutual protection ani benefit. It Is in ac-
cordance with nasnral right that thoss who
have one common intereat abould unite to-
gether for its promotion, Our medern labor
amsooiations are she legitimate sucoessors of
the anolent guilds of England,

In onr days thers Is & universsl tendency
towards organization in every department of
trade and business. In unlon thare Is
strength In the physfoal, moral and aocial
world ; and jest as the power and majesty of
our Republlc are derlved from the political
union of the neveral States, 10 do men clearly
perceive that the healthy combination eof
humasn forces in the eoonomic world oan ac-
complish reralts which oould net be effected
by any Individaal effort. Thronghout the
United Statea and Great Britain there Is to-
day & continuous network of syndicates and
trusts, of coompanies and partnerships,so that
every eperation, from the construction of a
loviathan steamuhip to the manufacture of a
needle, is controlled by a corporation.

When corporations thus combine, It Ia
quite natural that mechanice snd laborera
should follow thelr example. It would be as
unjuat to deny to workingmen the right %o
band together because of the abuses incldent
to such combinations, as to withold the same
right from capitalista because they sometimes
unwarrantly seek te orueh eor abaorb weak
rivaln.

SECRET SOCIETIES,

Adgother potent reason for emcouraging
laber unlona suggenta itself. Seoret aocieties,
Iurking in dark places and plotting the aver-
throw of exiating gevernments, have been the
bane of Oontinental Enrcpe, The represlve
polloy of thote governments, aud thelr mis.
truss of the futelligence and the virtne of the
peopls, have given rise to thess mischisvious
organizations ; fer men are apt te oonspire in
seoret if not permitted to exprem thelr visawa
openly, Tha public recognition among us of
the right to organizs timplies a confdence’in
the Intelligenos and honesty of the mxuses ; it
affords them an opportrultyof training them-
galves in the- schools of self-government and
the art of self-discipline ; i takes away from
them every exounse and pretext for the forma-

light of gubilo scratiny the csnatitation and |
1sws of the reapolations and the delfberations
of the members; it Inyplres thom with a zenss
of thalr responsibility an oltivens, and witha
Iaudable desire of meriting the approval of
thelr fellow altizens, *<It Ia better,”’ as Mat-
shew Arnold obeerves, *‘thas the body of the
peeple, with all it faults, should ast for Itself
and control ita own affairs,than that it should
be not aside s Iguorant and incapable, and
have Itn affales manased for §¢ by s so.called
superier class.” :

THE RIGHTS OF EMPLOYERS.

God forbld thas the prorogatives which we

are malntaining for the working olsases

should be constructed as Implyiog the slight-

ost invasion of the rights and antonomy of
employers., There should not and need not

be any conflict between Iabor and oapital,

sinae both are necewsary for the public good,
and the one depends on the co-operation of
the other, A contest batween the employsr
and the employed ia a8 unreasonable and as
hartfal to the soolal body as a war between

the head and hands would be to the phyaical
bady. Such an antagonism recalls the fabled
censpiracy on the part of the membera of the
body against the stomash, Whoever tries t0
thow dincerd between the capltalist and the
laborer in the enemy of soclial order. Every
meaxure should therefore be discountenanced
that nustaine the one at the expense of the
other. Whoever strives to Ilmprove the
frisndly relatlons between the proprietora
and the labor nnlons,by suggesting the sifeot-
nsl means of diminishing and even removing
the oanses of dlscontent, in a benefactor to
the community. With this relo end In view
we venture to touch this delioate subject, and
if these linea contribate in some small measure
to strengthen the bond of union bstween the
enterprising men of capital and the sons of
toll, we ahall be amply rewarded.

WHAT THE LABORER 15 ENTITLED TO.

That * the laborer is worthy of hia hire" Ia
the teaching of Christ as well as the dlotate
of reasen itsolf, Hoa is entitled to a talr and
just compensation for bis services. He de-
nervea romething more, and that is kind and
considerate treatment, There would ba lese
ground for complaint agsinst employers it
they kept in view the golden maxlm of ths
Gospel : ** Whatsover yon would that men
should do unto you, do ye also to them,”

THE PLEASURE OF MAKING OTHESS HAPFY,

Ocor aympathlea for those In our smploy,
whether in the household, the mines, or the
factory, are wonderfully quickened by put-
$iog cnreslves in their place, and asking our-
selves how we would wish to be treated under
similar oircumetances, Ve should remember
that they are fellow-belogs ; they have feel-
Ings like suraelvea ; that they are stung by &
senge of Injustioe, repelled by an overhearing
apirit, and eoftened by kindness ; and that it
largely rests with us whether their hearts and
homes are to be clouded_with serrow or radl-
ant with joy.

Surely men do not amases wealth for the sole
pleasnre of counting thelr bonds and contem-
plating their gold in aecret, No ! They ao-
quire it In the hopa that it will contribute to
thelr rasional comfort and happlness. Now,
there Iy no enjoyment In life so pure and so
anbatantial as that which aprings from the
refiection that others are made content and
happy by our benevolence, And we are
spaaking here, not of the benevolence of gra-
tn{tous bonnty, but of falr-dealing tempered
with benignity. Considerate Kindness la like
her sister Meroy :

!¢ Te droppeth a1 the gentle rain from heaven
Upon the place beneath ; ivia twice blese'd ;
It bleseeth him that glves, and him that sakea;
*Tin mightiest in the mightieat ; it becomea
The throned monarch better than his crown.”

We are happy to say that commerloal
princes answering the description of the
Engllsh bard o not wholly belong to an ideal
and Imaginary world, but are easily fonnd In
onr great centres of commerce ; and If the
notaal condition of the average wage-worker
in this country Is a 2afs urfterion by which
we are to eatimate the character and publio
spirit of Amerlcan employers, we bellave
that an Impartial jndgment will concade to
the majority of them the honarable title of
jaat, falr-desling, and benevelent mem. Ia
our visits to England, Scotland, Ireland, and
the continent of Earope, we have studled the
condition of the laboring clases, and we are
paranaded that the American workman Ia bet.
ter pald snd fed, better clothed and housed,
snd usnally better instructed, at least In the
elaments of useful knowledge, than his hreth-
ren across the Atlantic.

Instances of gounine sympathy and benefi-
oence exercised by the heads of buainess con-
carns toward those In thelr employ could he
easily multiplied, Some times ago the head
of a Baltlmore manufacturlng company re.
celved a meseage announcing the total de.
struoctlon by a flood of his uninanred mills,
involving a  loss of three hundred and sixity-
five thomsand dollsrs, On receiving the
news, his first exclamation was: **VWhat a
losn to so many familles ! Here are two han.
dred men thrown ou! of employment !" Of
the personsl injury ke sustained, he uttered
not & word.

OFPRESSORS OF THE LABDORING CLASS,

Bat while applauding the tender {eelinga
and magnanimity of s0o many caplitaliats, we
are conatrained, in the intsreats of trnth, hu-
manity, and religlon, to proteat agoinat the
heartles conduot of othera whose number, for
the honor of onr country, is, we hepe, com-
paratively small,

When men form themselves [nto a bosiness
osrporation, thelr personality Is overshad-
owed, and thelr Individual responeibility Is
lexsened. And for this reason, many will
assent In their corporate capacity to messnres
from which the dread of public opinlen, or
the diotates ef conaclence, wonld prompt them
aa individaals to shrink. Bat perhaps the
injury Is all the more keenly felt by the
viotime of oppreaslon when inflicted by & cor-
poration, au it ia easier to obtaln redrees from
ene responsible proprietor than Irom a body
of men, most of whom may be unknown or
inacoessible to the sufferers.

No friend of his race can contemplate with-
ont palnful emotions thore heartless menop-
ollsts exhiblting a grasplog avarice whioh has
drled up every ientlment of sympathy, and a
gordid melfishness which Ia deaf to the ories of
distress, Thelr sole alm Is to realize Iarge
dividends without regard to the paramonnt
olalms of jastios and Obristian oharity,
Theee trumts and monopolies, ltke the car
Juggercant, orush every obatacle that atands
in thelr way., They endeaver—not alwaye,
1t Ia alleged, withont sucoess—to cerrupt our
national and state legislatures and muniolpal
counclls, They are so Intolerant of honest
rivelry as to use unlawful meana in driving
from bthe market all competing industries.
They compel thelr operatives to work for
starving wages, especially In mining distrlots
and faotories, wbere protests have but a fee-
bls echo and are easily mtifled by Intimida.
tion, In many places the corporations are
sald to have the monoply of storea of supply,
where exorbitant prices are oharged for the
necessarles of Iife ; bills are contracted which
the workmen are unable to pay from their
scanty wagen, and thelr foroed Insolvenoy
places them entirely as the meroy of their
taskmaaters, To auch Shylooks may well be
applied the worda of the apestle: ‘Go ta,
now, yo rich men ; weep and howl for your
miserles whioh shall come mponyon , . .

WILLIAM PITY'S RARNEST WARNING,

In she beginplog of the present century
Mr. Pitt uttersd ‘in the House of Commonn
the following words, which reveal the farage.
Ing mind of that s stateaman :

will have been so long eatablished, and the
aperatives net having any other bueiness te
fles to,that it will be in the power of any one
man Ip a town te reduce the wages; and all
ths other manufactures must follow. Then,
when ‘yon are goaded with reduotfons and
willing to flee your country, France and
Amerioa will recelve you with open arms;
and then farewell o our commerclal atate,
If everit does arrive to this pltok Parlla-
ment (if It be not then sitting) ought to be
oalled Sogether, and {f it ocannet redresa
your grievances, its powsr ia at an end. Tell
me not that Parliament cannot ; it is omnlpo-
tent to protoot.”

How tarcibly this language applies now to
our own country, and how earnestly the
warnlug shocld be heeded by the conetituted
anthoritles ! The supreme law of the land
ahould be vindicated and enforced, and am-
ple protection shovld be afforded %o legiti-

the laboring olanses, sgalnst unscrupunlouns
monopiles, It would bs also s hnmane
measure if the government Interposed ita
anthority in terbldding both capitallsts and
parents to employ children under s osrtain
age, and at a period of llfe which enght to
be devoted to shelr physical, Intellectnal, and
moral development.
OBLIGATIONS AND DUTIES OF LAROR,

But {f orgsnizatione bhave rights to
be vindloatod and grievances to be redrossed,
it ia manifest that they have also zacred ob.
ligations to be fulfilled and dangers ta gusrd
against.

An these roclstics are composed of members
very formldable In numbere, varied In charac-
ter, tempersment, and natlonality, they are,
in the nature of thlonge, more unwieldy, more
dificult to manage, more liable to disintegra
tlon, than corporations of capltalists; and
thoy hava need ot leaderz possessed of great
firmness, tacy, snd superior exacntive ability,
who will honeatly aim at censnlting the wel-
fare of the socisty they represent, without
tnfringing on the rights of thelr employers.

They ahould exercise uncearlng vigilance in
securing their body from the control of de-
signing demagogues who wonld make it anb-
servient to thelr own selfish ends, or convert
it into & politicsl engine,

They should be aleo jealous of the reputa-
tion and good name of the rank and fle «f
the soclety, ns well an of ita choten leaders,
Faor while the organization s enncbled, and
commands the reepeot of the publio, by the
moral and clvle virtuea of ita memhera, the
scandalons end unworthy condact of even a
fow of them is apt to briog reproach on the
whele body, and to excita the distrast of the
communbity. They should therefore be care-
ful to exclude from thelr ranks that tnrbulent
slement composed of men who boldly preach
the gospel of aoarohy, soofalitm, and nibil-
Ism; those land-pirates who are preylng on
the industry, commeace, and trade of the
country; whose misslon Is te pull dowrn and
not to bulld up; who, instead of upholding
the hands of the government that protects
them, ara bent on its destructleon, and, in-
stead of blessing the mother that opens her
arms to weloome them, Insult and defy her,
It such revolutioniats had thelr way, despot-
ism would supplant legltimate anthority,
llcenee would reign withont Hberty, and
gnu;t poverty would stalk throughout the
land,

INJUSTICE OF BOYCOTTING.

We are persuaded that the system of boy-
cotting, by which memberz of labor unlons are
{nstruoted not to pasronize certaln obnoxlons
business honses, Is not only dlsapproved of by
an impartial public sentiment, but thas it
does not commend itself to the mors thought-
ful snd conservative portlun of the gullds
themselver, Every man s free indeed
to seleot thaestablishment which he wishes to
denl, and In purchasing from one in preter-
ence to another he Is not violating juatice.
Bat the case Is altered when by a mandate of
the aoclety heis debarred from buylzg from
a particular firm. Such a prohibition saeaila
the liberty of the purohaser ana the rights of
the seller, and is an unwarrantable invasion
of the commercial privileges guaranteed by
the government to busineas concerns. If such
a noolal oatracism were generally in vogue, a
process of retaliation would naturally follow,
the onrrent of meroantile Interconrse would
bachecked, every centre of population would
be divided Into hoatile camps, and the good
faeling which ought to pravall [ svery com-
munity would be serlonsly Impalred, ¢ Live
and let llve” Isn wise maxim, diotated alike
by the law of trade and by Christian oharity,

STRIKES,

Experience has shown that strlkes are a
drastlo, and at best o very questlonable
remedy for the redresa of the laborer’s griev-
snces, They paralyze Industry, they often
foment fierae passions, and lead to the dee-
truction of property, and abeve all, they
rcault In inflictiog grievous Injary on the
Iabourer himself, by kesping him in enforcsd
{dleness, durlog which his mind is clouded
by diecontent, while brooding over his sito-
ation, and his family not Infrequently scffors
from the want of even the neceasaries of life.

From officisl atatistios fornishad by Brad-
street and Oarrcll D, Wright, United States
Commiassloner of Labor, for eight yaars end-
Ing Dscember, 1888, comes the following
summary :

Number of strikes in the United

States for eight yeara ....... 5,478
Number of employed involved in -

the atrikeB......ociaecaccness 1,879,282
Toss to employed in wages,....  $77,588,364

The loss inflicted by the strlkes on the
employera In bat a little over half the amaatne
sustained by the employed, who could muoh
loan afford to bear it.

ARBITRATION,

It wonld be a vast atride in the Intarests
of peaco and of the laboring classes If the pol-
loy of arbitration whioh i now gaining favor
for the settlement ef international gnarrels
wore also availed of for tbe adjnstment of
dieputes betweon capital and labor, Many
bleasings wonld result from the adeption of
this methed ; for whioch strikes, ans the name
implies, are aggressive and deatructive, arbi-
tration fe cenciliatery and constractive ; the
result in the former oate is determined by the
welght of the purse, in the Iatter by the
welght of argument.

ENEW HIS TIME HAD COME.

The Htrange Preientment of am Irisk
Boldter Come to Pars.

Iu the autuwn of '82 Gen. McClellan was
relleved from active duty in the Army of the
Paotomac and Gen. Barnside asaumed com-
msnd. Thie change was very unpopular with
the boye, who loved Little Mag, and who
fels a great degree of unocertainty in the
ability of the new commander. There was
widespread discontent in the ranks in conse-
quence of this change, Added to this the in-
vincible atrategistsa were still olamoring for
s forward movement rogardless cf timo er
favorable opportunity.

In view of these facts, It was deemed abro-
lutaly necesssry that a battle should be
fought under the new leador at the earliset
poesible moment, The first battle of Fred.
erlckeburg wan the resuit. On the day of
that battle onr brigade olimbzd the helghts on
the sonsheastern bank of the Rappabapnock,
oppotlte Frederlckaburg, and halted upon the
summit nesr some heavy battorics. Aa we
looked down upon the river, with its slender
pontaon bridge, with the clty npen Its op-
poaite margin, and as we ralsed our eyes to
corresponding helghta just back of the olty,
frowning with cannon and breastworks and
ewarming with Contederate moldiery, a pain.
ful and overpawering sense of the impossible
task before us aud the deadliness of the un-
gertaking {n its horrible magnitnde forced It-
solf upon the minda of all pressnt., A sense
of duty, the lmminence of the great davger
befors us, and tho nearncas of the conflict,
gerved to close uwp the ranks and to keep
nearly svery man in his place,

I bad been detallod with & amall sguad to
aot a8 Provost-General to prevent falling out
and straggiing to ¢he rear. Daring the shoxt
halt on the brow of the heighte, helore the
march across the river, several of the boya
came $o the rear of the column to leavs with
the chaplain valuables and messages to thelr
frlends in case anything should happen.

Among the number came MIike, a large,

ower{ul end conrageous Irishman, a great
avorite in the regiment, and a man who had
always langhed at danger and had rejolced at
the opportunityof havinga ‘“sorimmage” with
the enemy.

On this oocarion he appearsd to bo an en-
tirely different man. He approached the
chaplain with tears in bis eyes ; he gave him
s ploture of his siater living In Portland, his
Catholio oatechiem and other ralics, and in a
choked voloe gave tho nddress of friends, and
what he then declared to be his dylng mess-
age to them.

The ohsplain endeavored to cheer and en-
courage him, bat in vain.

* Chaplaln,” sald he, *I'm not afraid to
fight : I'm not afrald to die; I'm nota
coward : but there is something here,” slap-
ping his breast, ‘‘which tells me my time hus
come, OChaplain, will you pleass write my
slster a kind letter ! She Is a Christian
Catbolla and I love her dearly.”

Soon the word ‘'forward” rang along the
line, and Mlke, with the tears ceursing down
hig cheske, took his place in the ranks, The
long celumn began to move slowly down the
river, and acon inoressing Its speed to the
donble quick, over the pontoon bridge, acroms
the river Into the atreats of the olty, out en
the plains and hillside beyond it, and smolke,
ghot and shel]l and death wounnds, np to the
very frownlog jawe of death on the heights
beyond, Thae terrible charge, the murderons
repulse, repeated again and sgain that after-
noon ; the night canonade the long day fol-
lowing of the skirmish and movement, the
succeeding night snd the early morning abau-
donmont and retreat acrcas the river have
heon maay times told, Asx moon ax possible
after the battle the chaplain made earnest
ingalirlen for Mike, but no Mike waa there to
answer him.

In the terrible charge he wam seen o fall
in the forefront of the battle, and was borns
from the field fatally wounded, Hix bolater-
ous,cheerful voice,good.natured countenance,
rich brogue, and burly form wera never agala
with us. His was the most marked and
etartling oase of presentment of comlag death
ar disester taat came under my obeervation In
the army,

Army life and 1ts dangers made many of us
believe in fate—that the decree of the Great
Author had fixed the span of life for each
one, Wae are sometimes conatrained to be-
licve that & very thin curtain was stretched
batween the seen and mnoceen, and that few
mortals were permitted to lock beyond the
vieiblo, and to recelve the absoluts assurancs
of the futura fate in stora for them and near

Fearful Increase ot Orime.

Every reflectiog reader of the daily press will
not fail 8o recognize the fact that crime is in-
creasing rapidly In every town, city and village
throughout the whole land, There must be &
reason for this avalanche of vice which over-
whelme the whole land, and we think we are
not much miatakenr when we trace the origin of
this fearful increase of crime to a want of reli-
gious principles among the paople.

So recognized o fact has the inorease of the
crimiral olasses in this conntry become, that on
n recent oceasion United Btates Senator Hoar,
speakiog from eatatistios with which he was
thoroughly famihar—made this public declar-
ation: ¢ There i8 going on in the United
States a steady inerease in the number of orim,
inals mnch greater in proportion than the in-
creans in population. There were 70,000 per-
sons in prizon for erime in 1880, and there will
be more than 100,000 in prison for great and
serious crimes in 1890. Thie is the estimate of
ov, Dr, Wines, Secretary of the National
Prison Association.”

Friends of public echool education, who vain-
ly imagined thab the currioulum—together with
the natursl intelligence of American youth—
would help to form a moral and law-abiding
peopls, muat—in the face of thesa statistica—
candidly odmit that edacation withont religion
is no preventative of crime. The conscience of
man muat be thoroughly gronnded in the prin-
ciples of right and wrong, before honesty and
the other virtues which make men observers of
the law can be brought into play in order te
control men to act right and to refrain from
wrong doing.—San Fransisoo Monitor,
