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T HE prospects of our University scem
brightening in every direction ; the

iiimum of the Jubilee Fund is already
nearly reacbed. But not the least important

Mark of the general interest taken in Queen's
is the very valuable donation, by the Lord
Comrimissioners of Her Majesty's Treasury,
Of 242 volumes of xvorks on the early history

Of England, Scotland and Ireland.

England is peculiarly rich in works on the
earlY periods of ber history. No other nia-

tion possesses a document SO early or so

Va2luable as the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle, or

the collection of Anglo-Saxon laws, and of

"10 less value, though of later date, are the

] -Xchequer Rolls,or the Pipe, and Liberate

ROlls. The Doomsday Book is unique
9anong historie documients in affording in-

formnation as to the condition of landed pro-
*Perty during the reigns of the Nbrman Kîngs.

These important works afford the oppor-
tunity for mnaking independent research, and
encourage the hope that Queen's miay yet

become a great school of history on this con-

tinent. It is to be wisbied, however, that this

addition may be followed by otheis. W/e

want thevaluable collection--thegreat Pertz

Monuimenta, and the several French collec-

tions, and also Muratori's collection of Ital-

ian documents. The possession of thlese

several collections would give. us a library

of historical works unsurpassed on this con-

tinent, and this, too, at very litie cost.
From $i,200 to $i,500 would enable us 10

procure nearly coiriplete collections;, and we
sincercly trust that somne of the large-hearted
friends of Queen's may contribute the funds
to procure these collections, or any one
of themn, which should be called by bis
naine, as the Redpath collection in the mc-
Gill College library. The French and the
Pertz collections would each cost about
$ 6oo, and the Italian collection not more
thani $300. We understand that before next
session the subject of English Language and
Literature will probably be separated from

History, and a new Professor appointed, and
we trust that anew enthusiasmi maybte exciteçI
in History, to which the present Professor
will be able 10 devote ail his time and atten-
tion.

Our young country is just beginning to
make a history of her own, and it is very
important that we should be familiar with
the history of the nations of the Old World,
that we may learn practical lessons for our
guidance, may iiiate their excellencies and
avoid their errors..
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
