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Already operational is 
CANARIE’s very high speed 
experimental network which 
provides innovative businesses 
with a low-risk environment for 
the development and testing of 
new technologies and 
applications before bringing 
them to market.

This Canada-wide test-bed 
comprises seven regional test 
networks: one each in British 
Columbia, the prairie provinces, 
the Ottawa area, Quebec, 
Southern Ontario, Toronto and 
the Maritime provinces. The 
regional networks are colla­
borative projects by industry, 
universities, hospitals and 
government research institu­
tions. They are currently being 
used for trials of a large number 
of interactive and multimedia 
technologies. Discussions are
