responsibilities and corresponding rights with respect to ensuring
the safety of navigation and preserving the natural balance in the
Arctic regions.

The Covermments of Canada and the Soviet Union noted the
inmportance of developing as far as possible international cooperation
for the solution of the problem of the lmman enviromment. The United
Nations Confercnce on Ihman Envirorment Problems plamned for 1972
should be a significant step in this dircction.

The Goverrmments of Canada and the Soviet Union expressed
their desire to expand esxchanges between the two countries in as many
areas as possible, on the basis of reciprocity and mutual advantage.
For this purpose they confirmed their intention to negotiate a general
agrecment on exchanges to develop further contacts in the fields of
culture,education, and scicnce.

During the exchange of vicws on major international probleas,
the Govermients of Canada and the Sovict Union confinmmed their desire
to continue efforts to strcng'tl;on uiversal peace and reduce
international tension. They cxpressed their fim conviction tha
all questions at issuc betiecn states should be solved by pc;ccful
rneoons in accordance with the purposes and principles of the United
liations Charter. The discussions revealed that Canada and the USSR
hold similar vicirs on a nwiber of internaticnal problens.

The two povormacnts atiach greal importance to strengthening
security and proaoting multilateral cooperation in Durope. Thoy
criphasized the need for effcctive reasures to further reduce tension,
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
