
multi-dimensional, at once political, economic, ecological and cultural. Canada must 
adapt itself to this new reality and, in so doing, help to adapt the world.

We would end these introductory remarks by describing an experience that expresses 
our hopes for the future.

On May 1st, Members of the Committee had the rare privilege of witnessing and 
participating in an event that symbolized the coming together of East and West. On that 
beautiful sunny and warm day, we strolled with hundreds of thousands of Berliners from 
East Berlin to West Berlin, through an opening in the Berlin Wall near the Brandenburg 
Gate. After attending a rally in West Berlin, we then strolled back to the eastern side of the 
city, encountering nothing more than smiles or nods from the border guards. It was an 
extraordinary and unique celebration of May Day, and perhaps the most remarkable thing 
of all was the casualness and naturalness of this coming together of long-divided people.
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
