ALLEGED SUBVERSIVE ACTIVITIES—REQUEST FOR
STATEMENT

Mr. Jack Marshall (Humber-St. George’s-St. Barbe): My
question is to the Solicitor General, Mr. Speaker. In view
of the statement made by a former cabinet minister that
extensive subversive activities are taking place in Canada
and that the report of the Royal Commission on Security
did not give all the facts, would the minister tell us wheth-
er he intends to make a statement—

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I will not object to the
minister replying to the question asked by the hon.
member, but I suggest it ought to be asked directly. A few
minutes ago I had occasion to refer to the rule we are
attempting to recognize and respect that questions may be
asked about statements made outside the House by minis-
ters only to inquire whether they represent government
policy, but my understanding of the rule is that it does not
apply to former ministers of the Crown. This having been
said, perhaps we could assume that the question has been
asked directly, and the minister might reply.
