SUGGESTED DEBATE ON SHARING JURISDICTION WITH THE
PROVINCES-MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Léonel Beaudoin (Richmond): Mr. Speaker, pursu-
ant to the provisions of Standing Order 43, I ask for the
unanimous consent of the House to move a motion on a
matter of urgent and pressing necessity.

Considering the new developments in federal-provincial
relations on the matter of communications, folîowing the
worsening dispute over the sharing of powers and respon-
sibilities, and the insistence of the provinces to seek juris-
diction over the fields of broadcasting, telecommunication
corporations and particularly cablevision, I move, second-
ed by the hon. member for Champlain (Mr. Matte):

That the House now start discussions on the whole matter of com-
munications in order to clarify the situation definitively by bringing
up all data relevant to the debate, including the power and coat sharing
issue, in view of paving the way for enacting legisîstion which will be
presented to the House in the fall, and which aima at totally restructur-
ing the whole field of communications.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The House has heard the
motion of the hon. member. Under the terms of Standing
Order 43, the motion requires the unanimous consent of
the bouse. Is there such consent?
