1 will have 
to look into that matter. I was told there was no objection to 
use unofficially one title instead of the other.

1 must say that if the hon. member refers to first reading of 
the legislation splitting the Department of Environment, he 
will note that its intent was precisely to give that title to the 
new department, namely “Fisheries and Oceans”. Besides, it is 
to pinpoint the real autonomy, if not in the still official statute, 
of the minister responsible for environment in relation to 
myself and to indicate that separation between the two, that 
those two titles are used.

I must say that the new bill setting up the new department 
went last week to the legislation committee of the Privy 
Council, and I hope my colleague will present it within the 
next few days.

Hon. Marcel Lambert (Edmonton West): Mr. Speaker, my 
question is multibarrelled in that it may affect a number of 
ministers, but it is directed primarily to the Minister of 
National Revenue and the Minister of State for Small Busi­
ness, as well as to the Minister of Public Works.

Is it the intention to move the customs training school to the 
quarters being vacated by the coastguard training school on 
Walkley Road? The Department of National Revenue has 
received an eviction notice from the Department of Public 
Works for the premises in the Daly building, effective the end 
of December this year. In approximately nine or ten months is 
it still the intention to move to Rigaud, Quebec, the whole 
being part of a decentralization program costing some $10 
million, the minister having clear evidence that the involved 
personnel do not want to move from Ottawa and the Walkley 
facilities being perfectly suitable and ample for their purposes?

Hon. A. C. Abbott (Minister of National Revenue and 
Minister of State (Small Business)): Mr. Speaker, I am not 
certain of the details of the hon. member’s question.
