As 
required, programs will be initiated by the Department of 
Consumer and Corporate Affairs to address product exposure 
concerns.

Our competent Minister of National Health and Welfare 
(Mr. Epp) has already requested that officials in his Depart­
ment conduct a health risk assessment. Results of the assess­
ment will be provided shortly to the Department of Consumer 
and Corporate Affairs and the Department of the Environ­
ment. National programs to address product exposure and 
environmental concerns will be developed, as required for this 
inquiry.

The dioxin problem is national and international in scope. 
Actions to limit its presence are ongoing in the United States, 
Sweden, and Ontario. The federal Government is fully aware 
of this work. The experience of others will be considered in the 
development of future federal programs.

In Canada, work to reduce dioxin releases into the environ­
ment has been underway since 1983, following recommenda­
tions made by an expert advisory committee on dioxins
