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Business of the House

The commodity base loan program was brought in as
well in 1986. In December, 1987, a total of $360 million
was conveyed to the Farm Debt Review Board, again to
assist this very serious problem.

In July, 1988, $400 million was plugged into the Farm
Credit Corporation. We have a tremendous record and
we will continue to do more in this regard.

Some Hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Althouse: Mr. Speaker, given that the Farm Credit
Corporation is behaving more and more like the banks
with more foreclosures thus creating more downward
pressure on land prices which creates more foreclosures
again because the debt to equity ratio goes down, can the
minister explain why he supports the continuation of this
kind of policy when it simply is not working?

Mr. Mazankowski: Mr. Speaker, I will take that as a
representation because it is obvious the NDP does not
want the Farm Credit Corporation to be an instrument
of farm policy. I will certainly take that into consider-
ation.

We would like
to see that withdrawn from this motion. That it not come
to a vote, Mr. Speaker, you can have my word and the
word of this caucus, if it is our day, we will decide that.

Mr. Gray (Windsor West): Mr. Speaker, I want to add
another point to the very important point made by my
colleague, the Chief Whip. It should be understood that
the time taken for any division on Thursday noon must
be added to the Opposition Day time. In other words,
the time for the division should not reduce the time
otherwise available for an Opposition Day.
