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The Dean of the School of Journalism may require either a written or an oral exam­

ination of all candidates for admission5

2. That students admitted to the School of Journalism, who are candi­

dates for the degree, must have completed three years of work in a college or uni­

versity approved by the Director of Admissions of Columbia University;

3. That the course of study be limited to two years;

4. That one degree be conferred fop the two-year course ; namely, the 

degree of Bachelor of Science;

5. That the present graduate course leading to the M.S. degree be dis­

continued, without prejudice as to the future;

6. That the point system of academic work be abolished in this School;

7. That the appraisal of student work shall be upon one basis only; 

passed or failed;

8. That at the end of the first academic year only those students of 

ability and capacity be advanced;

9. That the courses be organized on a time basis, i.e., eight hours of 

work per day for five days each week during the academic year;

10. That the courses of study be of a timely character, i.e., adapted to 

the current news of the day, such as the presidential campaign in 1932 and the 

consequent reorganization of the government;

11. That the ability to translate at sight news articles or editorials 

from the press of at least one foreign country may be required of all candidates 

for the degree, and

12. That for the academic year, 1932-1933, college graduates may be ad­

mitted to the Second Year providing their previous academic or professional work 

and their serious interest in journalism are approved and recognized by the Dean,
