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north fides of hills and mountains, where tl e

fun will not melt the fnow. Their common
pace of travelling is a trott, but when hunted

are very fwift.

It hath been fufficiently remarked, as we
have travelled through this extenfive country,

that it every where abounds with fiih, fowl,

and variety of game, that in its forefts are

moft kinds of ufeful timber, and a variety of

wild fruit; and, no doubt, every kind of Eu-
ropean fruit might be cultivated and raifed here

in great perfedtion. In a w^ord, this coun-

try wants nothing but that cultare and im-

provement, which can only be the effed of

time and induftry, to render it equal, ii not

fuperior, to any in the \vorld.
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
